AT ST. LAWRENCE.

Rev. Father Brady Describes the Decorations 
—Improvements Cost $20,000.

$10,000 Gift From Protestant Friends—Bis­
hop Dowling’s Double Anniversary.

Early on Sunday morning North Bay 
was visited by a disastrous fire, the fine 
new McKeown block, with stores and of­
fices, being completely guted, only the 
walls remaining. The. loss will exceed 
$70,000, partly covered by insurance.

To those of other denominations who 
ponder over the. adornments in Catholic 
places of worship a sermon such at 
preached last night by Rev. Father 
Brady, rector of St. Lawrence Church, 
reveals much that at first glance may 
appear mystifying and meaningless, (.hie 
realizes after having is explained that the 
elaborate decorations are intended for 
more than mere display; that each one is 
symbolic of something capable of inspir­
ing beautiful thoughts and uplifting 
above worldly things the minds of those 
who kneel in worship.

St. Lawrence, as it stands to-day, is 
one of the most artistically decorated 
churches in the country. Within a year 
$20.000 has been »|>ent in improvements 
—surely a notable achievement for a 
congregation composed almost entirely of 
working people. In terms of deepest 
gratitude the pastor thanked them la>t 
night for their generosity. The sermon 
on the significance of eeelesiact.ical 
decorations was strikingly appropriate. 
The text was, “My house shall be a house 
of prayer.”

Emphasizing the importance .God at­
tached to the building of a temple in 
His name when He chose two of the 
wisest kings of earth to erect the temple 
of Jerusalem, the speaker declared that 
there was nothing too good for Al­
mighty God. The Catholic tempi*»» were 
greater than that built by Solomon, for 
the alt ar has abode. If the temple of 
Jerusalem he made the talx-rntu-les of 
the altar his abod. If the temple of 
Jerusalem was, as Jesus said, “a house 
of prayer,” how much more so must- l>e 
the Catholic church.

“Our separated brethren don't under­
stand and never will,” he said, “why we 
throw the doors of our temple open day 
after day. week after week, ami year 
after year, that the faithful may enter 
as they pass, bow a minute iç silent 
prayer and return to the toils of life. 
There is a magnetism about it that can­
not be understood by those who have not 
the faith of the real presence.”

The stately and majestic temples the 
world over, declared Father Brady, could 
only lie inspired by true faith in Jesus 
Christ. Go anywliere you wish where the 
Catholic -Church has had its sway, and 
you will find the country dotted with 
tire greatest temples of earth, monu­
ments of our faith in Jesus Christ, the 
Blessed Sacrament. This monument of 
St. Lawrence a monument of the 
v.rdow’e mite and the workingman’s of­
fering, and not so bad, after all, com­
pared with tlio temples in our own coun-

Fatlier Brady then reviewed the im­
provements that have been made during 
the y<*ar. Two crosses are to 1*? placed 
on the top of the church this week. One 
is ten feet high, the other a smaller one, 
from the church where Father Brady 
was baptized. New cement steps and a 
railing are included in the exterior im­
provements. The interior has received 
three coats of paint, the pews have l>e<'n 
varnished, and the altar too, the statues 
repainted, clusters of electric light» 
adorn the ceiling, and the glass window.» 
have been improved so as to give better 
light. The ceiling is decorated with 
beautiful religious emblems, twenty- 
eight in number, each of w hich speaks 
volumes in the heart of the Catholic.

'The emblems of the Sacred Heart of 
Jesus and Mary, the mitre, the tira of 
three crowns, worn by Christ's vicar on 
earth, the chalice, the host, the bible, 
the cross entwined with the shamrock] 
all these religious emblems wore destin­
ed to speak volumncs to the religiuus 
person.

The angels adorning the walls, sug­
gestive of man's future home in Heaven, 
thirty-three iu number, signifying the 
number of years Christ lived on earth, 
hold a script beariug St. Ambrose's Te 
I)eum. “This beautiful prayer," said 
the speaker, “will again inspire us with 
the sentiments and feelings our Lord 
wishes to inspire, ‘My House is a house 
of prayer'."

There are twelve single and twelve 
group paintings on the wall, placed on 
canvas and removable. These include Ik# 
fwo princes of the apostles, St. Peter, 
Christ’s first vicar on earth, St. Paul, 
apostle to the Gentiles; St. Lawrence, 
patron of the church; St. Patrick, Ire­
land’s patron saint, with the Iri«h em­
blem, the shamrock ; the Madonna and 
child, a reproduction of Raphael’s great 
painting; St. Cecilia, patron of music; 
St. Thomas, the great doctor of the 
church; St. Anthony and the four evan­
gelists. Grouped along the walls are 
frescoes that tell the story of the Lord’# 
life; the angels announcing the glad 
tidings to the shepherds of the birth of 
the new born king, a beautiful and in­
spiring scene; Christ bending over th« 
little children ; Jesus with Mary and 
Martha; the miracle of raising Jairua’ 
daughter from the dead ; Our Lord ween­
ing over Jerusalem ; Mary parting with 
Christ, going to the sacrifice, emphasis­
ing the love between these two sacred 
hearts broken in twain. The next scene 
is the crucifixion, then the resurrection 
of Christ. Next, and most impressive, ia 
•the picture of eleven apostles, receiving 
■f'hrist’s blessing before going forth t.o 
preach th.» gwpel. One is missing. 
Judas. On the walls, just in front «>£ 
the sanctuary are reproductions of t.»-o 
works of Murillo, the great Spanish moo­
ter. One shows God, the Father, in the

A committee composed of leading 
farmers naid dairymen representing the 
Dairy Cattle Breeders’ Association and 
the jjairymen’s Associations of Ontario, 
hove completed arrangements for the 
holding this year of a dairy farms com­
petition through Ontario. The prizes 
will consist of 1>U gold and silver medals 
and diplomas, as well us a large number 
of special prizes, the details of wldvii 
have not yet been arranged.

The Province will lie divided into four 
districts as follows-. From Kingston 
cast; from Kingston to Yonge street. 
Toronto; western Ontario, north and 
south of a line running from Hamilton 
to (iodf-rieh. There will be a competi­
tion this year for the l>e.st farms in each 
district, and five gold and ten silxvr 
medals will be offered this year in each 
district.

The farms will l»c judged twice; once 
about July 1. and again some time dur­
ing liecemlier. thus giving the judges an 
opportunity to see the farms under win­
ter and summer conditions.

Next year the farms in eastern On­
tario and all farm» in western Ontario 
which win prize-- in the competition this 
year, will Ik- allowed lo compete in spo­
liai competitions to decide the l*est farm 
in eastern Ontario and the best farm in 
western Ontario. Two years from now 
it is proposed to hold a final competi­
tion, m which the leading farms for 
both eastern and western Ontario will 
compote to decide the beet farm in the

Province. Exceptionally fine prizes will 
lx* offered in this final competition.

All branches of farm work will be in­
cluded in the competition. In all 1,000 
points, will be offered. These pointe 
have lieen subdivided a.s follows: House 

I and surroundings 150, farm building» 
150, live stock 200. crops 200, farm man­
agement 1 .->(). farm machinery 75, perma­
nent improvements 75. Several prizes 
will be offered to the farms that score 
the highest points on the house and sur­
roundings. on poultry, on orchards and 
other similar departments.

Com pet it ions of this kind were held 
in Ontario some 25 years ago, and cre­
ated great interest. The gold medal 
farmer in the Province a tut hat time was 
Mr. Simpson Rennie, the well known 
Fanners’ Institute speaker, who now 
lives in Toronto.
