There has been much written 
drrirg the past few years of the life 
and death of Joan of Arc, but we do 
hot remember having read a more 
thfillmg account of the death of the 
heroic Maid than that from the pen 
of John A. Mooney, LL.D., in the 
July number of the Messenger of the 
Sacred Heart. When commanded 
by the English jgents to i ecant her 
errots and submit to the Church 
she replied that she had requested 
that the whole process be sent to 
Rome. “ I appeal,” she said, « to 
Goa and the Pope.” There was 
joy among the soldiers in the En­
glish camp when it was finally 
learned by them that the Maid wae 
to be burned at the stake. Dr. 
Mooney thus describes Joan’s f< 
fill death: “ It is nine o’clock. The 
young girl, for whom the English 
paid a price almost double that of a 
king, mounts the scaffold. On 
foundation of masonry the fagots 
are piled high. Over them rises the 
stake, topped by the lying insorip^ 
tion : ‘ Jeanne, who called herself 
the Maid, a liar, a pernicious wo­
man, a deceiver of the people, 
soothsayer, a superstitious woman, 

blasphemer of God, a presumto­
ons woman, an unbeliever, a boaster, 
an idolatrous, a cruel, dissolute wo­
man, an invocatrix of devils, apos­
tate, schismatic and heretic. ' Mai- 
den-like Jeanne, wears a long gown ; 
her head is covered. Removing 
the kerchief, the executioner re­
places it by a paper mitre, on which 
are inscribed the words : * Heretic, 
elapsed, apostate, idolater.' Before 

the crowd "Jeanne falls upon her 
knees, and, in a loud voice, prays 
‘ Holy Trinity, have pity on me, I 
believe in you 1 Jesus, have pity on 
me I O Mary, pray for me ! St. 
Michael, St. Gabriel, St. Catherine, 
St. Margaret, aid me 1 All ye who 
are here; pardon me as I pardon 
you I Do you, ppiests, each one, 
say a" Mass for the repose of my 
soul. Do not aoouie my king ; for 
what I did he is not responsible ; 
and if I did ill, he is innocent. O 
ecus I O Maty 1 kll ye blessed 

t« ir- naradise. protect me I

and, entering the country lane, pass- ^7 
e- slowly amid the trees to the ab­
bey. It s more than half a mile 
away as seen from the height above 
The combination of mountains, Bills 
and valleys, reaching half way to 
Rome southwards, and to the heights 
ovei looking the Mediterranean west­
wards, forms a peaceful panorama 
of luxuriant nature. And, for the 
moment, the centre and heart of all 
this scene of lovely peace is the 
train of divine worship which moves 
on slowly and majestically down the 
country lane, bestrewed by the chil­
dren with leaves and roses, perfumed 
with incense by the college students, 
vocal with the hymn of the Pange 
Liingua. The strains of the orches­
tra are solemnly hushed. The spot 
less array, relieved with the gold 
of the vestments and of the canopy, 
winds around the front of the abbey 
church ; the priest enters and all is 
still. Then they issue forth ; and 
retracing their steps, they pass by 
San Domenico’s. They move on 
and on, towards Florence. As the 
shades of evening grow deeper, 
lights are beginning to be visible, 
not only those of the acolytes, but 
those on houses, villas, garden walls; 
and a far way off there are signs of 
a great illumination among the trees 
It is tbe country sanctuary to which 
they are tending ; and they are lost 
round a -turn of the road. At last, 
night falls. Now the line of illumi­
nation is brilliant, the church in the 
distance is a mass of light ^ so, too, 
the towers of the abbey, San Domen­
ico’s and San Girolamo's on the hill, 
and the houses in general. Where 
the procession has passed, thence ii 
returns, with the setting of a sum­
mer night to show off the mass of 
lights and the reflected brightness of 
gold and white as by day./ The 
lights on the roads, on the houses 
and monasteries, are not extinguish­
ed ; they burn on during the night 
and expire when they will before 
morning.

ST. AUOUSTINB.S LANDING IN ENGLAND 

During England's ages of faith, 
Rev. Fr. Felix tells ns in the June 
“ Mt ssenger of the Sacred Heart,” 
the rock upoa which St. Augustine 
set foot when he first stepped upon 
tÜaglish soil was held in veneration, 
and he pictures as follows tbe ar­
rival of the apostle and hie assisacte: 
“It was the festival of the Holy 
Ghost, Pentecost, upon which they 
touched the English shore; and, as 
in the times of the apostles, the di­
vine Spirit hovered over them, di­
recting their acts and their wills. 
Immediately interpreters were des­
patched to the king announcing the 
ambassadors of the Pope,,bringing 
with them ‘ glad tidings and the 
promise of celestial joy and an 
eternal reign in the fellowship of 
the living and true God.’
It was the custom of the Teutonic 
chieftains to receive the ambassadors 
of other tribes and nations under a 
consecrated tree. Ethelbert was 
seated, therefore, surrounded by a 
numerous retinue’ under a great oak 
and patiently listened to tbe elo­
quent appeal of Augustine, who 
spoke to him.of the one immortal 
God, of the benedictions, temporal 
and spiritual, whioh the true faith 
would impart, of the great future 
of his nation and land. ” The king 
listened attentively to this appeal, 
we are told, but answered that he 
was not able at once to accept the 
new faith and abandon the ancient 
traditions of his land. Because the 
saint and his companions had come 
such a distance, however, he pro 
fetsed his readiness to give them 
hospitality, and a way of living, and 
he Adtfcff that he gave them full 
literfy to preach their religion and 
to*W vert whomsoever they could.

