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BAITISH CABINET MINISTERS ARE DIVIDED ON BITTER WINDS BLOW

MHCH BISCUSSE O SUFFRAGE BILL

Longdon, May 7.—The fate of the woman
suffrage bill was sealed lagt night by the
votes of more~“than 5p Irfsh Nationalists
who voted. against it. The hill, whereby
it was sought to enfranchise 6,000,000
women, was rejectéd by a mafority of
47. The vote stood 266 to 219.

‘Whether there is any chance that the
present parliament will pass a bill of
more limited charaoter may be doubted
Possibly the, Nationallsts fear that if
thgy allow a“ womeh's “franchise bill to
pass the second redding 4t yould 1éad to a
patitamentary struggle ~which would not
unlikely end in dissolution of the parlia-
ment before the home rulé Hill gets on the
statute book,

Mifitancy Disliked

Furthermore, the debate proved that
the militant. policy ,of the suffragettes
has done the cause great hart-as far as
pariiament i§ conéerned, Thée coneili-
ation  bill of last sessfofi, was rejected
ofly by a small majority cempared with
the Dickinson bil,. . which’ was under

dlscussion today awnd'previpus bills giving |

some measure of enfranefisement to
women, have passed the second reading,
although they never sucéceededin running
the gauntlet in.subsequent stages. s

Recent police court disclosures of acts
of incendiarism planned by the m}lmant
suffragettes, far surpassing in maguitude
anything hertofore attempted and the
barning of St. Catherine’s churak at
Hatcham today unodubtedly influenced
many members to vote against the bill.
Mhe figures of the division showing the
defeat of the bill were greeted with a
great cheer from all sides of the house.

How Leaders Voted.

Neither andrew Bonar Law, leader of
the opposition, nor A. J. Baifour, voted
in the division. Among the ministers
who voted against the bill were Premier
Asquith, Reginald McKenna, Lewis Har-
cdurt, J. B. B. Beeley, Winston Spencer
Churchill and C. E. Hobhoise.

The cabinet supporters of the bill in-
cfhde Qir Pdward Grey,- David Livod
George, Sir Rufus Isaacs, Augustine Bir-
réll, Sydney Buxton, €. F, G. Masterman,
Sir J. A. Simon and F. D. Ackland.

Sir Bdward Grey, secretary for foretén
affairs, supported the bill. He sald thera
was ample evidénce that a very, large
seotion of the women of the couatry had
siown by constitutional means that they
favored enfranchisement of their sex.

Milttancy is «characterized as ‘‘the incon-
sideérate. and \criminal conduct of a small
hody of reprysentative individuals with
whose "outragés the law had dealt and
ought to deal Severely.”

Nobody; he sald, had greater reason to
deplore the methods of the militant suf-
fragists than tihose who desired the en-
franchisement ©f women, but he argued
fhat thelr outruges should not influence
the decision off the house of
bill. Many adrnitted that women were
fitted to deal with social and industrial
matters of legislation rwhich virtually
affected their interests, but they were not
fitted to deal with the question of foreign
policy. He contended that when they
demonstrated aptitude in dealing with
ohstruseé economical questions involved in
social and indusirial legislation, they
proved that they wele possessed of suffi-
cient Intelligence ‘o DAass judgment on
quektions of foreigm policy, which were
tar-Gess commlicated and seldom an issue
a* the general electigns.

Liord Robert Cecil, advocating the bill,
contended that to vote against it because
of the militant outrages would be utterly
illogical and unworthy the high standard
of intelligence claimed by the members
of the house of commions.

Right Hon. Walter Hume Long, in op-
posing the measure, first cungmtgla;vd
the prdme minister on the ealm dignity
and ability displayed in his speech, de-
spite the treatmemt He had received at
the hands of the suffragettes, which, he
took occasion to say, “{s a disgrace to
the country.”” He urged that the pas-
sage of the bill would not stop militant
tactics, dut would only lead to fiercer
agitation for a larger measure of enfran-
chisement

Right Hon. Frederick H. Smith sald
that the supporters of the bill protected
the militants when it suited them, but
would use them as long &8s it pald to do

tancy began, that a single member of the
house took the movement serlous'l,\-.

were indifferent to the franchise. The
country had never been canvassed on the
question. Under such circumstanges,
therefore, for the Unionists to vote for the
bill would be grossly inconsistent with
their opposition to home rule, on the
ground that the electorate had given no
mandate for it.

Montreal, May 7.—A message of
greeting from Regina was read at the
apening sesston of the Council of Wo-
men this morning. The day was given
over to the proposed change in stand-

ing committees.

The jon on playgrounds
breught out the faet that it is impossi-
ble to0 get trained supervisors for play-
grounds in Canada. Soclal centres will
be added to this committee's work.

A committee on professions for
women with sub-committees for nurs-
i law, medicine, etc., was formed.

McEKenzie, superintendent of the
torimn Order of Nurses, took part

' the discussions. A new committee
named Comservation of Natural Re-
sburces was added to the list. The
amnouncement of the death of Miss
Fitzgibbons’ mother in Toronto brought
forth a resolutjon of condolence.

.Vietoria and Hamiilton local councils
stand highest fn the record of the
greatest number of advertisements for
the year book.

