Morrison was hanged at 12 o’clock, 
noon, yesterday, at Vernon, Tex., for 
wife murder. He met his death re­
signedly. On the scaffold he said to 
the select party of twenty witnesses 
permitted at the execution that he was 
innocent.

This is the first time in the history 
of Texas that a minister of the gospel 
has suffered capital punishment.

In 1S97 Morrison renewed his ac­
quaintance with Miss Anne Whittle­
sey, of To-pelta, Kan., who had jilted 
hnn some ten years 'before. He re­
presented himself as an unmarried, 
wealthy cattle owner, and renewed his 
wooing, and eventually Miss Whittle­
sey consented to marry him. His little 
timid wife was in the way. He was 
determined to marry Miss Whittlesey, 
anu the possibility of losing her led to 
the murder of Mrs. Morrison.
