At all events,
he was not struck by the locomotive,
as he was near the middle of the train
when it started.

Though terribly injured, the boy did
not give way to an outburst of tears
until he saw he was being taken to
the hospital, instead of to his home.
Then he struggled violently with his
bearers and cried bitterly.

The people of the neighborhood say
that it is a wonder more children are
not injured at the place where young
Fishbein met with the accident, as
they are constantly playing around the
cars and are continually in the way of
the railroad men.

The injured boy was reported today
as being somewhat improved.
