Destruction of the U, 8. Corvetts Hous,.
tonic by a Torpedo.
A correspondest of the “Boston Herald,

writing on board the U, S, ship Canandaigua,
off Charleston, Feb. 18th, says :

It is with profonnd grief that T chronicle
the loss of the United States eorvetis Housa-
tonie, (one of the blockading squadron of
Charleston,) by an infernal torpedo machine.
The event toek place last eveuing, one of the
coldest of the season. Ay 83¢ o'clock a long
objeot, jst oa the edge of the water; wae dis-
covered astern of the ship. In an instant the
eable was slipped; the alarm sounded, and
all hauds beat to quarters, but before the'ship
had made-any beadway, the torpedo explod-
ed uader per starboard quarter, making a-most
frightful. report. 'he propetler was broken
off, the stern was torn 1o pieces, and the ship
sunk rapidly in less than eight
the time the torpedo wmachine was first seen,
Tbe vessel sunk in six fathoms of water. As
she began to sink the most frightful scenes
were witnessed. *Men with nothing but their
shirts on were seen struggling in the water,
officere were trying to get the: boats loose,
while others were mounting the ri ing.
Three boats were finally unlashed, audgﬁmne
were sent to rescue those in the water The
gig at once started from the Canandaigus,car-
rying Captain Pickering, who was badly iox
jured, but is doing we.l. As soon ag Captain
Greene of the Canandaigua got the news he
at once hoisted signals of distress, and came
t our assistance, and in three hours after
the attack on the Hougsatonic, all hands that
were saved were salely transferred to that
ship, where they received avery attentien.
Subsequently, a portien of our survivors were
transfeired 10 the Wa bash,

The Housatonic' is a total loss. ' AlDhands
lost all ‘they possessed—money, clothes, etc,
In fact; many of them, including some of the
officers, went on board the Cabandaigua in a
baked state. A sad aceident of the - disagter
is the* loss of Ensign Hazleton; of Ooncord,
N. H. Mr. Muzsey, Captain’s Jlerk:; John
Williams, Quartermaster, and John Welsh,
coal heaver, of Boston, were drowned, The
latter had- got safely on deck, but ventureq
back to save $300, which he had in his bag,
oo the berth-deck. . Poor fellow he never rg.
turped. Theo. Parker (colored) who was on

struck, was blown into’ the air and instantly
killed. Capt. Pickering was slightly injured
by the explosion. John Goff, the Captain’s
Steward, was somewhat injured. These were
all the casualties. The officers 4nd men of
the ship displayed the greatest coolness dur-
ing the trying scene, and thereby saved many
livas. The Housatonic has been the especial
spite of thie rebels. 'Three times have they
tried to destroy, ber, and now they have suc-
seeded. - It is feared that many others of the
vessels on the blockade will follow the fate
of the Housatonic. It is well known thaf the
rebels have 8ix or eight ‘more.of these igfer-
nal machines ready to pounce upon the fleet.
‘Phe masts of the Housatonic are all that can
now be seen of her, and the gale which is
now prevailiog will do mueh ta complete the
wrecks of that once noble ship. .
Ensign Goodall has been very unfortunate.
He was taken- from .the. Hounsatonio. and
ordered to_the ill-fated Wechawker, -in the
loss of which he lost all his effects. He was
again ordered back ‘to the Housatonie; and
now for the second time, has lost'all, Ensign
Hazelton got into the second boat, and had he
remained in it would have been saved, but as
the ship careened over he jumped on board.
The last ever seen of himi he was floating
among the fragments of the wreck,a corpse.
First Lieat. Higginson, of Boston, escaped
from the state-icom with nothiog but his
shitt and drawers on. , The Surgeon’s steward,

time toescape in their night clothes. 1t'is a
wonder that Captain Pickering: was not
instantly killed, as he was direetly over where
the explosion took place. He escaped, how-
ever, with some severe cuts and bruises, and
will'soon be well again.
At Tow tide the water is abeut six feet
ahove the rail of .the Housatonie. If. the
weather moderates her guus and many valu-
able articles and the Paymaster’s safe will
be recovered. She capnot be raised, as her
stern is completely blown eff, clean to the
ward room - hatet. She ‘was loaded down
with coal and provisions, which will be a
total loss.. . Many of the survivers bad quite
‘large sums of mouey laid away to send home
by, the next mail. The loss to them is severo.
Considerable excitement prevails here, and
everything will be dene to prevent the de
struction of any more of: the fleet.

Ax Arrwiciar Face.—The N. Y, Tri-
bune- gives & very-curious story of a man for
whom the hospital surgeons provided an ar~
tificial face on the. disappearance of his own.

A piece of the frontal
scalp was drawn down to make a_new nose,”
an artificial jaw was formed, and a glass eye
put in, and the whole face so changed that
though the: man completely . recovered, his
ace was a new cne to all his friends. It is
a case in fact, in which the idectity of Mr.
