The natives were primitive men, un-

uainted with the cultivation of- the

and tefrestial animals; knew nothing
about the manufacture of pottery, but
hollowed out stones, and made baskets
of cedar roots capable of holding
water; cooked by means of heated
stones on or under the ground;
had a government and laws, but were
unacquainted with writing, save, per-
haps, the totem or heraldic poles;
of these the natives of Vancouver Island
bad but few but indulged in painted
devices. They traded, too, among them-
selves and with other tribes or nations.
This primitive race has now in & great
measure disappeared. Why? Simply:
because it has been overrun or displaced
by a more powerful race, for in these
matters might is right. Does not this
illustrate the history of prehistoric man?
True, the aborigines have been destroyed
by diseases, immoralities, ardent spirita
and change of habits; but something
like these may have happened a few
million years ago. In these matters a
few years of our reckoning are of no con-
sequence. Bye-the-bye, the Indiansused.
to »ay that the reason they were refused
whiskey was that if they got it they
would be wise like white men!!! The
story of Adam and Eve again, their pre-
decessors!

Ifany onewill go tothe local museum he
may see the stone arrow heads, spears,
hammers, chisels made of bone, horns or
stone, and will learn from' the Indians
-of their great-grandfathers having used
them-—and some are of iremarkably fine
finish. It is quite. likely that then, a8
now, the native tribes were noted for
various handicrafts, some being experts
in canoe building, sculpture, and it
may be for the manufacture of imple-
ments of war and the chase, and that
trade exchange existed in them accord-
ingly, for apparently the. stone in many
cases does not appear to be of local
origin.

That the petition of the Bell Tele-
phone Company to permit. their rate of
charges for telephone service to be in-

reased, be not granted, is' the leading
clanse of a counter petition to the’
Governor-General-in-Council which is
pow being circalated in the Dominion
for signatures, and'a copy of which has
bU&n ft at this office. S

ome little time ago City Clerk Dowler
was in receipt of a copy of ‘$his petition’
sent opt'by John Blevins, eity clerk of
Toronto, and asking the co-operation of
the Victoria eouncil in an attempt to
head off a moye now under way on the
part of the telephone company to raise
their present rates.

Accompanying the petition are several
elaborate statements made by the tele-
phone company showing the flecessity
for their being allowed to raise the rates
now charged. According to these pro-
posed new rates  metallic circuits and
solid bac}: trgnsmitters, tl)obg:eceasary to
@ properly equip, telephone service,
are to.be charged»p:?extn ures, while
Persons living more than half a mile
rom “ central’’ are pldced at the mercy
of the company to charge whatever they
like, In fact the effect of the proposed
change would, by the showing of the!
Toronto authorities, more than double
the present cost, which, to say the least,
is hardly in keeping with the spirit of
the times. . Among the resons given for
asking permission to thus increase their
charges are ‘‘“that an increase in the
numbers of subscribers served by a
central office increases the cost per sub-
scriber,”” ‘and ** that the company are
ranning their business, or portions of it,
ata loss.” . { K

Per contra, a- statement pre%ared by
the city authorities of Toronto, based on
the sworn returns made by the telephone
company, shows that the net earning
power of the company is ovér 1024 per
cent. on its capital.

The petition also asks for an inquiry
by a commission into the telephone busi-
ness, and the cost thereof with the
usual powers to subpena and examine
witnesses, and to have all necessary pro-
dauctions on such inquiry.

THE ELECTRIC.STORM.

Saturday’s electric storm, which in
Vigtoria was notable only on account of
the rare infrequency of thunder, was a
much more serious affair to the neigh-
boring city of Vancouver. Lightning is
almost as great a novelty there as in
Victoria, and in the past the hapmless
sheet lightning only has been seen. On
Saturday, however, the genuine forked
article was much in evidence.

The first indication of its presence was
the stoppage of the cars running be-
tween Westminster and Vancouver and
those in service on the city routes—the
pyrotechnic display being a little too
close at hand and too elaborate for the
safety of matormen and passengers.

Then William Milne, a junior clerk in
the C. P. R. telegraph office, on going to
the telephone to receive a message was
shocked so badl{ that he at once col-
lapsed, and for the rest of the day was
entirely unfitted for business. :

Abeut the same time a ’longshoreman
employed on the British Yeoman, lying
at Evans; Coleman & Evans’ wharf, was
similarly incapacitated and sent in s
carriage to receive medical attention.

When the storm was at its height, the
rain falling heavily in scattered drops as
big as marbles, an alarm of fire took the
brigade to the home of William Morton,
a resident of Harris street. The blaze
too was found to be attributable to the
| lightning, a bolt having struck the roof
near an unused chimney and immediate-
ly set the entire upper portion of the
structure in a blaze. Both rocf and at-
tic were considerably injured, and $200
will not entirely cover the bill of dam-
ages.

The last and least serious of the in-
cidents of the storm was teported from
the Hotel Badminton, where two of the
guests were the victims of a littie adven-
ture they will remember for some time
to come. They had gone to the tower to
locate the fire for which the alarm had
just sounded, and, standing on a wet
metal roof, were admirably qualified to
receive a mild édhock, which unnerved as
much as it surprised them.
