PILOT RETURNS:

Had Rough Trip North—Quick Passage
South.

Tug Pilot, Capt. Cutler, returned from
Juneau yesterday ~“morning with the
barge Richard IIL. in tow, laden with
coucentrates from the Douglas islagd
mines for the Tacoma smelter. . The
Pilot- took the John C. Potter, the bark
recently converted into a bhrge, to the
Treadwell mines, laden with coal from
Comox, aud had a very rough trip
north, encountering heavy snow storms
and fierce blows. which made the pas-
sage anything but pleasant. On her down
trip the tug had a record trip with her
tow, making the run down with the
heavy barge in tow in five days, ten
hours. On her way she passed. an
American tug en route south in Wran-
gel Narrows, with the ship Phillip Kelly,
and the schooner Blanche in tow.- The
schooner belongs to one of the fishing
stations in Wrangel Narrows, and is
being taken down to have steam put in

her.
MASTER IS‘U‘IOIDIBLS.

Capt. - Hooklemann, of Ship Antigone,
Jumped Overboard at Guayamas.

When the German ship (Antigone,
which is one of the dozen or more lum-
ber carriers chartered to load at the
‘Chemainus mills, leaves the port of
Guayamas for Chemainus, she will have
a new master, for when the vessel lay
at anchor at the southern port, Capt.
Hooklemann committed suicide. The
news of the fragedy.is given in a tele-
gram to the  Merchant’s \Exchange,
which says that Capt. Hooklemann had
been in low spirits, induced by continued
ill-health,  and ended his troubles’ by
Jjumping overboard from the deck of his
ship. The veseel will probably be sailed
to the Royal Roads by the mate.

RECORD TRIPS.

Brig Goes From Eureka to Sydney in
Forty-Six Days.

Some new records’ are being made by
sailing. vessels. The brig Geneva recent-
1y reached Sydney, New South Wales,
with a cargo of lumber from FEureka,
Oalifornia, in 46 days.’ As the distance
from Hureka to Sydney is . about 7,000

«miles by ‘the steamer route, and a sail-
ing ‘vessél would hive to make more
distance. in her ‘voyage, this perform-
ance is a very good one. .The schooner
Solano arrived ‘at Port Townsend on
Thursday from Shanghai, making anoth-
er record.  She was 24 days - from
iShanghai to Port Townsend, thus beat-

The San Francisco
underwriters did not know of it until
‘Wednesday last, when there came from
London to M. A. Newell & Co. a cable
asking for the identity of the bark Yo-
semife that Lloyds’ had heard was at
Valparaiso.

from Australia, or was it the Chilian?
The matter wasinvestigated, and it was
definitely settled that it could not be
the ‘American.

Father Cocola presides, is probably the
most flourishing institutionl of its kind in
the province, and the interesting feature
in connection therewith is that the misslon
received its first snbstantial start through
the discovery of the great St. Eugene
mine, now ranking among the largest sil-
ver-lead properties on the conitinent. The
croppings ‘were shown to Father Cocola by
an Indian whom he had befriended, and
the claims were staked by a friend of
Father Cocola’s, James Cronin, now gemeral
manager of the St. Eugene Consolidated
company. Father Cocola sold his interest
In the property for a substantial sum, and
this' was invested in the commodious and
permanent buildingg in which the mission
is now -housed.

The shrinkage of the world in point of
accessibility proceeds at a rapid rate.
Distance has ceased to .even lend en-
chantment when undertaking a modern
Journey, for nowadays we only see what
S0 many other travelers see, and the ‘in-
evitable conclusion is that the world is
a small place after all. = Mr. Flanagan,
‘who is known to everyone who journeys
to or from the Dominion as the genial
Dassenger agent in London of the C.
P.. R., is now on his way back from a
trip round the world. His holiday has
been a rather extended one,) but eyen
to 'a prominent C. P. R. official such a
trip. must be an  object-lesson, though
when interviewed recently in Montreal,
he modestly disclaimed -all thought of
being regarded as a noted traveler,

lInci'dentall he mentioned that when
dropping into a barber’s shop at Ceylon,
he found a map of the city of London
hanging up, ‘a map issued by the C. P.

