Sewer Rentals
And Extension

Ald. Barnard’s Motien Laid Over
at Council Meeting Last
Night. -

Regular Grist of Civic Matters
Passed on By the Alder-
men. A

Sewers and sewer rentals were the
predominating notes in the orchestral
symphony of the Aldermanic board last
evening. ‘Other and équally important
matters supplied’ the general theme, but

‘the question of sewers was uppermost,

and the council adjourned with those
necessary appurtenances = to model_'.n
civilization still in their mind, and will

"shortly devote a whole evening to the

mattéer, Alderman Barnard’s motion to
double the sewer rentals preparatory to
their being funded in order to pay in-
terest and sinking fund on a loan of
$300,000, was the final business of the
meeting, and was introduced by that
alderman in an address which clearly
and cleverly presented: the case from
the standpoint of those who have not
vet had .sewers run through their dis-
trict. Assistant Clerk Bradley having
read the minutes, a long letter from Mr.
Justice Martin was read in connection
with the proposal to allow seven resi-
dents outside the city limits a supply of

‘water, and asking as to the couneil’s au-

thority for so doing.

Ald. MoCandless asked that as there
were a number of communications in con-
nection with the water supply, which it
was proposed to deal with some time or
the other, the matter be laid on the table
in the meautime,

‘Ald. Grahame thought the question
asked should be answered immediately.

This Ald. Barnard agreed to, but Ald.
Yates pointed out the fact that some of
the questions- could not be answered at
present. The communication was re-
ferred to the water commissioner for
further reference.

A. Munro wrote on the matter of the
water supply at his residence on Michi-
gan street, which had been insufficient
all year, and asking that a larger main
the neighborhood on Menzies street.

T have the honor to report that the stone-

1. The adoption of the day labor system
bas no doubt involved much extra work for
me, viz: all the duties and the detalls
which would fall upon the contractor, to-
gether with his responsibility and method
of carrying out the construction work at
all its stages.

2. Much overtime was found necessary
owing to the season of the year, the tldes
being wunfavorable during working hours
when the cofferdam and foundations of
main wall were under construction.

3. I have been responsible for the design-
ing and carrying out of the entire work,
without the assistance or expense of a con-
sulting engineer and clerk of works—
which in my opinion, has been a great sav-
ing to the city. .

4. During the comstruction of the coffer-
dam, in order to satisfy myself, I visited

pléte the works. The answer to the con-
fention that the work will rtion-
ately yield more revenue than that al-
ready spent, by reason of the fact that
a large portion of the latter was ex-
pended on trunk sewers, is that, we will
be working in the more scattered por-
tions of the city, and that another main-
outlet for the northern and éastern por-
tion of the city will have to be provided.
The great objection, however, to such a
course would be that when you have ex-
pended the $150,000 you will only have
increased the difficulties of the people
who will still remain unbeneéfited to ob-
tain their rights, Naturally enqugh,
when a man is enjoying a convenience
himself, he is not much inclined to spend
mouney to enable others to get it, and it
was grobab]y on this principle, selfish
though it be, large numbers of people
now within the sewered area voted
against the septic tank by-law last year.
By spending only $150,000 on this work
you will merely increase the number of
such people, and thus, as I said beforve,
rendér it more difficult for the others to
get their rights. If it be said that when
all the work is completed the rental will
be too. large, it must be remembered that
a considerable amount will be required
for maintenance of pumping stations,
ete: and in addition, we. may hope that
we are not going to stand still, and that
the system will require continual expan-
sion. It would be fatal to capitalize the
present rentals without increasing them,
and the city would be in a worse condi-
tion than now. The present state of af-
fairs reflected no credit on the municipal
government who brought it into force.

Ald. Williams feared that to deal with
the matter now would place too great a
burden on their shoulders. He was in
favor of the idea, however.

‘Ald. Yates was going to vote for the
resoluution. All the blame did not rest on
former councils, and it was$ only right
that the blame for letting the present
state of affairs continue should not rest
on the present council. .

Ald. Grahame agreed that it would be
better to borrow the 1argetr sum and
cary out the improvement at once.

Ald. Worthington, while paying $125
in sewer rentals, was quite willing to
pay twice that in order to get the outside
district sewered.

The Finance commit-
tee’s report was adopted as well as $1,-
000 for preliminary work in connection
with the Point Ellice bridge.

Ald. Vincent’s motion re street lighting
then came up, but was altered so as to
be only an expression of opinion that
the lighting should be carried out as he
proposed. This recommendation carried.

