Professor Pasteur’s Experiments in Framce—A
Valuable Discovery for Farmers.

LoxpoN, Aug. 10.—Prof. Pasteur’s ad-
dress before the International medical con-
gress on animal vaccination is creating deep
interest.  Pasteur stated that France loses
every year by splenic fever animals to the
valueof 20,000,000 francs. He said fifl
sheep were placed at his disposal, of whic
twenty-five vaccinated sheep resisted infec-
tion, and the twenty-five unvaccinated die 1
of splenic fever. Since that time the pro-
fessor’s energies have been taxed to meet
the aemands of farmers for vaccime. In
twenty-five days there were vaccinated in
the departments surrounding Paris more
than twenty thousand sheep, and a large
number of cattle and horses. The professor
said, “IfI were not pressed for time I
could bring to your notice two.other kinds
of virus attended by similar mean.”” These
experiments will be made public by-and-
bye.
