Attacked for Rejecting a Claim — Why is
the Insurance Times so Severe ?

The Insurance Times, as its name indi-
cates, devotes its attention to insurance
matters. It is a large monthly, published
in New York, and considered ome of the
authorities in this line. In the November
issue it contains an attack on the Confeder-
ation life association of Toronto, which the
editor says was crowded out of the October
pumber :

Of course this line of
policy in the course of time renders a life compan
excoedlugl{ nnropulnr and tends to bring life
insurance itself into discredit, doubt wnd di
But hat isa small matter to men who are utterly
selfish & d devoid of upright principle, aud it is to
be note 1also that after the company has lost caste
with the people, and is uently unable to
obtain new business, its officers devote themselves
to the infamous work of defrauding the remaini
policy holders, some of whom they freeze out,
al'of whom are by some litigious pretext or chi-
canery, despoiled of their mr:rhh, and frequently
cheated out of the fruit of r provident savings.
The Confederation life acsociation of Toronto seems
to be conducted by men of the stamp which has
made life insurance offensive to the nostrils of the
people, as the case we shall cite only too clearly
domonstrates.

In March, 1873, the late Thomes Eaves, of Bolten,
Ont.. insured his life in the Confederation life as-
sociation and paid his premium ularly, down to
ilw'ch last, some time prior to which he had become
nsane.

FATHER M'BRADY'S CHARITY
SERMON,

A Large Attendance at §t. Michaels Ca-
thedral Last Night—The Discourse.

Last evening there was grand vespers and
a charity sermon at St. Michael's cathedral.
The services-were in aid of the poor of St.
Michael’s parish, who are assisted by St.
Vincent de Paul’s society, which gives aid
to all without reference to creed or national-
ity. The sermon was preached by Rev.
Father McBrady, C. S. B., who took for
his subject, Almsgiving. He began by
giving an explanation of that passage of
scripture which says, “‘it is easier for a
camel to go through the eye of a needle
than for a rich man to enter the kin
dom of heaven.” He then took up the
questior, *‘How much must we give in alms?
Some say the tenth part of our income
should be devoted to charity ; but this is
not definite enouh. One man may have
an income of $5000 but who requires to sup-
port 8 large family, educate bis children and
incur other expenses, Again a widow or
maid may pot be in receipt of as large an
income but yet has no family to support or
educate. She can afford to and should pay
the tenth part of her income, but in the
former case it would be impossible for this
man to su his family, educate his
children an p.{‘ tenth part ; when he has
done this then he may pay this fraction.
When all nece'sary cxpenses have been
paid snd a sufficient sum has been la
aside for futare use, the remainder is the
property of the poor. It should be iven
to all the poor in the neignborhood without
regard to creed. He said it would be much
better if all who give to charity would do
so thro’ the society, as the members know
the deserving poor ; otherwise a person
may be receiving alms from the society and
also from others, If anything is given it
should be in the form of bread or clothing,
as money in many cases is charity wnt:ﬁ.

RAILROAD WAR IN THE WEST.

Rates Cut 50 Per Gent. from 8¢. Paul fo
Chicago—A Big Fight Begun.

8t. PAvL, Nov 19—A crisis in the af-
fairs of the contending railrosd interests
has been reached. The Omaha road leads
in a sweeping reduction in the passenger
and freight rates. The announcement was
made < Saturday morning, and the other
roads will meet and cut in such a way as
will best protect them. The Omaha line
has cut the passenger rate to §1 from St
Paul and Minnespolis to Chicago—and
from Sheldon and Sioux Falls, Iowa, and
Worthington and Heron Lake, Minn.
to Chicago to $5; to Mankato to
$3.30 and other rates to correspond. The
maximum rate on grain has been reduced
from all points west of St. Paul and Minne-
apolis to the Missouri river to 73 cents per
hundred pounds, and from St. Paul and
Minneapolis to Chicago to 10 cents per hun-
dred pounds.
