Mrs. Cummings Dies from the Effects of 

Her Injuries#

Penktanguishene, (frit., Oct 29.-—Mrs. 
John Cummings, who was so frightfully 
burned in attempting to rescue her children 
from her burning house, died from the 
effects of her injuries 48 hours later. The 
funeral took place on Wednesday afternoon, 
when her remains, together with her. three 
little ones side by side, were deposited m 
the Union Cemetery. Mrs. Cummings, it 
will be remembered, rushed into the names 
to endeavor to save her children. The poor 
mother’s efforts to save her babe proved 
fruitless, as one hand and one foot were 
burned off, and it gave only a few gasps 
after being rescued, while Mrs. Cummings 
herself was terriblv burned about the 
hands, shoulders anà breasts, in fact al­
most to a crisp. Only the charred remains 
of the others,, two boys aged 3 and 4 years 
respectively, were found.

Burned To Death la a Prairie Fire.

29.—At MfloBomin 
yesterday Mrs. Alexander Dallas and her 
two children, while returning home from a 
neighboring house were overtaken by a 
prairie fire. All three were badly burned. 
Last night one child died, and the other is 
not expected to live.

The Japanese Earthquake.
Yokohama, Oct. 29.—There has-been a 

terrific àrthquake along the southèrn coast 
of Nipon (Hondo), the principal island of 
Japan. The shocks were most severely felt 
in Osaka and Koebe, where most of the 
foreign merchants, etc., of Hioco have their 
homes. The shook traversed the island in 
a westerly direction along the shores of the 
Bay of Osaka, at the head of which Hiogo 
is situated. These two suburbs of Hiogo 
(Osaka and Koebe), which are connected by 
railroad, and whose houses are mostly 
lightly built, have suffered considerable 
damage. Hundreds of houses have been 
destroyed, but the extent of the fatalities 
is still unknown and may remain so for 
some time to come, owing to the destruc­
tion of the telegraph lines.
