day, That occuples about two hours,
Thett ome two hours Inter they repalr
again to their chiapel for another nem-
orare of divine things, utter which
they celebrate each priest his wass for
the day. 4 very re repost dis-
cussed, they leave for the ficlds where
they dig and detve tiil the angelus bell
suminog Micis to the office, commoem-
orating the Incarnation.

engaged tili the hour of Vespers. That
finlshes the dny's manual labor, at
least for the white monks or those in
priest's orders or aspiriug thereto, and
the reat of tho day and night up to
bed-time ls spent in praysr and medi.
tatlon, unless those of them that are
ostudents are obliged to attend the In-
structions of the master of novives.
Now as to their farming operations.
Some 1,200 acres of rather doubtful
land were given by the Sulpician Fath.
ers as a free gift on couditions of per-
petual Jease, The mouks, therefore,
are not owners of the foe stmple, bug
are allowed occupancy free of rent,
w3 long aw they keep up the clnraoter
of thelr order. Practically, that le al-
most the same as ownership, but I
have never known the wons of La
Grande Trappe to accept lind on wuch
ronditions, for in every other known
cAe0 they arn abeolute proprietors of
the land assigned to the monastery.
A great deal of the land it Oka e very
hard to cultivate. 1t 19 full of stonoy,
Aand yet tho good monks have effected
miracles of improvement and progross.
