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sa_'4 alternoon tho force wasagsin engaged, and again
Qefeated the revels, t-king all their pune, making a
total of twenty gun; taken, all of which they epiked,
and completely gained the day. Notwithstanding this
on ths 313t General Havelock retutued to the bank
of tho river opposnte Cawnpore, where be sent to me
for furtber reinforcements—requiring a battery, twq
42 pounders, and a thousand more Europsan infantry.
I have just written to bim that there is half a battery
eomiog on here to-day from Allahabad, which 1send
on at once tobim. X canalso send bim two iron guns
but European infantry there is none to send him hare.
It he waits for that, he must wait reinforoements from
Calcatta, and a long delay during which Lucknow
may ebare tho fate which befei Cawnpore. The rebels
Qushad with victory, will return on this, reocoupy
Cawnpore, and 1 have no troops to keep them out. |
must be starved out. The influence, too, on Agra
may be most disastrous, but I hope General Havelock,
who has beea so succesful, -nf now advance again
and relievo Lucknow, which is to be abandonc¢! the
force there brought in bere, and by that time reine
forcoments will have arrived, ready to accompany
General Havelock to Agra and Delbi. The Zuropean
troops all wear linen blouses and caps; our regiment
(the Fusiliers) wear blue ones, which in tho native
language i3 neel toppres, and tha neel tofpies are pro-
nouaced the terror of all, with thewr Enfleld rifles.
‘They disperss cavalry beautitullv. ‘Two bundred of
the 2ad Cavalry charzed young Seton and twelve of
our Fusiiiers; they sent them flying with empty sad-
dies. Therets a report just brought me that a Rajah
has saved some gentlemen, ladies, and three children
from tho Cawnpore massacre—that they are fifty miles
off, and that he mill send them in to me. The next
mail wil 1ake all paruculare.  Each day will bring
thingsto light; and my next letier, I bope, may con-
vey satisfactory intslligence.

Captain Herbert Bruce, Superintendant of the Po-
lico at Cawnpore, has addressed a letter, dated July
S1st, to the Calcutta Englishman, 1n which he states
the intention of Gen. Neill to sell by auction all the
property that has been recovered in the duetrict; and
which js 9till unclaimed in consequence of the death
of the owners. Hu suznests the attendance of those
who can, by reason of their acquaintapce with former
residents at Cawnpore, point out the property of dil-
ferent individuals, and adds the followiny statement
relative to the survivors of the massacro :—

I am desired to add that, as far as can bhe ascertain-
ed, the only Europeans who escaped are two officers
apd two soldiers, who fled arross the river, and one
pensioner of the 3d Lisht Dragoons, who was ¢on-
cealed by a trooper of the 4th Light Cavalry in the
¢city of Cawnpure. ‘

‘Thero are six males, three fomalse, and three chal-
dren with a petty rajsh of Kalpee, across the Jumma,
and cvery possible means are being taken to rocover
them.

The Rajab of Kalpea treats these unfortunate peoplo
with kindnues, and 1s disposed to restore thew.

The Pheniz (Calcuita newspaper), of August 8th,
publishes two touching exiracts (romn journals written
by the sufferers at Cawnpore. They were evidently
written by two different ladies, and were found
eprinkled with blood, among the clothes in Nana Sa-
hib'%s slaughter-house.  The first of there scraps con-
tainy the following melancholy entries, penned by
Miss Caroline Lindsay, who doubtliss perished with
ber surviving sister, Fanny, on the 16th of July:—

The other furnishes these statements . —

We went into tho baicacks on tha 21st of May, the
204 Cavalry broks outat twu o'clock on tke 5ib of
June, and the other regiments went off during the
day. Tho next morning, while we were all sitting out
n front of the barracks, a twenty-four pounder cam«
flying along, and (gt the intrenchment, and from that
day the firluz went on until the 25th of June, when
the enemy sent a treaty, to which the General agreed,
and on the 27th woall left the B. togo down to Al s
boats. When we zot to the river the enemy bepan
firing on s, killed ail the denucoien and sowas of the
ladier, set fira to the boats; some wers drowned, and
we were taken prsoners, and iakeq to a bouse, put all
in one room. oo

‘The following extracts are from a letter written be-
fore Delbi, Aug: Sthy by an officer of the Engincers-
After stating the defilimg BEnficld careidgg was now
being freely used by the Sepoys agamst our troops,
he advertsto thacharze broaght amicst Indian off-
cers of ot Kaowing anvthing of théirmen :—

With Eurapesn soldiers an officer always gocs into
their barracke, looks at their dinners, playa cricket
with the men, and of courss comes to know them.
Tobat is eimply a conscqutnce of their both being Ea-
ropesns. To do the same with Sepoys we must turn
Hindoos;or something of the sort, for onder existing
circumstanceityon might bs  court-martialed” for
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av:ay Biicasio? Going iuto bis hut is perfect profana-

tion, o perhaps sacrilege; neither may yoa touch any

of bir cooking materials or utensils, or even tho wood

he is going o cook-with, They bad becomo €0 pam-
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ored that they would hardly stand being spoken to.
gf after all this we are obliged to bave Sepoys again,
1hope they wiil bo a differvnt lot aud treated 1o a very
different mannes.

A correspondent of the T¥mes states, from private
lottars, shat the 5tb Fusiliers reached Allahabad on
the 17tk of August, on their way to reinfores Goneral
Havelock, .

A Jotter from Aboo, dated the 11th inst., mentions
that tho King of Delbi bas offered to make terms with
ur, on the condition that thirty.six lucs of fupees an-
nually, instead of fifteen as heretofore, shodld by secu-
red to lim and his successors, This proposal was of
courde peremptorily declined. He wes iuformod that
nothing but anconditional eurrender conld bo accepted;
and this we hope should be instantly followed by ua.
exceptionable hanging, drawing, aud quartering—on
a gallows raised so bigh over the Royal Palaco at Delhi
that the * Great Extibition” should be witnessea by
all the country round.—Poonuh Observer Extra, Au-
gust 27,
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The North British Mail states that, from lot-
ters received in Glasgow on the §th inst., dated
Caleutta, August 22, Sir Colin Campbell, who
arrived there on the 14th August, was in perfect
health at Calcutta at that time, and bad teken the
command of the army. On the 17¢h of that month
he issued a proclamation announcing the fact, and
saying that—*¢ In furmer years I havo commanded
native troops of Indis, and by their sido I have
been present in many battles and victories in which
they have nobly borne their part ; and it is to mo
a subject of deep concern to learn that soldiers of
whom I have been accustomed to think so favoure
ably should now be arrayed in opon and defiant
mutiny against a Government proverbial for the
liberality and paternal cousideration with which it
has ever treated its servants of every denomination.

** When I join the force now in the field restor-
ing order to the district disturved by the disaffec-
tivn of the army of Beogal, I shull, at the head
of the British troops, und of those native soldiers
who, though few in buwmber, bave not feared to
soparate themselves from their fajtbless comrades,
“and to adhere to thuir duty, feel my old confidence
that they will march to certain victory.

‘¢ I call upon the officers und men of both Euro-
pean and native troops zealously to assist in the task
before us; and, ty the blessing of God, we shall
foon again sce Iudia tronquil and prosperous.”
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Wo understand that the Queen has been graciously
pleased to command that Major (Seneral Havelock
shall be | romoted to tho honor ot Knigut Commander
of the Bath, and that those other disticzuished officers
—VWil:on, Neill, Chamberluin, and Van Cortland:
