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The Rev. Dr.Wright, a distinguished mis-
sionary from Oroomial, in Persia, in which
land he has laboured long and zealousliy,
was also present at the meetings and added

reatly to their interest.

The first of the anniversary meetings, that
of the CAxapa Suxpar Scuoor Usiox,
was beld on Monday evening, the 26th
January in the Wesleyan Church, Great
St. James Street, in which elegant and
commodious building we may observe that
all the meetings were held ;—the trustees
having kindly placed the building at the .
service of the socicties.

Hon. James Ferrier occupied the chair.
The aonual report gave a most satisfactors
account of the schools and also of the
finances.

The second meeting was that of the
Rezriciors Book axp Tract Sociery on .
Tuesday cvening, January 27th.

Principal Dawson occupied the chair. -
Rev. Professor Cornish read the report
shewing that the past year was onc of pro- .
gress and increased usefuiness.  Many
thousands of Bibles, Bouks and Tracts had
been issued by the society. and distributed |
throughout the country by colporteurs. .
The society’s income was 5,099, and the .
expenditure £4,533.

The meeting of the Binie Sociery was |
held onW ednes lay the 25th January, being
the 424 anniversary. A large number were !
in attendance. In the absence of Carr. i
Marriaxnp, the worthy and much estecmed |
President, who was confined to his house
by iliness, which we regret to learn has
continued with but little intermission up
tothe present time, the chair was taken by
the Hox. Jauzs Ferrigr. The chairman
gave a brief address and called on T. M.
Tavror Esq., the Corresponding-Secreiary
to read the report, which was listened to
with much interest. The receipts of the
society amounted to $11.125 and the ex-
penditure to $11,003.

The Rev. Mr. Snodgrass made 2 most ¢
cloguent speech, which we are sorry we
have not a more full report of.

He said that :—

The Bible had m=ade use of all the improve-
ments of modern invention as a mexns 10 its
end, and it had given a wholesome stimulus to
every such discovers. If the marvellous devel-
opment of riches had contribuied to men's
wordly comiory, the Bible had made use of a
large poriion of it to promote their spiritual
interests.  The Bible Society had itself brought
to light many facts which woald otherwise
hate been buried ia oblivion There wag, he

3aid, in ali lands, 2 demand for the Bible, aad ,
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it was their duty to provide Bibles in a suffi-
cient number to meet these wants. He said
they all needed more fully to appreciate the
Bible, which was the guide of their lives and
the standard of Christian duty. Protestants
contended for thé Bible, the whole Rible, and
nothing but the Bible, because it was the palla-
dium of civil and religious liberty ; and they
aiso contended for the right to circulate it
without let or hindrance. (Applause) They
ali felt grataful for the peace and comfort which
the Bible afforded, and he hoped they would
give a practical proof of their gratitude by giv-
ing liberally towards its circulation.

The Rev. Mr. Sullivan, in an able speech.
moved one of the resolutions.

A large collection was taken up, the
Doxology was sung, the benediction pro-
nounced, and the assemblage separated.

The mceting of the French Canadian
Missionary Society was held on Thursdsy
eveping, January 29th.  The Church was
densely crowded.

The president, Lieut.-Col. Willgress, pre-
sided.

After the devotionsal exercises, and some
very excellent singing by the pupils of Pointe-
aux-Trembles, the President opened the meet-
ing by calling upon the Secretary to read the
report.

The report stated that notwithstanding the
difficultics vwnder which the Society laboured,

. O%ing to the large amount of Romana Cathclics

that were spreading over Protestant districts.
carrying their infiuences with them, which

. were prejudicial both socially and politieally

to the Protestant cause, the returns for the
Fear were gratifying. The Society's Schools
were in a prosperous conditioh. The Schools at
Pointe-aax-Trembles and Ste. Foye, had in-
creased the number of their scholars thisvear.
1t was to be boped, thet by their exertion they
would not only support these noble institu-
tions, but ercct others, as the good principles
which thr. scholars lesrned in those Schools
they disreminated to others. Many Romasn
Catholic children who had been educated in
those Schools obtained 2 knowledge of tle
saving trath.  Many thousand tracts had also
been distributed. It also siated that $4390
had been received towards the erection of a
Mission Church and premises in this city ; bat
$12,000 was the sum requisite to erect these.
He then gave the collections for the last ear.
which were $12,751, being an increase over
last vear of $2053. The balance on hand was
€544, the only balance that they cver had on
band. (Applause.) He closed the reading
of the report bs making an eloqueat appesl i
behelf of the French Canadians.

The Rev. Mr. Duclos delivered an addres
in French.
