jLord.  Tuey knew, lved, preached, and practieed
tho truth, and were thoreughly independent ot the
world, and feared no man, though they possessed
nothing ; and were, by such cbedience, ablo to oppeal
w0 God, wuh filml confidence, while they addsessed
men. These remasks are calculated 1o show that
Mimsters of the Guspel ought to bs men of one
busimess : and that procuce in that which they icach
zw ebeolutely necessary 1o ensurc succees to theit
minustry ; and this pracuce ought not 10 bs (heaght o
hardaip.  Af mnsustenal usetulness cannot Lo en-
sureyl without an cntire abandonment of secular
occupations, it 18 na greater sscrifico than is made
by every professivual men who auawns to the highest
honours of his profcasion. Even theatnical pare
Aormers aro subjecied to tho greatest drudgory s
recitation and study ; which, for most of their life,
denica them the hiberties that preachers of tho Gospel
enjoy, of mixing, without restramnt, with their
tuliow-crcatures: tina deudgery 18 for an casthly
honour only.  We rewmember a Feganm (a cele-
Lratod violin player—u mera fiddler), whoe precused
fiom cight to ten hours every duy, witbout inter-
misston, througaout hbis whote Iy, in addition to
s public peifonnancess this Jubour consurtsed lus
physical powers, and reducsd lum to o skeleton
whle living; end, no donbt, shortcned his days,
and would hove been a sort of manyrdom n s
minisier of tha Gespel.  To them we 2y, do not
bo outdone by such; but, ns you ece that it 1s
practice that 1s abeolutely required, practice read-
mg (Mp. Weaey say., at Jeast four hours every
monng) ;  practice  pastoral  wising ;  practice
piety 1n the presenco of your own tamily; putaway
the dusipating piuno, wiereby your deughiers loze
tme, gun prde, and by whom your peuple lose a
goad exomple. Let your own nile, ond shat of
your wives and fanulies, gll siake part of z hiving
sermon t lod their every act, and yours, caforco your
iest on this previnus Sabbsth, and be an cxordiun
