It is astonish-
ing, -indeed, to :notec how great a. de-
crease bas taken place in the crime of
manslaughter in Ireland within the
last half century. In '1833 there were re-
corded no less than 172 homicides. - There
were 176 in 1846, the year before the great
famine. Bat by 1852 the number had de-
olined to G9,and by 1858 to 36, In 1878
only five persons wero found guilty of mur-
der, and in 1879 but fonr. That so few mur-
ders were committed in 1880, when a third
bad harvest had brought a large part of the
country to the verge of famine, is a striking
comment on the long.suffering gpirit of the
Irish.

The more the evrdence supplied by criminal
statistics is Bifted, the more questionable ap-
pear the motives which prompted the Coercion
act. It appears from a return presented to
the House of Commons that in the thirteen
months preceding January 31, 1881, the whole
number of agrarian offences, Including
threatening notices, was but 087, whereas
in the year 1870, when no Coercron act
was demanded, the number of such outrages
reached 1,329, ‘It is known, moreover, that
at the: very -time . Mr. Forster was pro-
claiming the inadequacy of the ordinary tri-.
bunals snd urging the neceseity of stringent
coerclon, the reports of the Irish cousts were
remarkahly atisfactory. At the summer as-

Bir Charles
Dilke asslgned as one reason for coercion
that *'during the ten months preceding No-
vember, 1880, forty-seven- cattle had beon
killed or maimed in lreland. Now, in Eng-
land during the year 1879 on less than 3,725
convictions for cruelty to animals were had,
including such satrocities as pulling the tong-
‘nes out of ‘horses, burning: cats alnfe, and
pouring turpentine down doge’ throats. :
