MONTREAL’S RECEPTION T0 THE
VEFERAN PREMIER.

A Bigz Turn-out—The Torchlight Processlon
~The City's Address and Speeches—Sir
John at the Mock Parliament—~The Prin.
cipal Events of Last Monday Night.

The Conservatives of Montreal have every
reason to fecl satisfied with the success of the
demonstr «tjer on Mondy.,  Immense crowds
lized the st ond tuere wan a very large
number of n:cu 1u procession, but fora popu-
lar spontaneous ovation, ns a straight party
paper says it was, there was rather 2 lack of
enthusiasm from the public.

over demonstrative except, perhaps, when
the songs of a banquev are ringing in their
ears. At the Bonaventure depot the throng
was great #na nost of the
prominent citirens  of the city were
congregated to welcome the hero of the hour.
The private car of Mr. Hickson was occupied
by the Iremier und Lady Macdonald, and
directly the train stopped, Mayor Beaudry,
Mr. G. A. Drummond, with Mrs. Drummond,
3adame Cacon, Madume Rivard, and & aum-
ber of gentlemen entered nnd greeted Sic
John, the ladies presenting Lady Macdonald
with beautiful houcuets. A moment luter the
Premier appeared ou the car plitform and
bowed his acknowledgmenta, The proces-
sion was immediately put in wotion and the
carriages in waiting were entered. |

Tagmop up St Junes street the procession
viewed from Victoriu Squine looked like aper-
fect sen of fire, and colored lights ndiled greutly
to the penernl effict. At this square, at
Place d'Armes, at Chamd de Mars, aud at
Dominion Syuare, there were grand displays
of fireworks and iltluminated devices. The
crush was frightfal poing up St Jumes stroet,
and at Jhe Bunk of Moatreal and other lead-
ing hanks there were special guards of watch-
men aud police. Almost the best display of
fireworks was miwle at Dominion Square.
When the procession reached this point
it was met by a  discharge of over
one hundred rockets of the largest kind
anc a pumniber of bombshells of various
gizes, beside candle hatteries, flights of minis-
ture rockets, chain lights, with long chains of
beautiful colored stirs and fire balloons with
colored attachiment. Then, as if to cap the
climax, all at once there burst forth from the
Ice Palace structure a flood of red light
which cast a lurid glare over the heads of the
spectators, and jillumined the whole surround-
ing locality. This nrose from a mammoth
Bengul light placed on the top of the wpile,
one of the lurgest lights ever brought to the
city, weighing no less than ten pounds, and
furnished from the estublishment of Mr.
Hunt, the well known'pyrotechnist, of Boston.
The light gave » vivid illumination of the
square for fully ten minutes aud the scene was
ape that would have been hard to surpass in
novelty nmil pivturesneness of effect.

The drill bull was deeorated and looked
cheerful and bright, there being no less than
eight clectrie lights. At the entrance to the
hall and over the doorway was a heautifnl
evergieen grotto ; suspended from the roof
were long lines of bunting of all colors, in-
tertwined with evergreen wreaths and han-
neoreta, On the western side of the hall in the
centre was crezted the grand canopy, draped
in crimson cloth, aad containing sauts for the
distingnished visitors. In the centre were
the arms of the city of Montreal on a hack-
ground furmed of the FEaglish amd French
flags, while above the canopy were the arus
of the Daminion. Ou the masts supporting
the canopy were the coats of wrma of the
various provinees and binnerets bearing the
words *' Weleome” and ¢ Forty yewrs in
political life,” while the Union Jack, the
tricolor of Iranee awd the Star-Spangled
Banner were nently intertwined at intervals,
Rynuing in front of the platform from end to
end wag o blue and crituson backaround, on
which were inseribed in white letters, ¢ Wel-
come—1815 to 583—Nir Jobn,” and below
two small bannerets hearing the words, 't
Sir Joln.” Ou arvival, the tuge building

Sir John Mawionald was loudly cheered on
coming forward o reply, and’ said :-=Mr.

The fathers arcived herve hy a Conception
Bay train this afternoon.  Aleng the line of
route from Bay Roberts to St John's the re.
cently besieged priests were made recipients
of the homage of the Catholic people.
Triumphal arches had been erected in their
honor, flags waved in every direction, and
enthusiastic crowds eacered the priests as
they pursued their journey.

PERILOUS EXFELJENCE.

This evening the New York /fera/:{ corres
pondent waited on the Redemptoristy, and
from Fathers McGivern and De Largy the
following account of their unplensunt exper

FIGHT AMONG DYNAMITERS.

Captaln Phclan Stabbed in Rossa’s Office—
Alleged Beliberute  Assassinution — The
Victim's Ante-Mortem Statement—0'NDone
ovan Rossa’s surprisc—Phclun’s IElstory.

New Yorg, Jun. 9.—* Captain” Thomas
F. Dnelan was stabbed, perhaps fatally, in
O'Donoven Rossa’s office” in Wew York, and
afterwards shot his ussailant, one Richard
Short. One belief iz that Phelan had been
giving away the sozrets of the Fenian Brother-
hood, and been iuduced to come to Rosaa's
office, where it was intended to kill him.

The details are as follows : —At a late hour
this aflcrneon several men rushed out of No.
12 Chambers street, in which building is
Incated the office of O'Donovan Rossa and tho
Luited Irishman, In a few seconds after-
ward, & man covered with blood tottered down
the stairs to the hallway and sank on the
front stoop, while his bluod covered the side-
walk in wstream.

Upe of them was eaptured
and brought hack to where the dying inun
was lying
