DESERVED OFFICIAL RECOGNITION

| « SPAERES OF INFLUENCE" OF THE

NATIONS INTERESTED.

Tho Scramble For Afcien—The YWidely Folt
Influence of the Britlsh Enst
African Comspauy.

Tho murder of Msjor Barttelof, nt the head
of one of the Stexley rcllet expeditions, saya
tho Boston Hersld, cails fresh attention to
the march of civil’zatlon wpon the intzrlor of
the Afrlcan continent. The 1ick ie great and
the prizs is great, sleo. Moraels involved in
it than tho mere lovo of adventure or the me-
quisition of territory. Foreix or eight years
there has been going on what the Landen
Timas calls ** tho scramble fcr Africa.” Itis
now practically ecnded, and tho Miesionary
Herald for Qutobsr, whioh will appear to-dsy,
says that only about 4,000,000 «f the 11,000,-

000 equare miles of African territory
are .t dirceily or indirectly attached
to somec Iinropesn Power. More than
hali of that which I8  unattached

lies within Sahara. Tho poscessions and
*‘sphere of influence” of Evgland, outside of
Eggpt, amount to over 1,000,000 quare miice,
Germany has 740,000 with claims upon 200,000
more, France has 700,000. The amount of
Hritlash trade with Africn is worth about
$120.000 000 & year ; that of France id warth
anent $100 000,000, Gormany's African trade
{3 amail, The total ferclgn trade of the con-
tinent is worth about §375,000,000 a year,
A TEMITING PRIZE.

Thie prize ls tempting, especially whon it is
soneldered shat tho trade has just begun and
that the continent haa not really been opened
to foreign trade except along the const. There
has lntely been establilshed the Britich Eaet
African Company, which {s eogaged in an
aitsmpt to open trade Into the contlnent np
from the eastern coast opposite Zunzlbar,

Its domain lies within what is oalled the
British *“sphere of {nfluense,” and it has a char-
ter from the British Government under which
it can administer all the laws of the country
under ite jurlediction. Authority ia given it
to construct forts, to ralse and maintain by
taxes a police, and an army if necessary, and,
in short, to perform all the functions of gov-
ernment, Power has been exerclsed under
this charter, and Islands along the coanst,
which come within the territory which was
ceded to Epgland by the Sultan of Zarzibar,
bave been fortified with the idea of control-
ling the slave trade nnd of asslsting com-
merce,

IT PAYS STANLEY'S EXPENSES,

Bus the territory of this compeny cxtends
In land as for 98 the lake Aoyt Nanza, and
it will let miich light upon the African
situation when the fact It known that this
campany pays the expenses of the expedition
of Stauloy to relieve Emin Pache, The plap
of the company hae been for Stanloy, when
the Pacha had been rolieved from the pressure
of hostile forces upon him, to mareh across
Africa to the cast coast through the territory
which Is under the Britieh sphere of influence,
and thua etrengthen tho preatige of the com-
puny there, and holp to eatablieh the Govern-
ment upon & mare satlefactory and permanent
basts, Theo torritory covered by this com-
pany ia ouo of the moat fertile on the cntire
continent, and {8 ocoupled by n namerousand
industrious population,

With this key of the aituation in her
hands, England controls much of the com-
merce of Central Africa, and, of course, doca
not wish to let it fall into other bands. But
this company will act in harmony with the
Germuons in conetructing a road along the
north side of the territery undor the German
“sphere of Influence,” and thus do much to
eatablish guicker communication betweon the
coast and the interlor.

THE RESPECTIVE ‘‘SPHERES OF INFLUENCE,"

Accompaaying tho article ubove mentioned
is a map of tho eastern coast of Africa, op-
posite Zarzibar, as far inland as the lake
Albert Nyarz:, This shows the “British
sphere of influence,” running north-
weateily from the coast to the banks
of the fctorla  Nyanza, Sonth of
this comes the broader ¢ German sphere
of iofluence,” mand to the north of
the British sphere Is another immonse track,
which {s clalmed by botk Germany and Italy.
The German Colonization Socfety is pushing
forward to accupy Its ground, and German
misefonary socleties, both Protestant and Ca-
tholic, are sending in their missionaries to the
newly opened country. In fact, thereis a
strong pueh of the chlef European natlons for
the trade and geopraphical possession of the
central parts of Afrioa,

The “‘spheres ef influence'” which have been
mentioned are new to diplomacy, and were
eatablished in consequence of a treaty with
the Sultan of Zanzlbar, according to whose
provisiona an international commliseion, to be
shared by both Germany and Great Britain,
was to settle the bounds of territory betwecn
the two countrles. It will be remembered
that Emin Pacha himself {s a German, who
has gono tato the territory of Central Adfrlon,
established himself at the head of & large
province, and is dolng his best to oppose tho
hordes of slave hunters and savages who have
overjun such a great portion of the conntry
slready. He la a forco for civilization right
in the midst of the dark continent, and it ia
of the utmost Importance that be should be
sustained, '

TIE CONJECTURED ROUTE OF YTANLEY,

For that pnrpose Stanley went up the Congo
from the west coast of Africa almoat to Stac-
ley Falls, Then he turned up the Aruwlwi,
which fa a tributary of the Congo, and was
to make his way to the northeast from hla
headquarters to Wadelal, wiere It has baeen
supgosed Emin Pasha was statloned, It is con-
jectured at the rooms of the American Board
in this olty (where the course of events in
Central Africa s watohed with muoh solioi-
tude) that Stanley found an unexpeotedly
strong force of hostile matives between the
Aruwimi and Wadelal, and so has turned to
the northward by » wide detour and will seek
& junotion with Emin from the west.

Tha country throngh which Stanley has to
maroh Is full of difficulties, Not ovnly are
there no roads of any sort whatever, but there
is muoh awamp land, through which 1t in very
bhard to make progress. This involvea long
times for short diatancer, and renders 1t im-
posafble: that frequent reports should be re-
celved of his progress,
