Few more striking examples of the
power f the Catholic preas cculd be
forthcoming than an incident which oc-
curred at & banquet given in New York
a few evenings ago, as the tribute of the
citizens of the Empire City, without die-
titction of creed, to Archblshop Corri-
gan, the religious services in celebration
of whose episcopal jubilee had taken
place the previous day, aund an account
of which was published in the Truk
WiITNEss laat week. At the clase of one
of tl.e -peeches the cancelled mortgage
of $250,000 on bhis Seminary at Dun-
wcedie, together with & sum of $50,000
to wipe off another debt upon it, was
presented to the Archbishop emidst loud
applause. The existence of the heavy
mortgage and the debt had been made
known to the Catholics of New York by
the Catholic press, which had suggested
that a titting time to make an effort to
lessen these onerous charges would be
the celebration of the Arcbbishop's
Silver Episcopal Jubilee; and in & few
months the magnificent sum of £300,000
was collected to clear off both mortgage
and debt. Of this sum #115000 was
contributed by twenty-three Irish Cath-
olita of wealth, the balance being aub-
scribed in sums of $2 500 $2000, $1.000
and $500. Inone week uearly $100.000
was subscribed. This event is a mignal
proof of the power of the Catbolic preas.
It is also a remarkable testimony to the
fact that the English-speaking Catholics
of New Yoark are not only wealthy, but
—what is mors gratifying and of much
more importance—generous in their dia-
position of it to good purpnaes,

The banquet would, of ccurse, bave
been incomplete without the presence of
the Hoa.

“ 1t is said that we have divorced the
Church and State.

$100,000.

A Grand Bazaar to be Held in Aid
of the Project.

Whil. the site for the building Las
not been announced definitely and the
plaps have not yet left the hands of the
architects, the general scheme is well
under way. It is theintention to secure
a site well downtown, possibly near the
junction of Lrie and Swan streets, and
thereon putup a large building, the size
to be limited by the success of the fair.
The ground floora would be ulilized ns
etores, the upper floors probably would
contain cffices and the remainder of the
building would be reserved for the vati-
ous branches of the A.Q.H. for ume as
meeting rooms, with the upp r floorin
one large hall.

At a meeting of the executive com-
mittee in charge of the. fair, held last
week, the matter was fully discussed
and it was believed that such a success
could be made of the fair that, with the
money in band, & site could be bought
and a fine buiiding put up. It is hoped
that $100,000 may be found available.

Preparations lor the fair itself go on
apace. F. L. Maguire, who came here
to make a success of the ideas of the
members of the Order, in working hard
to bring about the tulfilment of many
elaborate auggestiona. One of the feat-
urea will be an Irish cottage, built after
the originals in the Green Isle and fitted
as are the cottages of to-day, In this
cottage will be three buxom Irish girls,
broughi from the old countiry to make
the cottage quite what it should be.

Joseph Lotd, who ia said to be the
most expert relief map maker in the
country, will come to Buflalo this week
to begin his part of the work. He is ex-
pected to prepare the fnest map of Ire-
land everseen.
