On Friday lust
the Till was passed in the Senate in
substontiglly the same form as it
came from the Lower Champer, ihe
vuting being 61 for the measure and
ag against it. The division was not
on strictly party lines, for while the
majority  included several Liberals,
amony those who gave & hostile
vote were some Catholic Senators.
The application of the principle of
tha minority representation intro-
duces o moSt Important chenge in
the electoral reginie, but until the
general olection, which is to come off
in May noxt it ig impossible tc say
precisely how it will affect the rela-
tive panlinmentary strength of the
partics. Catholics are likely to return
to the OChamboers with a  reduced
though suflicient working majority
in goe places the new system  will
work advantageously for the Liher-
als, in others the Socialists aro cer-
tain to lose many of the seats thes
have held for years past.

ALUE OF LEGAL ORATORY,

—

According to the Washington corres-
pendent of tho New York D'ost, b
judges of the Gnited States Suprenw
Court do not entirely agree  wizh
Lord Chief Justice RKussell of Killo-
wen, who believes that the value ot
orantory to a lawyer has been much
overraled. In speaking of this mat-
ter lately, Associate Judge Johin A
Harlan said: It is a matter of seri-
ous regret and concern to this court
that the practice of oral argument
appeurs to be falling into disusze: Fhe
idea  seems to have beeome general

among mernbers of the bar that  we
prefer  arguments presented in the
form of written buriels Such is nat
the case. There are many thnes when
nothing ecan take the place of the
personal  presentation, Hrieis are

well enough in their way, but it very
often happons that the real point
upot whicl: a case turns may e
overlooked in a brief, while an oral
argument may serve to Lring it howe
to the court, A special emphasis, g
striking smile, may throw new light
on an intricate probilem, and por-
haps reverse g judgment in the psud
of the court,”

Of course the Unitel States Suo-
preme Court <does not like to listen
to stump-speaking, nor dJdoes it re-
lish being instructed «n the funda-
mental principles of law; and jt does
s0t permit this to any large extenut,
But there i¥ another sido to the case,
as explained by a lawyer who  has
haad considerable Supreme Court pruc-
tico.

“These judges,”’ =aid he, “have n
discomcerting way of slarting up as
if waking from a long nap, and siy-
ing to an attorney, just as he comes
to his star point : “The court umler-
stands the position of counsel on
that matter entirely. But will coua-
sel kindly address a few remarks to
such and sucha proposition.' And the
chances  are nine out of ten thut
counsel bhas not given o thought to
tlie propasitieon to whi=hh the court
refers. The judges, too, have g way
of referring to some phscure casc,atd
asking a Ilawyer for hiz opinion on
it. He has probably never heard of

it, and then he wishes he had  sub-
mitted a brief.”
