LEGAL OPINIONS.

Medical Services of Doctors Lamourenx and
Morrison.

LAW DEPARTEMENT.
Montreal, May 4th 1908.

To the Chairman and Members of the Fire and Light Com-
mittee.

Gentlemen:

At a meeting of your Committee, held on the 30th of
April last, Alderman Yates, chairman, moved:

“That the resolution of Ald, Laviolette adopted the 16th
of January last, relative to the reengagement of Dr. F. T.
C. Lamoureux, at a yearly salary of $800, for the current
year, be rescinded.”

On the same 'date, on the motion of Alderman Yates,
chairman, it was also resolved:

“That the City comptroller be instructed to pay Drs. La-
moureux and Morrisson a salary of $700, each ver annum,
subject, however, to the City Attorneys’ approval.”

The resolution of your Committee which was rescinded
by the above first resolution read as follows:

“On motion of Ald. Laviolette, it was

Resolved: That Dr F. T. C. Lamoureux be requested to
give medical services to the Fire brigade as in the past,
at yvearly salary $800, for the current year, the said salary
to be payable on the 15th and 30th of each month, and
that the above amount be mpaid out from the item of ap-
prepriation for medical attendance.”

In compliance with the second resolution, by which it
is asked from the City comptroller to pay Doctors Lamou-
reux and Morrison a salary of $700, each per annum, sub-
ject, however, to the City Attorneys’ approval, we beg
leave to report as follows:

We have taken communication of the letter of Alder-
man Yates, cnairman of your Committee, dated the 4th of
March last, and we have also called upon the City comp-
troller, Mr. Pelletier, to have some explanations about the
circumstances which had attended the appointment of two
physicians by your Committee, and the mode of appropria-
tions of money for the payment of medical services.

It. appears from the above, and also from enquiry
through the minute book of your department, that when
vour Committee prepared a statement for the Finance
Committee and the Council, about the middle of December
last, of the different appropriations of money needed by
your Committee for the current year, an item of $1,400
for the vearly salary for the payment of medical services,
was included in the list for the present year.

We have also ascertained that the Finance Committee,
wnen discussing the general budget of appropriations to
be voted, acting under the suggestion and recommenda-
tion of your Committee for the appointment of two physi-
cians, one of whom was Dr. Lamoureux, being already on
the medical staff in previous years, at a salary of $600,
