profit growth has slowed in the Estonian and
Moldavian SSRs. Three enterprises in the RSFSR and
five in the Georgian SSR have failed to eliminate
their planned losses. Seven pPlanned profit—incurring
enterprises of the RSFSR Ministry of Forestry have
been operating at a loss

Expenditure on labour payments is increasing
for no apparent reason. Enterprises of the RSFSR
Ministry of Forestry, and the Ukrainian,
Azerbaydzhani, Tadzhik, Armenian and Kirghiz SSRs
have allowed average wages to increase at a faster
rate than overall labour productivity.
