(e) Article XIII:2 (Report on Use of Limited Tendering), provided
that the procuring entity maintains a record of each contract
award using limited tendering;

(f) Article XV:2 (Treatment of Delayed Tenders), with respect to
the Province of New Brunswick;

(g) Article XVI: 1 (Information on Awards to Participating
Suppliers) with respect to providing ini writing information on
the characteristics and relative advantages of the successfiul
tender and Article XVI:2 (Publication of Award Information);
and

(i) Article XVIII:7(a) (Interirn Measures) with respect to all
provices and territories and Article XVIII:7(b) (Reinedies)
with respect to the Yukon.
