And on the motion of Mr. Orlikow, seconded by Mr.
Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre),-That Bill C-69, An
Act to amend the Unemployment Insurance Act, 1971, be
amended by deleting Clause 36.

And the question being put on the motions, it was nega-
tived on the following division:
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By unanimous consent, the hour for Private Members'
Business was suspended.

Consideration was resumed at the report stage of Bill
C-69, An Act to amend the Unemployment Insurance Act,
1971, as reported <with amendments) f rom the Standing
Committee on Labour, Manpower and Immigration.
