W HEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands Prorogued to Monpay, the Sixtm
day of the month of DEcEMBER instant, at which time, at Our City of Ottawa, you
were held and constrained to appear.

Now Kxow YE, that for divers causes and considerations, and taking into con-
sideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving Subjects, We have thought fit, by
and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to relieve you, and each of
you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking and by these presents
enjoining you and each of you, that on SATURDAY, the FIFTEENTH day of the month of
JANUARY next, you meet Us in Our Parliament of Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there
to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada

-and therein to do as may seem necessary. HEereiy Fam Nor. .

In Testivoxy WaEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hercunto affixed. Wirness, Our Most
Dear and Entirely Beloved Uncle and Most Faithful Counsellor Field
Marshal His Royal Highness PrincE ARTHUR WILLIAM PATRICK ALBERT,
Duke of Connaught and of Strathearn, Earl of Sussex (in the Peerage of
the United Kingdom), Prince of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Ireland, Duke of Saxony, Prince of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha; Knight of Our
Most Noble Order of the Garter; Knight of Our Most Ancient and Most
Noble Order of the Thistle; Knight of Our Most Ilustrious Order of Saint
Patrick; one of Our Most Honourable Privy Council; Great Master of Our
Most Honourable Order of the Bath; Knight Grand Commander of Our Most
Exalted Order of the Star of India; Knight Grand Cross of Our Most
Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint George; Knight Grand
