1. IIl-advised învestment of capital;

3. Fallacious prospectuses and misleading publicify;
4. Trusts;
5. Invasion of our Country by undesirable capital;
6. Danger of foreign covetousness, whicb is usually tbe cause of wars of

conquest;

Tbis bouse also tbinks tbat Canada dlaims more tban ever a mining policy
directed so as to:-

(a) Proteet our human capital against diseases which generally tbreaten
the mining labourers;

(b) Encourage to a greater extent technical and geological teacbing and to
give proper employment to ber graduates;

(c) Give work to ber employable unemployed before ail others;
(d) Favour colonization wbile preventing further rural exodus;
(e) Organize and protect local markets for the distribution of goods pro-

duced by Canadian farming and manufacturers;
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
