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The only difficulty in the way of a person
who had secured an exit permit and had gone
to England or the United Kingdom tem-
porarily and wished to come back earlier
would be simply the lack of transportation
accommodation. There would be no loss of
his status as a Cânadian citizen.

Mr. FRASER: That applies also to a per-
son on whose exit permit it is indicated that
he is staying over there for a year or two
years?

Mr. GLEN: The immigration regulations
apply only to those who desire permanent
residence abroad, in which case if they desire
to come back they come back as immigrants,
such as the hon. member has in mind. But
the person who wishes to go over for humani-
tarian reasons, say to see relatives in the
United Kingdom who are seriously ilj, and
obtains an exit permit, is entitled to return to
this country. -The difficulty is that there is no
steamship accommodation available for them
and they may have to wait some time before
they can get it.

Mr. FRASER: They have no priority?

Mr. GLEN: No priority.
