we are running against misleading advertis-

ing—a very effective campaign, I might say—

Mr. Speaker: Order, please.

Mr. McGrath: On a point of order, Mr.
Speaker, the members of the opposition par-
ties are being denied an opportunity to com-
ment or to react to this very important state-
ment of policy because the minister refuses to
make the statement in the House. Because of
that I redirect my question to the minister in
this precise form: will he make the statement
of policy in the House in order to enable
members of the House to comment on it?

Mr. Basford: Mr. Speaker, I have already
made the statement, and I do not think the
time of the House should be wasted by
making the same statement again. If it is
thought appropriate that I make a further
statement on misleading advertising, I will
consider that.

REQUEST FOR INCREASE IN PENSIONS AND
ALLOWANCES

Mrs. Grace Maclnnis (Vancouver-Kings-
way): Mr. Speaker, I wish to direct a question
to the Minister of Veterans Affairs. In view of
the fact that many of my constituents, the
latest being an 82-years old veteran of the
first world war, keep asking me when veter-
ans pensions and allowances will be increased
by the implementation of the Woods report,
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can the minister please tell me what answer I
can give to those who are suffering severely
from the rising cost of living?

Hon. Jean-Eudes Dubé (Minister of Veter-
ans Affairs): Mr. Speaker, this question has
been answered many times in the House.

Mrs. Maclnnis: A supplementary question.
Can the minister indicate any probable date
when the period of waiting will be brought to
an end?

Mr. Dubé: Not at this time, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Jack Marshall (Humber-St. George’s-St.
Barbe): Mr. Speaker, my question can be a
supplementary question to the Minister of
Veterans Affairs because it was pre-empted.
Can the minister advise if the direction by
cabinet to trim $500 million from the propos-
als of the Minister of National Health and
Welfare with respect to increases for the dis-
advantaged included a cut-back on increases
in war veterans allowances and disability
pensions?

SAINT JOHN VETERANS HOSPITAL—STATUS OF
TAKEOVER AGREEMENT

with the takeover of the military hospital in
Saint John and the conflicting statements
made by the minister and his counterpart in
New Brunswick.
