The minister ignored the regular passenger train on
which, during the tourist season, seats and sleeping
accommodations are often impossible to corne by. By
wantonly using ridiculous aberrations, the minister is
clearly demonstrating the obvious. He is not telling the
truth to the people of Canada. VIA Rail needs a new
conductor. The minister must go.
