That the
American farmer gets a higher price
is due to the fact that the American
companies exact less toll for the
carriage of wheat to England from
the Western States than do the
Canadian  companies from the
prairie provinces of Canada. By tak-
ing oft our duties upen wheat and
flour Canadian grain would automa-
tically be admitted duty free to the
United States, and thereby the farmer
of Western® Canada would ebtain
lower freight rates and its corollary,
a better price for his grain,

With all - these propositions Wwe
doubt not that The Winnipeg Free
Press is in hearty accord, yet it twits
The World with. now -occupying &
position inconsistent with its attitude
towards the Taft-Laurier Reciprocity
Agreement of 1911, We are told thaty
in 1911 The World declared that the
adoption of the reciprecity agreement
would endanger the fiscal indepen-
dence of Canada and make this coun-
try, a mere adjunet te the United
States. Also that The World then
preached the doctrine of mon-inter-
course with the American people,

The World undoubtedly epposed the
reciprocity agreement and has no
apologies to make for having done so.
Were we back in 1911, and a similar
issue before us, we would make the
same fight, and we hope with the
game result.

By that legislation
wheat i en the free list, but a coun-
tervalling duty is imposed uypon wheat
and flour coming from those countries
which impose a duty upon wheat
and flour from the United States. We
are asked to do mnothing; we are
bound to nothing, but we may, if
we think best, remove our duties, If
we do so, our wheat and flour gain
freo access to the American market,
and our grain-growers get.the advan-
tage of American railway competition,
which means better prices and lower
freight rates.

In advising the
brealk the strangle hold of the
transportation trust upon the far-
mer of Western Canada by inviting
the competition of the American rail-
way companies and by giving the far-
mer free access for his wheat to’the
‘Américan market, we are not reced-
ing from the position we occupied in
1911, But assuming that we ave.
Supposing, for the sake of ar-
gument, that we plead guilty to the
charge of inconsistency, should not
The Free Press rejoice that we gee
with it, eye to eye, on the issue of the
hour?

SURFACE LINES OR TUBES.

. Mayor Hocken very satisfactorily
deait with the tube’ question yester-
day when he stated that in the event
of the reports of Mr. John MacKay
and Engineer Couzens of the Hydro-
Hlectric Commiwgsion failing to endorse
the street railway purchase scheme,
he would take immediate steps for
the submigsion of a bylaw te au-
thorize the construction eof the tube
scheme prepared by Engineer Cou-
sins, now of the harbor ecommission.
The citizens of Torento require re-
lease from present conditions of in-
adequate transport serviee. The uni-
fication of the street railway service
and its extension to all parts of the
eity is the first recommendation of
the transportation committee of the
city council. Private interests repre-
sented by Controller Church and his
organ, The Telegram, do not wish the
whole city to be accommodated, hence
the opposition to the proposed pur-
chase,

So far the proposals look reason-
able and advantageous to the city as
reported by Messars. Arnold and
Moyes. The city has the drawing of
its own agreement, and if, commer-
cially, and in relation to the Hydro-«
Electric service the plan is satisfac-
tory, we believe the council will sub-
mit it for-the decision of the people.
If not, then we shall hayp the tube
echeme, altho the tubes would not
eliminate the double and treble fares,
nor terminate the surface franchises
as purchase will do.

SUMMING UP.

The Telegram sums up The World's
argument for purchasing the street
railway in the sentence, “It would be
wiser for the poor workman to buy a
car himself and mortgage his future
rather than pay car fares.”

Smithers’ Rgmarks.

LONDON, Oect. . 23—(C. A. P)w
Presiding at.the Grand Trunk Rail-
way meeting today, Chalrman
Smithers sald that from one point of
view, it was unsatisfactory that, with
larger gross receipts, they had been
unable to secure a larger profit. The.
cause was the large increase of wages
and cost of fuel and material. Yet,
on the other hand, they had been able
to maintain their position and meet
charges on capital account.

“It is a perpetual fight to maintain
a position already won,” declared the
chairman, “and a® railway commis-
sions, ‘municipalities, employes - -and
the' general public " are forever plac-
ing extra burdens on the railways, or
asking ‘mofe concessfons, the fight is
a‘very ‘hard one. . Kmowing the diffi-
culties, I think our staff deserves
credit for what it has accomplished.”
(Hear, hear.)

Must Raise Rates.

Mr. Smithers, proceeding, expressed
an emphatic opinion that with all the
demands now made on the railways,
they ought to have increased charges.

“All over the world,” he said, “rail-
ways are asked for more service and
more accommodation for the same or
less money. To hear public men and
the general publc talk, one would
think the’ raiflway companies consist-
ed of unscrupulous capitalists, where-
as they are composed of investors
who thruout the world do not get an
average return of four per cent. I
fully realize that railways must con.
form to law, but most ‘respectfully
submit that more consideration should
be given to what they can really af.
ford.

“The necessity for a higher rate is
80 urgent and the demand so just that
I cannot believe the people of Canada
and America will long resist it.”

Mr. Smithers added that Canada
had reason to be proud of the way she
had stood the financial strain of- the
past eightéen months. He - believed
the future to be bright.
