THE FRAM IN THE ICE.

Pr—

Gun Cotton ¥iad to be Used to Free Dr
Nansen'’s Exploring Vessel From
the Floe.

London, Aug. 27.—A despatch .to The
€hrontele from Tr i d by Dr. Nan-
sen, gives Captain Sverdrup’s account of
the voyage of the Fram after Dr, Nansen
left the boat. The despatch says: * The ice
pressure was never as severe as upon sev-
eral occasions before Dr. Nansen left us,
during June, 1896. 'We were regularly ex-
posed, however, to violent pressure, caus-
ed by the changing spring tides. The
Fram was once or twice daily lifted from
six to nine feet. Her bottom e vis-
ible as it rested on the ice. So little effect
did this have on the Fram’s timbers that
the men continued their slumbers undis-
turbed.

An easier Arctic exploring expedition one
could hardly imagine, The principal work
was to take regular observations, sleep and
eat. The heaith of the men was perfect
during the entire: expedition. There was
not a.sign of scurvy apparent among any of’
the men. When all efforts to. advance the
boat through the ice by force of steam
or a process of warping failed it was found
that gun cofton mines proved the ‘best
-means of shattering the 1ce. As a rule
very high ice floes prevailed, so extensive
that their determination ceuld not be de-
scribed even bfa the use of telescopes, Of-
ten it looked like a hopeless task breaking
our way out of the ice foot by foot, but
with the liberal use of explosives, and, ow-
ing to the peculiar construction of our boat
we finally succeeded.

THE IRISH CONVENTION.

Arrival of the Canadian Delegates at
Queenstown - What's Up Now ?
Queenstown, Aug. 27.—The Canadian dele-
gates to the Irish National convehtion,
which is to be held In Dublin on Septem-
ber 1st, arrived here on board the White
Star Liner Britannie to-day. They are
all well and report having had a. pleasant

passage.

Samples of @re¢ From the **Big Ben.’

Mr. C. W. Fox, whose ces are
at 18 Toronto-street, yestetday re-
ceived a hox of beautiful specimens
of ore from the “Big Ben” gold mine,
situated to the north of the Seipe
River, in the Rainy River district.
These samples are some. of them a
foot square and show very clear free
milling ore.
