“The work, I may say, has gone on 
exactly according to plans and calcula­
tions, save a little heM-np on account of 
the machinists' strike In Chicago. De­
velopment at our Phoenix mine», Including 
the Knob Hill and Old Ironside» has 
proceeded during the past twelve months 
on a larger scale than ever.

Reminiscence» of » Member of the 
Council of 1860.

Only s few members of the City Coun­
cil of I860, who received King Edward 
on his visit here, are living to see his 
Illustrious eon. One 1» Robert* G. Griffith 
of 644 Church-street, who. when the Prince 
of Wales came to Toronto, represented 8t. 
John’s Ward as Councilman. Mr. Griffith 
has a vivid recollection of the greet event 
and also of the details of the arrange­
ments for the reception.

Mr. Griffith was a leading merchant of 
the city at that time and took an active 
part in the reception. A large Citizens’ 
Committee worked in conjunction with the 
Reception Committee of the City Council, 
and the afrangeinents were carried out 
without a hitch.

Received on Front-Street.
On the arrival of the Prince the com­

mittee received him on Front-street, where 
a large amphitheatre had been erected 
for the odbaslon. On the following day the 
Council, headed by the then Mayor Adam 
Wilson, went to the Government House, 
where they were each presented to the 
Prince.

Mr. Griffith says that In the-redbptlon 
to royalty In 1860 the city was not the 
“fifth wheel to the coach” as, In hie opin­
ion, it Is In the present reception. The 
City Council had full control of the re­
ception then and were not Interfered with 
in any way by the government.

Mr. Griffith is still hale and hearty, and, 
as would be expected, has a great desire 
to be presented to the King’s son.
