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No Appeal From Trial Judge's Deci-
s'on Holding a Man Not
Guilty-

CHARGES WERE NOT CONSIDERED

Court Dismissed Appeals on Tech-
nical Grounds—Interesting
Judgment Rendered.

The flerce white light that beats
upon the throne and focused its rays
wwith such disastraus effect on the
humbler pedestal of Andrew Miscamp-
beil, glanced harmlessly from the local
iouse representatives of Lennox and
South Oxford—T. L. Carscallen and
Donald Sutherland. The petitions
against their being allowed to take
their seats were yesterday dismissed by
the Court of Appeal on the ground
that that court had not jurisdiction
to hear the appeals. The ground of
dismissal is purely technical, and the
merits of the cases were not entered
into.

Objection Was Taken.

In the argument on the Lennox ap-
peal at Osgoode Hall on Jau. ), the
counsel for the respondent, M. Cassels,

raised the objection tnat the court had
no jurisdiction, as the judges of the
trial court, held in Napanee, had dis-
agreed as to whether the successful
canaidate, Mr. Carscallen, had been

| guilty of corrupt practices in paying

money to J. Whisken, jaunitor of the
Town Hall at Bath, The judges noted
the objection, but allowed the appeal to
proceed subject thereto.
Th: Reasons Why,

Judgment was delivered by Chief Jus-
tice Moss, who first refeired to the
question of jurisdiction. 7The point was
taken that the establishment of the
charges forming the subject of the ap-
peal involved the disqualification of
the respondent and of other persons,
and subjected them to disabilities and
penalties ifor corrupt practices! %hd
that a candidate or other persons who
had not been found guilty of a cor-
rupt practice by the two trial judges,
had at least two shields against an ap-
peal to this court. Reference was made
1o Section 57 of the Controverted Elec-
tions Act, and to Section 171 of the
Ontario Act. By the former of these
it is enacted that there shall be ne ap-
peal from the decision of the judges’
findinrg that a candidate or other per-
son had not been guilty of corrupt
practices. By the other it is enacted
that no candidate or other person is to
be disqualified or subject to any disabil-
ity or penalty for any corrupt practice
or alleged corrupt practice. without the
concurrent judgment to that effect of

the two judges by whom the election|

petition was tried.

The appellants scarcely contended
that if the trial judges had agreed in
their finding in respect of all the
charges, an appeal could, nevertheless,
be entertained. Indeed, the first quot-
ed enactment peremptorily forbids an

{ appeal in such case, but as T undor-

stand the argument, it is that the trial
judges having disagreed in respect of
at least one charge, there is no de-
cigsion as regards it, and an appeal in
such case is expressly provided for by
Section 56 of the Controverted Elec-

KURSTING WHEEL CAUSED omni

Willilam Knighton's Tragic Don(h;
at Taylor's Safe Works. '
William Knighton, an employe of |
Taylor's Safe Works, who lived at
256 1-2 East King-street, was instantly
killed Thursday afternoon by the ex-
plosion of an emery wheel in the safe
tactory, at Frederick and Front-streets.

Knighton was working at the furn-
ace, fully 40 feet from the wheel, when
it burst in three pieces, one of which,
weighing about 40 pounds, struck him
on the back of the head, causing instant
The other two pieces flew across
the shop in different (directions, but
altho the room was full of workmen
at the time, Knighton was the only
man struck.

Knighton was 53 years old, and had
been in the employ of the Taylor Com-
pany about 20 years.
