one of the largest raids made in the
history of the United States, and pos-
sibly the most effective of all, for the
magistrates supported the police by
holding the prisoners to strict account,
without regard to social or financial in-
fluence.
This raid must be considered as &
part of the reformation of Philadel-
phia, caused solely by public senti-
ment. The laws against gambling and
disorderly houses have been on the
statute books 'all the time; the police
have had plenty of evidence upon
which to make the raid; the jails have
been big enough to hold all the prison-
ers who might have been gathered in.
Public sentiment, however, was not
aroused, and (was perhaps even antag-
onistic to und activity on the part
of the police. But when Mayor Weaver
summarily removed from the office of
director of public gafety a man who
had failed to do his duty and appointed
Director Potter, the new ofticial found
that public sentiment was behind him
in an honest effort to rid the city of its
worst element. The police, instead of
blocking the efforts of the Law and
Order Society, suddenly found it to
their interest to co-operate,and the raid
esulted. In previous raids the disor-
rly element was forewarned and had
no difficulty in escaping. On the lust
occasion, even as in the Toronto Junc-
tion case, when a Conservative attor-
ney-general took the matter in hand,
every officer kept his mouth closed
and executed his orders.
