Hopkinson Smith Predicts 
Dire Result of Zcpplin

London, Oct. 17—German forces, as was predicted, have occupied Ostend, 
near the sea, where the German tight wing and the allies' left are struggling in 
the latest phase of what was once the battle of the Aisne.

All reports reaching London say that German imagination has been fired by 
the^tatin^ of Ostend and the cry now is not only “on to “Calais,” but “on to

What progress, If any, the Germans have made since they entered Ostend 
on Thursday morning, is not known here, but their next objective apparently 
is Dunkirk.

Opinion in England seems to differ as to what part the British fleet 
would play should the battle continue to skirt the coastline, and the reports 
that British Dreadnoughts would back up the French, British and Belgian forces 
from the Straits of Dover, seem to originate in German

London papers generally deprecate the importance of the German occupa­
tion of the coastline, pointing out that the British mine field prevents the enemy 
bringing ships to operate from the none-too spacious harbor of Ostend. The 
fact remains, however, that as the fighting gets geographically nearer to Eng­

land, the public, heretofore discussing and speculating on a Zeppelin raid, is 
bound to ask itself what will come next.

The allied left is holding Its ground. At some points it is even moving 
forward, having occupied Lavcntie, driving the Germans back in the direction of 
Lille. One report had it that the Germans had been driven out of Lille, hut 
this has not been confirmed.
THE RUSSIANS

There was little definite news of fighting along the Vistula River, where the 
Russians say they have repulsed a German attack. Whether the German ad­
vance on Warsaw has been permanently checked only the future can show. One 
version has it that the Germans are preparing to winter in Poland.

According to a despatch from Petrograd, dated on Friday, but received 
here today, the Russians now have opened their attack along the entire line, / 
with special energy in the south, where General Brussibffs’ cavalry is said to 
have captured several Austrian detachments, together with trains carrying re­
inforcements and supplies. In retreating from Warsaw, it is said that the Ger­
mans lost forty-tiro guns intended for the siege of that city.

New York, Oct. 17—Unless the United

Calais, Oct. 17—News of the saddest 
happening of the year hereabouts comes 
in the report of a tragedy which occurr­
ed at North Perry on Thursday, in 
which two young children of Mr. and 
Mrs. Fred Eaton lost their lives in a 
fire which consumed their home,, a fair­
sized frame dwelling situated a short 
listance from the Murchie mill. 

..'According to William Flagg, who was 
hoarding at the Eaton place, the fire was 
caused by the bursting of the chimney 
which was located in the centre of thq 
building while the accumulated soot in 
the chimney was burning. So rapid was 
•he spread of the flames in the upper 
tory of the dwelling, which was peti- 
.ioned off and covered only with sheath­
ing paperL that the six occupants of the 
sleeping rooms were caught in a trap, 
from which only four out of the six es-

Mr. Flagg went to work about half­
past six o’clock, leaving Mrs. Eaton and 
lier sister in the living-room of the 
house. The sister, who was ill, return­
ed to her room, and Mrs. Eaton went to 
the bam to feed the hens. She had been 
there but a few minutes when she heard 
cries of distress from the dwelling and 
saw smoke pouring out.

London, Oct I7-—The Times’ Antwerp correspondent, who accompanied theDoris, and his brother, Lee, aged seven, 
and bravely attempted to save his baby 
brother, William, but was unable to do 
so. He was himself obliged to leap from 
the window after his gallant attempt at 
rescue.

David, aged eight years, who was 
sleeping with George was, it is thought, 
struck and stunned as the chimney fell, 
as he made no effort to get out of the 
burning building, and the charred re­
mains of William and David were after­
wards found in the ruins of the home, 
the body of the smaller child being al­
most wholly consumed.

Mrs. Eaton’s sister was badly burned 
about .the head and arms before escap­
ing from the building, and her condition 
is said to be serious. Doris and Lee 
were badly injured by their fall from 
the window, and George was also injur­
ed In leaping from the second floor. Mr. 
Eaton was absent from home, and is 
understood to be living in Boston. Ef­
forts to locate him by telegraph have 
been unavailing.

Petrogad, Oct. 17—The Russian gov­
ernment announces that, because of the 
presence of German submarines in the 
Gulf of Finland and the sowing of mines 
in Russian waters by the enemy, it has 
been compelled to have recourse to sim­
ilar measures. Consequently, certain 
zones of Russian waters, especially those 
near the Gulfs of Riga and Finland, and 
the Littoral Archipelago, must be con­
sidered as dangerous.

In order that non-combatants shall not 
run risks, the entrances and exits of the 
gulf of Riga and Finland, it is stated, are 
considered dosed from the moment of 
the publication of this notice.
English Airship Brought Down

London, Oct. 17—A despatch to the 
Exchange Telegraph Company from 
Amsterdam says that, according to a 
German paper an English aeroplane was 
shot down near Peronne, France, inside 
the German lines. The two aviators 
aboard were captured.
