There ia a large amount of development 

! work going on at the new Birqh Cove col- 
i lieries of the Dominion Coal Company. At 
present there are more than fifty miners’ 
and officials’ houses being erected, besides 
the colliery buildings.

The new bankhead is well under way 
and will Be ready in about one month. The 
new screening plant and other accessories 

I for the bank equipment will be on the 
I ground soon, and on arrival will be instal- 
. led as quickly as possible. The new elec­
tric power line is being rushed and should 
be completed in a short time. Work on 
the erection of a transformer-house has not 
yet been started, but will be undertaken 
soon.

The new warehouse, washouse, machine 
shops, etc, are now practically finished and 
will be ready when required.

The output now is about eighty tons 
which by June next should reach about 
150 or 200. The mining is now all hand 
pick work, but as soon as the new electric 

; system, is completed the new electric air 
î compressor for the operation of the coal 
cutters will increase the output, in the 

| meantime a tamping compressor is being 
used.

When development work is finished on 
No. 21 and 22 «collieries they will have a 
combined output of about 800 tons a day.

ïn a paper read by Edward McCarthy 
before the Moncton board of trade on 
the early history of the place, the fol­
lowing appears:—

“In closing I wish to bring again to no­
tice the late Joseph Salter. After clos­
ing his shipbuilding business, he having 
full confidence in the natural resources of 
the country, turned his attention to the 
mountains of oil shale situated at Balti­
more in Albert county, on ithe opposite 
side of the Petitcodiac.from Moncton. He 
formed a company, erected a plant, and 
began extracting crude oil by the retort 
process and carried on a fairly good busi 
ness. At that time, there were no rail­
roads in this locality and all supplies had 
to be carried by teams. Coal for the re­
torts had to be drawn seven or eight 
miles, up the mountain a part of the way, 
which was very expensive. At this time 
companies were boring for oil in Petrolia 
and Pennsylvania, and when oil was struck 
in great abundance it was so cheap that 
the distilling of oil in this form was put 
out of business. The plant was closed and 
dismantled and all the material sold. The 
promoter left New Brunswick, went to 
Sydney, C. B., and carried on a ship 
broker’s business for many years. He 
passed away bqfc a few years ago, honored 
and respected by all who knew him.

While the shale deposits have lain cold 
in the earth these forty years, the idea 
of their value has been kept warm in the 
minds of earnest and far-seeing men who 
have in recent years been able to demon­
strate their worth. Through their efforts, 
Sir Wm. Mackenzie, of Mackenzie & 
Mann, has become interested in the busi­
ness and legislation has been secured 
whereby it is expected that these works 
will be re-opened soon, and history is 
about to repeat itself with newer meth­
ods and larger means, and under more 
favorable conditions.”
