ONE ROAD TO RUIN,
Interesting Evidence as to the Cone-

dition of the English Barmaids,
Lonpow, Dec. 1.—Before the royal labor
commission today Barrister Shortt sec-
retary of the committee to improve. the
condition of barmaids, said he estimat-
ted the number of barmaids in England
and Wales at 80,000, their average wages
being 10s. per week. On this sum they
are expecled to dress attractively. They
are occupied in their work on an
average, 14 hours per day. Frequently
they are made to sleep in unsanitary,
damp attics.
Many publicans refuse to employ any
barmaids, except such as they can fully
control—in other words, free from fam-
ily ties, or responsibilities and-disposed
to ‘consult the proprietors’ interest in
every way.

Hundreds of girls are-thus ruined,said
Mr. Shortt every year.

The ranks of the barmaids are recruit-
ed from the middle classes, and even
from the professional classes.
