There was a very full attendance of
the members of the Natural History Soci-
ety at their rooms last evening when Mr.
G. F. Matthew delivered an interesting
lecture on the Life and Works of the late
Prof. . Fred Hartt. The industry and
scientific skill of Prof Hartt were shown in
the beginning of his explorations near St.
John, chiefly in studying the plants and
insect remains of the Devonion rocks at
Lancaster. This was a far more com-
plete exploration than had before been
attempted in the maritime provinces;
and as an instance of its completeness
Mr. Mathew said that no new plants
had since been found in the Devonian
rocks studied by Mr. Hartt. His finding
of insects in the rocks made his fame

NEGATIVE WITNESSES.

SPELLMAN ANE MAHONY IN THE
CRONIN MURDER TRIAL.

The Former Tells a Different Story from
That He Told the Grand Jury—Mrs.
Farrar s Good Witness for the Siate
—Carrying the Trunk to the Caich

‘Basin.

Cmicaco, I, Nov. 4.—When District
Officer Spellman of the Clan-na-Gael was
before the grand jury he testified that
Dan Coughlin, whila in Peoria last win-
ter, applied a vile epithet to Dr. Cronin
and said heought to be killed. When
the same man wason the witness stand
today he declared that his previous state-
ment was not the truth, and that the
detective who is now on trial for his life
had said nothing of the kind. Mr. Spell-.
men was & queer witness. His conduct,
by his' own admissions, liasalso been
very queer. After. the dead body
of the doctor had -been found
| Mr: 8 n ‘was one'of the  first Irish-
man tocry for. juatice. He was conf-
dent that there had ‘been a conspiracy,
and in his zeal to avenge the murder he
said he would contribute $500 toward a
fund to defray the expenses of a search
for the assassins. He was careful tostate,
however, that the money would be forth-
coming only after the assassins had been
captured and convicted. He . sent. his
check for $100 to men who were conduct-
ing the search. Since then he has not
contributed a penny. When Mr. Spell-
man was summoned as a witness for the
state last week, he could not be found at
his home in Peoria. Nobody knew
where he was. It took a bench warrant
to bring him here, and then he came re-
luctantly, and, like all the stanch Clan-
na-Gaels, Mr. Spellman was an unwilling
witness. Theonly thing he did admit
that was of any interest to the state was
that he had seen Coughlin and Kunze in
Peoria. This showed that the detective
and the little German were intimate
with one another.

and the first place he visited, the prose-
cution drew out to day, was the office of
the notorious member of the triangle.
Nobody knows the nature of the conver-
sation which passed between: the two
men, but Mr. Spellman reluctantly ad-
mitted in his testimony to-day that the
next place he visited was the office of
the state’s attorney. It was then that
Mr. Longenecker first learned of the dis-
trict officer’s change of front.

Mr. Spellman,in his direct examination
to-day, at first declared that he did not
remember having a conversation with
Coughlin at all in Peoria, but being hard
pressed by the state’s attorney finally
admitfed that he had talked over the
Irish trouble in Chicago with the detec-
tive, but denied that the prisoner had
applied an epithet to Dr. Cronin or ex-
pressed an opinion that might be con-
strued as being hostile to the patriot.
He explained his failure to contribute
the remaining $400 of his contribution by
the strange declaration that he had no
faith or confidence in the treasurer of
the committee conducting the search for
the assassins. He had no hesitation in
declaring, however, that, when the right
men were caught and convicted, he
would present the committee with the
balance of his subscription.

During the examination of the witness
three letters which passed betwen him
and Senior Guardian Beggs were read.
They proved as valuable to the defence
as to the state, and showed if anything,
that the senior guardian was a valiant
champion of peace and unity among the
warring camps in Clicago. The letters
of s to the district officer
nnmistakably referred to Dr. Cronin,
who had read the minority report of the
trial committee in his own camp, and
asked if the constitution of the order did
not contemplate some punishment for
such an offense, When the senior
guardian was not discussing the
grievances he dwelt at length upon the
strife being waged by both fa :tions, and
in one passage passionately declared
that there must be peace, iIf war was
necessary to secure it. Mr. Spellman’s
answer to one of these letters was
patriotic, but gave no remedy for Dr.

The catch basin where the body was
found is only half a mile from the spot
where officer Way challenged the
murderers.

It is maintained by the state the con-
spirators were about to hurl the body in-
to the lake when they were surprised by
the night watchman. Becoming thor-
oughly frightened they hurried away and
dumped the corpse into the catch basin.
Officer Smith again saw tha rig an hour
later at Diversey and Clark streets. The
trunk was then gone and the horse with
the three men on the seat was travelling
rapidly toward the city. Officer Hayden
also saw them at the same point.

The case will be resumed to-morrow
morning, notwithstanding the election.
