THE ENERY WITHIN OUR GATES,

The bitter hostility of the Globe to the
interests of St. John has been frequently
the subject of remark in our columns.
The editor of the Globe hates not only
Canada and the British flag, but the
province in which he has lived for more
than thirty years and the city which has
sent him as a representative to Parlia-
ment. Whatever is likely to benefit St.
John meets with his instant condemn-
ationpwhatever is likely to take trade
away from this city meets with his
approval. Nothing has in times past
given Mr. Ellis more satisfaction than
the news that the Canadian Pacific com-
pany would make their terminus at
Boston or New York and not at St.
John. Nothing fills him with so much
malicious anger as anything that
seems to show that St. John is likely to
acquire that Canadian in transit trade
which will be of such great importance
to us. Some months ago the govern-
ment of Canada granted a subsidy to a
line of steamships to run from St. John
tothe West Indies and Demarara inSouth
America. A number of enterprising
gentlemen, natives and residents of this
province, took the contract and put their
money in this enterprise. It might have
been supposed that any man residing in
this city with a particle of patriotism in
his composition would have looked with
favor on this enterprise and given it his
best wishes. Bnt Mr, Elhs, frcm the
first has given it his firmest op-
position. Yesterday he wrote and
published =an article ‘the object of
which was to show that the line to the
West Indiss was not likely to be a suc-
cess, because it was not being used by
the people of the Upper Provinces to any
great extent. Theidea that this line, so
essential to the prosperity of St. John,
was likely to fail filled the evil mind of
the editor of the Globe with rapture and
cast a radiant glow of delight over his
entire editorial page. We are glad to
know, however, that the evil prophesies
of this enemy of St. John are not likely
to be fulfilled and that the owners of the
West India line are not discouraged.
The enterprise is young and its possibil-
ities are great, and it will be a success
despite the malicious enmity of John
V. Ellis.

LITTLE RASTUS WIMAN.

Little Rastus Wiman is not lacking in
what is termed gall, whatever other
qualities he may possess. In an inter-
view with a newspaper reporter the other
day he thus outlined his political pro-
grgmme :—

It isany deliberate intention that, in-
stead of taking a vacation this year, I
will next year take two holidays, and
devote moat of the summer to the cam-
paign in anticipation of the general
election in Canada. I R ‘opose 10 purchase
a pair of horses at Windsor, opposite
Detroit, and, driving through Ontario
and Quebec, make 100 speeches in 100
different localities, ending my journey in
Montreal. If I am not able within that
time to convince the Canadians of the
advantages_that will result from the
closest possible intimacy with the United
States and secure the triumph of the
Liberal party my labor willbe in vain.
As in a certain sense representing a
million Canadians, who have received a
welcome 80 unstinted in this country, I
consider the greatest achievement of a
somewhat busy life would be the obliter-
ation of at least the trade barrier that
now lies between these two great
countries.”

Little Rastus claims to have been born
in Canada, but he is and has been for
many years a resident of Staten Island
in the State of New York. He claims to
be still a British subject, but every per-
son knows that all hig,interests are in
the United States and not in Canada.
As a political speaker in a Canadian elec-
tion campaign, Little Rastus, is therefore,
simply an intruder and his attempt to
force his views on the people of Canada
is merely an impertinence. He comes
forward as the champion of the Canadian
Liberals, but he does so simply because
he believes many of them to be favor-
able to annexation. It is not improbable
that before Little Rastus completes his
one hundred speeches he will be adorned
with a handsome coat of feathers fasten-
ed on with tar of an extremely sticky
quality.

No less authority than the Duke .of
Wellington is said to be respensible for
the statement that the battle of Waterloo
was won on the play grounds of the public
schools.

It was
the intention to make the test with
genuine dynamite shell, but a fish
constable, who feared that the explosion
of great quantities of the terrible stuff
would kill the fish, got out an injunction
against its use. So it was necessary to
substitute an equal weight of sand in the
shells for explosive. A preliminary shot
with a wooden projectile was first fired.
A cigar shaped log about eight feet wide
and 15 inches in diameter was sent from
the gun when pointed at an elevation of
30 degrees. It went sailing into the
air toa mountain height, whirling
and twisting in its flightt Its
progress was followed by the eye with
the greatest ease as it described a vast
parabolic curve and dropped into the
river with a great splash about a mile
away. Then a regulation eight-inch
steel projectile was fired. This was a
cigar-shaped steel and copper shell, sev-
en feet long, which, when loaded with
150 pounds of dvnamite (sand in this
case), weighed 339 pounds. The projec-
tile made a far greater flight than the
log. It occupied 21 seconds. The
last shot with an eight-inch pro-
jectile was the most successful of all.
Less pressure was used, and much better
results were obtained. The initial pres-
sure of the final shot was 876 pounds,
and the final pressure 745 pounds. The
shell mounted higher than auy of the
others and flew farther.
