There 
ate a good many farms in the Valley of the 
Miramichi possessing a light, early soil» 
free from atone and easily worked, whicli 
can be made to grow any crop by using 
manure. These are now so distant from 
a market that those occupying them do 
not busy themselves with raising vege­
tables, poultry, &o., for market. For 
these one requires a market near home. 
If the farmer has to drive 40 miles to 
market, his little load is eaten up before 
he gets home. Build a railroad and you 
Will find purchasers at every station. I 
need hardly name the amount of traffic 
which the great cotton mill of our distin­
guished citizen, Mr. Gibson, will bring to 
the Intercolonial, as well as to the Mira­
michi Valley Railway, or the impetus 
which it will give to the production of 
farm produce along the lino of the Mira­
michi Valley. If this road tie not con- 
strueted, no supplies for the sustenance of 
the numerous operatives to be employed 
there will be drawn from the Miramichi 
Valley. Build this road and the products 
of Northumberland will find hero ready 
purohasehi.

More important, however,than all this is 
the position that the Miramichi Valley 
holds as the connecting link between the 
fisheries of the Gulf of St. Lawrence and 
the Bay of Chaleur and the market for 
these fish, which is in the United States. 
You are aware that a railroad from the 
Intercolonial, at or near Bathurst, to Caro? 
quet or Shippt'gan, has been subsidised by 
both Local and Dominion Governments. 
When this has been built and the Mirami- 
chi Valley completed, and the St. John 
bridged at Fredericton, the whole Bay of 
Chaleur will have direct communication 
with Gloucester, Mass,, the great fishing 
town of the Eastern States, Will not 
some of these Gloucester fishermen invest 
some of their capital in Gloucester, New 
Brunswick ? and will not the terminus of 
this road at Shippegan harbor become a 
great fishing ''town, where the fishermen 
will bring their fish—even from Labrador 
and Newfoundland—to a market, where 
they can come for a fishing outfit! Will 
not eventually fish be brought from the 
Labrador coast by steam ? I may hero 
mention that the catch of fish in 1882 in 
Rcstigouche was of the value of $47,373.70; 
Gloucester, $724,587-56; Northumberland, 
$249,809.48; Kent (from Escuminao to 
Richibucto), $164,381.25; total, $1,186,- 
241.99. These great fishing districts 
should have the most direct route to Mo- 
Adam for their products, which would be 
by the Miramichi Valley route ; and it 
would be the greatest injustice to compel 
all of their products which were to be mar­
keted in the United States to be carried 
so great a distance out. of their way merely 
in order that they should cross the River 
St. John near that city.

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X"x.Last week the Advocate, referring to 

the late meeting in Fredericton to con­
sider the subject of the Valley Rail­
way, gave what purported to be an out­
line of a speech made by Mr. Edward 
Jack. Among other things the Advo­
cate said

“ Mr. Jack explained that an effort was 
being made by St 
Miramichi Valley Railway from Black- 
ville past the head of Grand Lake to 
Apohaqui and leave Fredericton out in 
the cola. ”

At the time, we had no full report of 
the Fredericton Railway meeting at 
hand and it did not occur to us that 
the Advocate and those who are work­
ing with it against the Railway would 
go so far as to untruthfully attribute 
the above to Mr. Jack. We, therefore, 
accepted the statement as made, chal­
lenged it as one without any founda­
tion in fact, and said Mr. Jack should 
justify or withdraw it. We received a 
note from Mr. Jack, enclosing a report 
of his remarks, as given ’by the Capi­
tal and which he says is correct. He 
says he did not make the statement at­
tributed to him and a perusal of his 
speech will show that he was misrepre­
sented by the Advocate. What that 
paper or its friends in the railway ob­
struction business hope to gain by such 
tacties it is not easy to determine, as 
they ought to realise that the question 
is one now so near a solution that 
misrepresentation and sophistry have a 
poor chance against the solid facts in 
favor of the Company’s declared plans, 
backed by the weight of the important 
interests involved.

“ HOW RX-8VRVRYOR-GENBRAL ADAMS 

AND IIIS FRIENDS CAPTURED THE 
N. W. MIRAMICHI.”