. CORPUS OHRISTI.

“ Corpus Christa in an Italian 
Valley” is the title of an interesting 
article in the same number of the 

enger, by the Key. Thomas 
Hughes, S. J., and it describes one 
of the beautilul outdoor processions 
of the Blessed Sacrament whioh art 
so common on the feast of Corpus 
Christi in many of the country dis­
tricts throughout Italy. Fr. Hughes 
describes in glowing language the 
beautiful scenery in the valley of 
the lower Arno, where the proces­
sion took place. The procession 
wended its way from the parish 
church of San Domenico to the 
abbey, and then frqnf the abbey 
back to San Domenico and beyond ; 
then to a chapel amid the groves 
on the way to Florence. The Sun­
day before had been signalized by 
the solemn profession in Fiesloe, 
when San Domenico and the abbey 
contributed their forces to the assis­
tance of the cathedral and the sem­
inary. Now Fiesole sends down its 
contingent of priests and acolytes to 
the ceremony below ; and on all the 
Sundays of the month one may see 
illuminations in divers parts of the 
valley, according as parishes in their 
tarn receive the reinforcements from 
adjoing communes, and make festive 
their saored holiday. Jn tbe dis­
tance pan be heard strains of music; 
then banners may be seen gathering, 
the folks multiplying, and aoolytes 
and priests in their surplices wend­
ing their way to San Domenico’s. 
All is life now, At length (he pro- 
cession comes forth from the church

church of England Catholic 
monies ant} Catholic interpretation 
of the Thirty-nine Articles of Reli­
gion. As a result of the movement 
many of the leaders made their sub­
mission to Borne, and thosp who re­
mained formulated and built up 
within the church of England what 
is known as Bitnalism, and whioh 
has grown to such proportions that 
there is probably not a diocese in 
the church of England or in the 
Episcopal church in thjs country 
that has not felt its influence more 
or less. The Whig policy of the 
day toward the church of England 
had mnoh to do with the birth of the 
Oxford movement. By its efforts to 
give to Parliament power to revise 
the church’s litu-gy and recast her 
Articles of religion the Whig party 
had caused earnest men in the En­
glish church to pause and ponder as 
to the final ootoome. The spiri(of 
the movement was to he a generous 
defense. of the English ohurob, 
willingness to stand by her and face 
her foes, and the natural leaders 
were found among the trained schol­
ars of Oxford University. The key 
note of the movement may be said 
to have been strack on July 14,1833, 
when John Keble, author ol the 
“ Christian Year,” preached his fam­
ous sermon on the “ National Apos­
tasy.'1 Bat the first actual attempt 
to do* something to set the mass of 
the people thinking was the action 
taken shortly afterward, when it was 
decided to begin the publication of 
the “ Tracts for the Times.” Many 
of the tracts were written bf John 
Henry Newman, then a clergyman 
of the ohurob of England, and al­
ready a man of note in the univer­
sity. The tracts were designed to 
rouse the members of the English 
church to a sense of tbe alarming 
position wherein she was placed, 
and tenets closely resembling those 
of the Cathojic Church were put for­
ward, The doctrines of apostolical 
suocoession, priestly absolution, bap­
tismal regeneration, the Beal Pres­
ence, the authority of the church 
and the value of tradition, were 
openly proclaimed to be teachings 
of the church of England, As the 
tracts became more widely read it 
was asserted that these writings, ty 
men in authority, would eventually 
lead those concerned in the effort 
from the Anglican fold into the 
Catholic Church. Open warfare 
was not declared against the Trac- 
tarians, however, until the publica­
tion of tract 90, in whioh Ne vman 
sought to place a Catholic interpre­
tation upon the thirty-nine articles. 
This practically ended Newman’s 
connection with the movement, and 
though other able men, such as 
Pusey,Keble, Ward and Fabre, ware 
still left, it lacked the genius of the 
man who so soon after relinquished 
hie position in the Church of Eng-

An Interesting Bello-

A petrified cross, supposed to 
have been need by the Jesuit Fathers 
ir^heirmiMionary work among the 
fifty years ago, <4oen unearthed 
at Rochester, Pa. It was buried 
in a mass of limestone rook, four 
feet Beneath the surface of the earth. 
Crosses of this design, and leaden 
plates, inscribed with the royal de­
sign of France, were buried through 
western Pennsylvania daring the 
year 1749. A Captain Celeron was 
the leader of the company who did 
this work. He left Lachine, near 
Montreal, at the date mentioned, 
with M. de Contreoour, afterward 
commander of Fort Duquesne, and a 
Jesuit priest. There were in the 
company, besides eight officers, six 
cadets, one hundred and eighty 
Canadian civilians. At stated dis­
tances on their route from Canada 
they buried the leaden plates, claim­
ing the country for France, while 
the priest buried the wooden orors 
to symbolize the work of the Church. 
The first of these memorials to be 
disclosed was the petrified cross re­
cently found. It will add to the in­
terest of Catholic historical research 
in this country when other relics of 
the same kind are uncovered.. The 
literary work of Parkham, excellent 
as it is in its way, does not tell half 
the story of the untiring labors of 
the Jesuits in North America.—