‘Toronto local council brought in a
resolution regardimg the granting of a
cirtificate stating age and educational
standng, such to be issued
by scheol authorities. This was carried
unanimousiy.

Pensions for Mothers.

Mothers’ pensions were advocated by

Toromto councik Mrs. Huestis
qunoted laws of several countries in ref-
erence to this question and the national
council decided to refer the question to
a committee to consult with the gov-
efnment. Dr. Margaret Gordon sug-
gested that space hereafter be found

on the agenda for the work of the
national organized societies. But on
aceount of time involved the resolul;un
was lost. The compulsory education
question brought forth mtere:}%ng dis-
oussions. The national coun placed
tself on record as being in favor of a
compulsory edueation ac¢t for the Do-
minion. Torofito women view with ap-
prehension the Increasing number of
poor law and other undesirable Chlld(en
coming to Canada. One immigration
organization has for 45 years been
sending out children. For the past 12
or 14 years it has been sending out
1,000 a year.

Mies. Burt, of Liverpool, asked per-
misslon to speak on the question of the
child immigration, which was granted
by the council. Some English socleties
have medical inspection, keep homes
in Canada and are prepared to go even
further. BShe said Ontario is deprived
of its young blood. The viewpoint of
the city is not that of tHe riiral districts
of Canada.

Immigration Question.

The local council of Edmonton re-
ported that of the children Iimported
into 'Alberta less than a fourth are

Canadian born. That children are re- |

ceived in Ottdwa, and "o¥ an” average
60 boys are received monthly during
the Quebec steamship service and are
distributed throughout Alberta, was
the statement made by Mrs. Scott, of
Ottawa. Miss Derrick thought the old
country should meet its own problems.
There are 2,000 feeble minded alone in
Montreal. If poor law children are al-
lowed to come in at all they should
have carefully filled in certificates
from expérts. A resolution against the
the mportation of mentally and moral-
ly deficient chldren into the Dominon
was passed.

Mrs. Hamilton announced that the
Dominfon government has made a fund
of 910,000,000 for the next ten years for
improvement and development of rural
life.

London council asked the council to
petition for more stringent laws or the
enforcement of such as already exist.

Carrying of Pistols.

Miss Peters warned the mothers per-
mitting their children carrying toy
pistols, thus oultivating the taste for
fire-arms. Miss Radford said the
moving pictures had more to do with
the habit of carrying fire-arms thah
any other influence. It was decided to
petition the legisiature to enforce the
present laws in reference to the carry-
ing of fire-arms and concealed weap-
ons.

DIONNE INSISTS THAT HE
DID NOT COMMIT CRIME

| i

Says He Was Hit With a Brick
for Samething He Did Not
Doj \Has Said Very Littlé
Since His Arraignment Yes-
terday; Is Breaking Down

Bareheaded, ankle deep in slush, un-
heeding the biting winds and heavy fall
of snow and rain which blew pilercing-
|1y across the bare hills of the Union
| Cemetery yesterday afternoon, hun-
| dreds of friends of the bereaved fam-
iil_v and citizens of Calgary generally
i’auﬂnded the funeral obsequies of five=
yvear-o0ld Justine Frick, vietim of Mon-
| day afternoon’'s brutal murder.

While Rev. Janzow, pastor of the
| German Lutheran church in this city
recited the brief but touching burial
service of that denomination, Mrs.
Frick, white and shaking, supported
on one side by her husbanu and oh the
| other by George Luft at whose house
[Lhe bereaved family reside, wept bitter-
ly. Her husband also broke down as
the coffin was lowered into the grave,
and as she heard the dull thud of the
first héavy clods of earth which struck
the little casket, Mrs. Frick plunged
toward the open grave, and only the
arm of her husband stopped hér from
falling oh her knees to take another
last lingering look at the coffin, while

rounded the grave arose a murmur of
| sympathy.

Leaving the residence of Geo. Luft,
646 First avenue Northeast, shortly
after 1 o'clock, the funeral cortege,
followed by hundreds of German resid-
ents, wound slowly over the Langevin
bridge and across Eighth avenue on its
way to the cemetery. At every street
corner further crowds jolhed the line,
until when it finally wound into the
cemetery hundreds %f ffiends and curi~
ous #ightseers surroundedi‘the hearse:

As the cortege passed along Fourth
street east those in ‘the mourners’
coaches caught a brief glimpse of the
iron-barred windows and cold grey
stone walls of the cells in which J.
Dionne, the 36-year-old Fyrench-Cana-
dian accused of the murder is being
held. His head still' swathed in the
bandages whigh covergiighe wound ind
flicted by the ' griéfctazed father;

no sign that he kmnew that only a few,
vards away the corpse of his victim was
being taken to the grave. To police
officéers who take his meals to him
daily he persists in stating that he is
being held for a crime which he has not
committed. To one questioner who
asked how his head came to be hurt
Diornine yesterday stated, “Théy hit me
with a brick for something I did not
do,” and again relapsed into that taci-
turnity that has marked his conduct
since his arrest.

After the
burial it was with difficulty that the
mothér of the little girl could be in-
duced to leave the cemetery, and it
was only when she was forcibly led to
a waiti: g carriage by her husband and
a few neighbors that she allowed her-
self to be takén home.