In the remotest parts of Australia
he found men from the County Armagh,
Ireland-<-about  eight within a week,
and when in ‘Honolulu he said to the
young man ip the store into which he
had dropped: - “Where do you coma
from?” ‘the bright you fellow 1n-
swered, “I come from ‘Ontario.”

Mr. Flanagan found ‘in Australia that
under the new commonweaith system all
the states are to be protectionist. New
South Walés having been free trade,
was in conmsequence a cheap place in
which to live. 'He found that he had
to pay two prices for articles under the
new tariff.  On the other hand, he found
magnificent harbors—a country Tich in
minerals, and a people who = followed
closely in their architecture and their
life the ‘English model.

He found also that in all the European
capitals, in Australia, in the Bast, Can-
ada was known and appreciated. The
great foreign shipping companies had
“Canada” yprinted in large type upon
their lists. One found Canada in evi-
dence.at the hotels, Canada used to be
part of America. That day has passed.
We now see Canadian cheese 'in every
grocer’s shop.

“Ah, but I want Creaaar cheese,” the
customer 'will say.

“Very well,” the grocer -will answer,
here is Canadian Cheddar.”

And it is the same with Fraser river
salmon. These things mean a great deal.
to Canada in the way of advertisement.
What struck Mr. Flanagan forcibly
in traveling through the Tinited States
was the number of-Canadians he saw—-
intelligent young men—and he thought
this was a problem for the Dominion,
How can she 'keep her young men? Mr.
Planagan found an immense develop-
ment in Canada since he wag here last,
particularly. in 'British Columbia. He
found new. towns. and in the Kootenay
district he found an expansion which
Mr. Marpole had foreseen, and -+which
was now realized in a manner which
partook of the marvelous.

“Yes,” said Mr. Flanagan, laughing-
ly, “the Englishman abroad is hated as
heartily as ever. The cause? Well,
chiefly jealousy. He is conscious of’ be-
longing to a ruling race.”

And Mr. Flanagan does not believe in
the. industrial decadence of England. He
has been twenty-seven years in London;
he has traveled up and down the coun-
try; and he knows conditions.

In France, in Germany, in Italy, Mr.

GOOD FRIDAY.

Origin of the Yearly Commemoration of
the Crucifixion,

Good Friday, the usual English name
for the day observed = throughout the
greater part.of Christendom as the an-
niversary of the passion and death of
‘Christ, is being celebrated by the usual
special ‘services in the churches of this
city today, as well as by the usual fish-
ing parties, to which for many years
the day has been especially devoted,
The origin of the custom of a yearly
commemoration of the crucifixion is in-
volved in some obscurity, although it
may be regarded as almost certain that
amoungst the first Christians, the Church
in Jerusalem, it a!most imperceptibly
grew out of the old habit of annually
celebrating the Passover of Egypt on
the 14th day of the month Nisan, and
of the observing of the “days of un-
leavened bread” from the 15th to the
21st of that month. In the Gentile
churches on the other hand, it seems to
be well-established that originally no
yearly cycle of festivals and fasts was
known at all. The weekly observance

universal at a very early date and the
practice of giving special prominence to
Easter Sunday was well established in
Egypt and Western Europe, with a
hundred years after the Lord’s death.
Upon 'this point, :-however, for many
years some divergence of opinion existed
between the Christians of Burope and
of Asia, and it was not until 325 A.
D. that a circular letter was framed at
the council of Nicia urging a uniform ob-
servance of Good Friday and Easter
Sunday. v
From the earliest period of its observ-
ance the-day was marked by a specially
rigorous fast, as well -as by a tendency
towards greater simplicity in the public
services ‘of the church. The altars and
officiating clergy were also draped in
black, this being the only day in the
church's year that this color was toler-
ated, and the “seven last words” of the
Saviour were the accustomed topics of
meditation. In the Greek church, the
Good' Friday fast is excessively strict,
and in Lutheran churches the organ is
silent for that day.

Amongst the Presbyterians and the
dissenters in the Old Country, this day,
though not observed -for centuries, is
now beginning to be accorded some mea-
sure of recognition.