The next business was. the motion by
Ald. Barnard with reference to the
funding of the sewer rentals in order to
secure a loan sufficient to sewer the
present unsewered portions of the city.

In speaking to his motion Ald. Bar-
nard did not think it necessary to com-
ment on the mecessity for the comple-
tion of the sewers. Fully 60 per ceunt.
of the communications sent into the
council were on account of defective
drains. It would be a good finamcial
investment for the city to carry out the
sewer. As an instance he recalled the
fact that a wealthy gentleman had had
plans ready to build in the Rock Bay
\district, but owing to the fact that he

could not get sewer connection he had;

decided to abandon the idea of building
had sold his property and was now liv-
ing in Santa Barbara with his family.
He did not wish to claim the credit for
the idea, as he had heard it advocated
by Ald. McCandless, who had proposed
to fund the present rentals and borrow
$150,000, carry out another portion of
the sewer system. He belidved in going
one better, and getting enough to see the
end of sewer building in this city in
sight.

Property rep-
resenting about half the whole value of
renl estate in the city was still unsewer-
ed. The city had borrowed $430.000 in
three different loans on the whole city
pronerty, so that half “the -interest and
sinking fund was paid by those who had
10 sewers. There had &lready been paid
in interest and sinking fnnd on sewer
loans about $243,000, so that the unsew-
ered portions of the city had therefore
contributed nearly $125.000 for which
they had received absolutely nothing®
Resides thic they would contribute $11.-
000 annually in sinking fund for the
next forty vears, for which they were
to get nothing whatever. The citizen
whose residence is connected with the
system obtains all the great advantage
of such connection, and in return there-
far pays only $3 for. the convenience. The
citizen whose residence is mot connected
obtains absolutelv no advantage. and
has to pav a scavenger $10 or $12 per
annum. It may be urged that it is not
necessary to double the rentals. becanse
£150.000 can be raised on them as they
are at present, and when that is spent
the increased revenue can be agaiin can-

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YUKON POLITICS.

Three Men in the Field—Bolt of the

. French+Canadians.

Steamer Amur, which returned on
Sunday from Skagway, brought news
that the political campaign was on in
earnest when the steamer left the North.
There. are now three men in the Trace.
The Liberal convention, as already re-
ported by telegraph, nominated Gover-
vor J. H. Ross, and he accepted the
nomination. No other name was sub-
mitted to the convention. The opposi-
tion to the government centred upon
Joe Clark, who has caused the admin-
istration more trouble than anyone else
in the district. Dr. Catto, who also op-
poses the government, is an independent
candidate, and there is a probability of
one or more nominees going in the field.
The French-Canadians refuse to parti-
cipate in the convention that mominated
Governor Ross, and they threaten to
place one of their number in the race.
As the French-Canadians comprise 42
per cent. of the voting strength of the
Yukon, the result of a separate conven-
tion might be a success.

A despatch from Dawson, dated on
Friday last, says: It has been discover-
ed that the Dominion election to take
place for one member of parliament will
cost $100,000. 'While at Ottawa last
spring Governor Ross drafted a bill for
the election at small_cost, but when it
was introduced after he had left, it was
frecly amended, especially by the oepposi-
| tion members, for fear of possible unfair-
| ness. The territory was to-be divided in-
| to six sub-divisions and enumerators of
| voters were appointed for each, the
| wages to be $10 a day and expenses.
| 'When the great cost was made known
the department threatened to postpone
the election in spite of the law requiring
it before January.

Trade With '
South Africa

Dominion Trade Commissione:
Interviewed by the Johan-
nesburg Star.

Mentions Many Lines of Indus-
try in Which Business Might
Be Done.

James ‘G, Jardine, Dominion govern-
ment trade commissioner to South Af-
rica, is reported as follows in the Jo-
hannesburg Star:

“In the first place, I must tell you,”
said Mr. Jardine, “that, in order for our
manufacturers to be able to successful-
ly compete in this country, we must
have our own direct shipping line. The
present shipping ring and high freights
would place competition here quite be-
yond us. Just before I left ‘Canada,
NSir Richard ‘Cartwright, the minister of
trade and commerce, told me that if my
report on the trade possibilities here was
satisfactory—and I may tell you that it
is highly satisfaetory—a sum of money
would be placed on the supplementary
estimates for the establishment of a
direct line between Halifax, probably,
and the South African ports.”

“Have you-heard anything further on
this project?”