Anticipating the Judgments of the 
Courts.^Valuable Fishing Privileges 
sold for a song.—The Province badly 
Fleeced”
The article is as follows,—
The Hon. Michael Adams held the 

office of surveyor-general of the Province 
of New Brunswick from July 13th, 1878, 
until 26th Feb. 1883. Before that time, 
and during that time he was a resident 
of Newcastle, on the Miramiohi River, in 
the county of Northumberland, and still 
resides there. While Mr. Adame wae at 
the head of the Crown Land department, 
certain blocks of ungranted lande, cover­
ing numerous valuable salmon pools on 
the North West Branch of the Miramichi, 
were applied for by certain residents of 
Northumberland County, were advertis­
ed in the ltogal Gaxette over the signature 
of the Hon. Surveyor General, and in due 
course were sold and granted. •

While this wae being done, *and the 
public domain was thus being disposed of 
tor a mere song, the Supreme Court of 
New Brunswick and the Supreme Court 
of Canada were busied in the settlement 
of the vexed question of riparian rights. 
The more the matter ca.ne to be evusid- 
ered, the more evident it was becoming 
that the strong aide of the eaee wae with the 
the ripariaus,aud the stronger accordingly 
was growing the anxiety all round to çet 
in on some of the eligible rivers while 
there was a ohanoe. It was thus, that 
certain parties in the county of Northum­
berland who were wise in their genera­
tion and who had “ marked down ” sun­
dry bita of water not too far from home, 
boldly went in under tyr. Adams’ admin­
istration and sought to secure all the de­
sirable fishing privileges on the north­
west branch of the Miramiohi. So well 
it turned out, had these astute Northum­
brians laid their plans, ьо thoroughly 

у informed as to the precise 
course to be taken, so exact was their 
knowledge of the localities treated for, 
that in not one single instance did a hitch 
in the business occur, and when they were 
done there did’nt remain a single solitary 
pretext for any succeeding Government to 
luoludo in their schedule of available sal­
mon streams the slightest reference to the 
Northwest Miramichi. And so it came 
about that six grants containing 865 acres, 
costing $763, forever closed out all pro­
vincial rights on waters which the Hon. 
Michael Adams, ex Surveyor-General of 
New Brunswick, talks so cheerily about 
as “ our river, " and to which he so hos­
pitably invitee his friends each year to 

. . . .. , . . join him for a season’s salmon fishing.
Л alley Railway in an international point. / with every_reason to believe that euoh 
of view as part of the^bnnecting link be-] rights would soon be of great value, the

administrator of the Crown Lauds bartered 
them away fur a "mess of pottago.” 
Trite ted with provincial ecouritiee to 
guard and~proteot them, ho made the way 
easy for his intimates and friends to lay 
eager hands upon them ; and facilitated 
by orders in Council the spoliation of the 
public domain. The following statement 
will show how this was accomplished :— 

On Jan. 23, 1880, one Charles Sargeant, 
of Chatham, applied at the Crown Land 
Office for 100 acres of land at a certain 
poiut on tho Northwest Miramiohi, and on 
tho day following tho order of survey wae 
made. . Five days subsequently, with mar- 
vellous expedition, Deputy Surveyor Fish 
returned a survey of the land applied for 
and in the most opportune way lie had eo 
run the lines that they^oovered a nice 
stretch of salmon wuterT'cxtendmg in 
length some 25 chains. Without any un­
due loss of time this lot wae advertised, 
sold and bid in by one Robert It. Call, of 
the aforesaid Newcastle, himself a right 
good sportsman and “Jolly good fellow." 
Thu amount paid by Mr. Call for thie 
block of 100 acres was at the rate of 80 
cunts per acre.

Nov. 9, 1880, Mr. Allan J. Ritchie, of 
Newoastle, felt an itching for a couple of 
hundred acres next to his friend Call, and 
in January, 1881, became the fortunate 
pooxossor of ^00 acres of well-watered 
wilderness for the sum of $160. A no­
ticeable peculiarity about this transaction 
is shown by tho record1, as it appeare 
therefrom that there wae no annoying de- 
lay in waiting for surveys to bo ordered 
and made, the very block wanted having 
been, by a stroke of good luck, actually 
surveyed previously, thus showing the ad­
vantage to l>e derived from the employ­
ment of offleere keenly alive to their 
duties.

In the fall of 1881 this same Mr. Allan 
Ritchie, uo doubt feeling pretty well sat­
isfied over the previous little transaction 
in wild land and wilder waters, bespoke 
again for 200 acres, and as it wasn’t worth 
while spreading his property all over the 
country ho selected a block adjoining hie 
last purchase, and with such rare luck and 
discretion that th« Northwest Branch 
emerged at one angle of hie lots В and C, 
and entered at the' adjacent angle of hie 
lots b & K and then meandered most 
skillfully diagonally across into an angle 
of his friend Call’e property. Time went 
200 more acres of looks, trees and espe­
cially water for another $160.