“Yes. I think it very probable that an
arrangement will be come to with the
Elder-Dempster line, I learn they are
anxious for the trade and the subsidy
gpomxsed by government, and I think it

1gh}é probable that in abeut six months
the ICanadian-South African direct line
will be running. " The importers I have
met at the various Cape ports were all
most favorably inclined towards Can-
adian products; but one and all impressed
upon me the paramount necessity of be-
ing independent of the shipping ring. Of
course, being a government commission-
er, I have not brought any samples of
iCanadian manufactures with me. They
will come presently with the army of
commercial travelers I expect to see
here; but I may mention that Mr. J. W.
Taylor, in Johannesburg, and the firm
of Moffat, Hutchens & Co., of Cape-
town, have already done a good deal to-
wards introducing Canadian goods to
South ‘Africa.”

“Now, as to the class of goods you
recommended Canadian manufacturers
to send here?”’

“Well, one of our most important in-

dustries is the manufacture of 'what I
may term medium-ciass furniture in
which wood forms the component parts.
In this particular line I claim that we
can beat the world. In this class of fur-
niture we use principally maple, black
walnut, oak, and bird’s-eye maple.y Our
exhibition of furniture at the Paris ex-
hibition in 1900 met with the highest en-
comiums, and when it 'was disposed of
the French people simply tumbled over
each other to purchase it. Amnother of
our staple industries is the manufactore
of boots and shoes.. The French-Can-
adian is a splendid boot operative. Often
you find an entire family of 10 or 12
working in the same factory. - Individ-
ually,»the wage is small, but in the ag-
gregate it amounts to -a good deal.”
_ Pointing to an exceedingly good-logk-
ing tan boot he was wearing, Mr. Jhr-
dine said: ‘““The manufacture’s price for
'this boot would be about $2.25. I think
we shall be able to do a big trade here
in boots, and if retailers are mot too
grasping in their profits, a really good,
serviceable middle-class boot might be
procurable here for 10s. or 12s. I have
specially advised my government as to
the market here for miners’ boots. In
the province of Quebec alone there are
200 or 300 large boot factories. Another
line, I think, we shall be able to suc-
cessfully introduce here is our agricul-
tural machinery, which is the best and
most up-to-date in the world. The ex-
perimental farms which the Canadian
goverument established have fot only
done wonders in agriculture, but have
also. brought about the construction of
agriclfural implements on the most sci-
entific and economizing principle. At the
Paris exhibition the firm of Massey,
‘Harris & 'Co. received one of the two
‘Grand Prix awarded for agricultural
machinery.”

“Do you think you will be able to as-
;ist %15 in cheapening the cost of living
ere 99 >

“Yes, most certainiy. Not in regard
to meat. With the present price of meat
in ‘Canada we could not compete with
the cold storage companies now in exist-
ence; but in all classes of ecanned goods
there is a big future here before Can-
adian manufacturers. Fish and fruits
are the principal commodities canned,
and we have about 200 large canneries.
‘On the Union-Castle steamers coming
over 1 noticed they were using tinned
lobster and salmon from ‘Canada—the
well known Horseshoe brand. Cheese is
another food we hope to do well with
here. At the present time I may tell
you that four-fifths of the cheese con-
sumed in England is ‘Canadian; we ex-
port to England alone $20,000,000 worth
every year. A few years back Amer-
ca had almost the entire cheese trade
with England. Now Canada has it all.
‘We hope to do the same with butter in
a few years, and quite oust the Danish
butter. Flour, too, we shall be able to
send you, and at a cheaper rate than
now obtaining. At the present time there
is a representative here of thedLake of
the Woods Milling Company—the largest
milling company on the continent, with
an unlimited capacity—and I understand
he has been very successful in introduc-
ing this flour into South Africa. I
think, too, we shall be able to introduce
our beers and porters, which, of their
class, are excellent. I noticed in Dur-
ban that the liquor retailers there were
charging 9s. a bottle for Carnadian Club
whiskey and 6s. 6d. for Scotch, which is
not fair to our product.”

“Do you intend to have an exhibit at
the Capetown Trades exhibition at Cape-
town next year?”

“] am at present in communication
with my government on the subject, and
if it is a bona fide exhibition, and not a
profit-making affair run by a few, we
shall have a big exhibit there. If we
do exhibit there I intend to recommend
my government at the close of the ex-
hibition to send the exhibits on to Johan-
nesburg to be kept on view there.”

New Winter Road is Complete — Boucher
Creek Proves Rich.

A correspondent ‘writing from Dawson
under date of September 27th says: The
new winter road from Dawson to White
Horse will be finished this month. It Is
coinplete from White Horse to Carmacks
and from Stewart river to Dawson. Other
sections are mnearly done. Old river sta-
tions are kicking for a winter mall service
tfom where the trall will cross Stewart
river.