At this time of course, the Hon. Sur­
veyor GemTral, the custodian of the orowu 
lands, hadn’t the slightest idea of such 
doings ! How could ha be expected tu 
know that hi* neighbor*, friend* and 
tomuee were up to euuh snuff ! And at 
any rate what odds about a few paltry 
500 ncr e which lay along^fc^apids, 
ewiils and sinuosities of a nieKjfl^tain 
torrent ! Surely he couldn’t be uxpSoted 
to її ft bund to euoh email beer. And eo 
while Jupiter nodded wicked m<M#J* 
went on with their little game* and our 
friend, Mr. Robert R. Call, again took a 
hand, ami this time, March 1881, it wa* 
an odd bit of just 125 acres he wanted. 
jVith a perversity which eeeme only 

Ao attach to salmon rivers, thie Northwest 
struggled right through from end to end of 
tliis wry piece of property so fancied by 
Mr. Call,until it actually lookodM though 
the Surveyor had done hiu^Mre 
wrong and had given him nearly all water 
and very little land. Especially did thie 
seem the more unfair aa just at thie junc­
ture the Government had jumped the 
price from 80o. to $1 per acre.

Nov. 14, 1881.—Mr. Arthur Davidson 
had caught tho fever for a piece of the 
Noi thwest, ami had in his eye a neat bit 
of some 140 acres just where the Moun­
tain brook joins the main rtv4r. Now 
what happoned to Mr. Davidson we do

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V)John to divert the" 4In order that our readers maÿ the 
better understand where it is propos­
ed by the Northern and Western 
Railway Company to locate the line 
of the Miramichi Valley Railway be­
tween Bartholomew River and the 
Intercolonial, we make room in this 
issue for a map of the Miramichi 
district extending from the lower 
portions of Chatham and Newcastle 
parishes to Blackville upper line—a 
length of over forty miles and of a 
sufficient width to show a large por­
tion of country,both north and south 
of the two great branches of the Mir­
amichi. The lines followed by the 
Engineers in 1876 and also m 1883, 
when making trial-surveys for a 
north-side route, are laid down accu­
rately and the position of the now 
famous Wilson’s Point well-defined.

Wilson’s Point with the name of a 
deep water terminus. With the ex 
ception of $ narrow channel there— 
which is not wide enough to admit 
of a vessel turning—the water sim­
ply covers a large acerage of flats, 
where a scow would hardly float at 
low tide. The channel approaching 
the Point, as shown by the Admir­
alty Chart and known to all our 
steamboat men, is narrow, crooked 
and but nine feet deep at low water 
at its shallowest part. These well- 
known facts at once show that Wil­
son’s Point is not in an}' way fit for 
a deep water terminus. In any case, 
a portion of the Intercolonial Rail­
way must be run over in order to 
enable Valley traffic to reacli New­
castle by rail, so such traffic might 
as well go from Chatham Junction as 
from “Derby Siding,” especially when 
the junction with the Chatham rail, 
way will secure the independence of 
the whole line from the St. John 
River at the one end to its Minxmi- 
chi terminus at the other.

Tho people of the County have, 
by petition, pronounced unmistake- 
ably in favor of the route as above 
laid down.

1 own interests in the matter were 
prevented from having an opportuni­
ty to sign the petitions and, yet, over 
72 per cent, of the actual ratepayers 
of the County appeared by petition 

t before the Legislature asking toft-lie 
passing of the amendment to the 
Subsidy jfLct which will give the 
Company the power to build to Clyt- 
ham Junction.

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tween New York and the mouth of tho 
Miramiohi. According to Wilkinson the 
distance from Halifax to Cape Race is 463 
miles; from Miramiohi to that point, by 
the same authority, the distance is 492 
miles. Now the distance from MoAdani 
Junction to Halifax is 3624 miles ; Mo- 
Adam Junction to the Month of the Mira­
miohi, 2014 miles ; difference in favor of 
the Miramichi route, 161 miles. From 
this 161 milee deduct 29 miles ; dietauce 
saved from New York to Liverpool by 
taking Miramiohi as a port of departure 
instead of Halifax, 132 miles. Should 
wo select Shippegan and take the Straits 
of Belle Isle, the distance would bo yet leas.

Mr. Jack here gave a description 
of tho scenery of the Bay Chaleur aud 
•urrounding country, with a sketch of its 
historical associations so glowing and elo­
quent that we regret greatly that lack of 
space prevents us from giving it in full. 
After pointing out the wonderful advan­
tages of the country as a watering place, 
he said : This lovely country, so bathed 
in beauty and eO full of historic nsoocin- 
tions, is hereafter to bcoomo the summer 
resort of our republican neighbors, here 
they will Лте to empty thoii pockets 
and replenish their health aa soon as the 
Government of the Dominion of Canada, 
in its desire to aid the farmers, fishermen 
and lumbermen of five of the most flour­
ishing counties of New Brunswick, shall 
have given such assistance towards the 
construction of the Miramiohi Valley 
Railroad aa will have enabled it to pass 
from a thing in expectation to ono of 
reality.

Mr. J. S. Neill seconded the resolu­
tion and said influential men of St. 
John were making an effort to have tho 
road diverted from Blackville to tho 
head of Grand Lake.thenoe by the Cen­
tral to St. John. It ia quite evident, 
however, that this gentleman had been 
stuffed for the occasion. At all events, 
his absurd assertion did not seem to 
have much weight attached to it by 
anybody, although the Newoastle paper 
was dishonest enough to say Mr. Jack 
wns guilty of uttering the convenient 
invention.

Geo. F. Gregory, Esq., spoke of tho 
great advantages which wouM bo de­
rived by various parts of the Province 
from its construction, and tho strong 
support that it would receive from tho 
repraibntatives of tho several counties, 
as well as from P. E. Island, the trade 
of which it would largely command.

1 He strongly advised the people at this 
end of the lino not to interfere with the 
disputes about its course along the 
lower Miramichi.

Mr. Inches made a very full and ex­
plicit statement of the circurastaucos 
connected with the remarkable action

Before the resolutions were put, Mr. 
Jack asked leave to make some remarks, 
He said ; The Miramichi Valley Railroad, 
passing up the Nashwaak and down the 
Miramichi, will traverse a fertile country 
as well as oue rich in lumber, for the 

fbanke or shores of both of these streams 
represent the best land in their respective 
districts ; as you recede from the river val* 
leys, the laud becomes much poorer, with 
the exception ou that part of this route 
lyiftg between the Nashwaak at Cross 
Creek and the Miramichi near Boiestown, 
where the proposed line of railway runs 
along the southern side of one o€ the most 
fertile districts in New Brunswick, nine- 
tenths of which j yet forest-covered. 
This belt iseigl.ven or twtiîtv miles 
long Here and eight or ten wide. Ils fu­
ture prosperity depends upon the construc­
tion of this railway. The proposed road 
touches the Sout 
near Boiestown.
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TherXave more than a 

million of Acs of timber land on this 
river and its branches above Boiestown. 
On this great country grow vast quanti­
ties uf cedar and other woods, which, 
when brought to Boiestown by water, can 
be there loaded on the cars aud carried by 
rail to the different towns in the Eastern 
States. Sleepers are worth three cents 
per sleeper more on the railway cars than 
when piled on the wharf at Boston. There 
is cedar enough growing on the South­
west Miramichi to keep a railroad em­
ployed for j-ears in hauling it to market. 
In order to show of what value cedar is 
becoming, I may mention that last season 
cedar sleepers were loaded on the cars 
s »uth of Dalhonsic, they were then hauled 
Ьз1 the Intercolonial freight trains up the 
St. Liwrence, and thence carded by other 
roads to Portland, Maine. Below Boies- 
town, on the. various branches of the 
South-west between that place and the 
Intercolonial, there were cut in the win­
ter af 1883, on the Crown lands, more 
than thirty-four million feet of spruce aud 
pine logs. Now the hay, oits, pork, 
flour, etc., consumed in the work of get­
ting these logs must be hauled by horses 
aud sleds a distance along the highway of 
from 20 to 50 miles, the men must walk 
or be hauled this diataucu going in and 
out; and when the time for river driving 
begins, the drivers must be hauled. These 
men and horees have also to be fed, and 
should the camp get short of any kind of 
supplies, a man and team must be sent 
out to Fredericton or Newcastle, whereas 
were this road running, they would have 
to go merely to the nearest station. I 
have consulted with some of my lumber­
ing friends, and we have come to the con­
clusion that the construction of this road

in all, $10,500 sax’ed to the Miramichi 
lumbermen on tho item of portaging 
alone.
