test 707, are successful ; there are 65 slum
posts, 101 labor factories and 12 prison gate
homes.

Induction of Rev. Duncan Henderson
to the Pastorate of St. Andrew’s
Church, Chatham.
The service in connection with the induc-
tion of Rev. Duncan Henderson, late of Blue
Mountain, Pictou, N. 8., into the pastoral
charge of St, Andrew’s Presbyterian charch,
Chatham, took place on Tuesday evening.
There was a full congregation, including &
large representation of the clergy of the
Presbytery, viz:—
Wm. Aitken of Newcastle,
D. Fraser, Kingston,
A. F. Carr, Campbellton,
D. Maskiatosh, Douglastown,
W. R. Calder, Loggieville,
Dr. Brace, Tabusintac,
T. G. Johastone, retired,
J. D, Marrdy; Redbank,
A. F. Robb, Doaktewn,
Geo. Fisher, Dalhousie,
&. F. Thomson, Bathurst,
J. M. Sutherland, New Carlisle,
James Murray, retired,
J. K. McClure, Harcourt,
Rev. A. Bowman of New Glasgow; Rev.
L. Jack, of Richibucto and Rev. R. Fal-
coner of Australia were present as corres-
ponding members of this presbytery.
Rev. Mr. Aitken presidcd and the service
began with a brief prayer by Rev. Mr.
Fraser, and the singiog of a selection from
the 68:h Psalm,Miss Edgar presiding at the
organ.
Rev. Mr. Fraser also read from lst chap-
ter of Colossians, and offered the induction
prayer. The ehoir sang the 49th Lhymao, and
the induction sermon was preached by Rev.
Mr. Fraser, his text being from lst Colos-
sians, 28th and 29th verses. It was
an able and very appropriate discourse,
setting forth the -duties, purposes and
methods of the Christisu ministry, its
leading thoughts being that the minister
should preach Christ—not philosophy, not a
body of doctrine, not an abstraction, not aa
historical being, but the liviog, present
Christ of to-day, the Christ who should be
in the Christian as his guide and the pattern
of his life, The Cross—Christ crucified—
should be the central idea of preaching.
Reference was made to the fanlt of some
congregations, who expected too much of
their minister in the way of visif€tions and
other work. They forgot that” he was but
one man. Preaching being/his great duty,he
must have time to prepare \for it if he was
$o do it effectually. Dwelling on the univer-
sality of Cnrist’s work, Mr. Fraser said that
in preaching Him the might taks
in many questions of morals or politics, and
while preaching was his first- duty, he
should also make the devotional parts of
the services ae full and interesting as possi-
ble. He should not be a priest. They had
no altar save that in their hearts. Members
of the congregation must avoid takiog offense,
bscause vhey might not approve of all the
minister did or did not do, snod absenting
themselves - from the Lord's house. The
minister must deliver his message plainly
and faithfully, and blessed is the congrega-
tion whase pastor is gifted as a preacher.
The minister must warn and ‘teach ; he
must be specific in his teachings and unot
merely deal in generalities. He quoted the
saying of s writer who liked to hear
the preacher who hammered at and hewed
him, so that he could realise his smaliness
and faults. Men still need to be warned and
admonished. It should, however, be done
jodiciously and prudently, The minister
should teach., It was said of some ministers,
— “He’s grand to gather in the sheep, but
poor at keeping them when he gets them in.
He should feed them.”
The presenting of every maa -perfect, re.
ferred to in the text, was that portion of
the minister’s duty which looks beyond this
life, to the Judgment, where his work will
be tested. He must work as one who must
account there for his flock, whom he will
present, aud the congregation must remem-
ber their minister’s responsibilities and
judge him in view of them.
The address closed with a reference to
the late Dr. Neil McKay and the loss pres-
byterianism had sustained in bis death,
The choir sang hymu 460.
Rev. Mr. Calder narrated the steps which
led up to the call of Rev. Mr. Henderson,
Rav. Mr. Aitken then put the usual ques-
tions to the new pastor, which being duly
responded to, he offered the induction prayer,
after which he gave him the right hand of
fellowship, welcoming him to the pastoral
charge of St. Andrew’s, other clergymen
present doing the same.
Rev. Mr, Mclutosh addressed the minis.
ter. He opened by sayiog that the sermon
they had just heard covered the ground and
points he intended to go over and make, so
his address would be brief. He then pro-
ded to discnss the duty of the minister

b of the ch in his p lity.

The
farmers who eongregate to listen to practical
men, who have confidence in agriculture,
become enthused with new life. They
catch the spirit of enthusiasm and get a
glimpse of their own possibilities.

He said Pictou was the core of presbyterian-
ism in the Maritime Provinces and he felt
that the new pastor was capable and effi-
cient. He referred to the late Rev. Dr.
Neil McKay and the loes presbyterianism
bad sustained through his death. Dr. Mo-
Kay was a good pastor, while he also work-
ed for the church at large. The contem-
plation of such work as his gave broad views
and impressed presbyterians with the idea
that they belonged to & wide church.

It was for St. Andrew’s congregation fo
follow their pastor, as he would lead them to
larger riews of the church and its purposes.
Their prospests to-night were bright and
their future much in their own hands apd
they would, no doubt, become marked in
their power as & congregation.

MINUTE.
It is with feelings of deep regret we, as a
Presbytery, record the death of our reverend
brother, the Rev. Neil McKay, D. D. j
He began his wministry over forty-five
years ago in Murray Harbor, P. E. I, After
afew years’ labor in this field, he was
teanslated to St. David’s church in the city
of St. John ; here his ministry continugd
some thirteen years, and for the next twelye
years, he was minister of Summersids,
P E-I. In these charges which he sug-
vessively occupied, his labors were attended
with abundant success.

Maoy a herd battle did he fight in this
cause, He was well known thronghout
these lower provinces as aan unfiinching
opponent of the manifold evils and miseries
of intemperance,

A Remarkable Case and Remarkable
Decision.

The pursuit of ald. R. Flanagan by the
Scott Act organizition has been at last re-
warded to the satisfaction of that combina-
tion, a conviction as for a third offence being
obtained from pulice magistrate Niven on
Friday last. It appears that as soou as ald.
Flanagan nominated the present police
magistrate of Chatham for that office,and the
Town Council had approved of him after vot-
ing not to recommend the late activg magis-
trate for the position, it was determined by
the Scott Act party that, the Flanagans
were to be convicted of violations of the act
if possible. Mr. Thomas Flanagan of the
Adams House—sld. Flanagan’s brother—
was first proceeded against for « third
offence, the information being laid in New-
castle, before police magistrate Niven, No
evidence on which a conviction conld be
justified wae taken by the court, but the
prosecution made all the scandal they could
“in connection with the summoning of persons
whom they wished to besmirch with the
odigm of being concerued ia the violation of
“the'law. They then eettled the case without
a trial, the Newcastle police magistrate
permitting Messrs. Donald Morrison of
Newcastle and Wm. Kerr of Chatham to
have the accused before them and they,
siter being eatisfied. as prosecuting counsel
Murray said, that the circumstances were
of such a pailiating character that they
would let the matier be settled by a plea of
guilty and -payment of a fine, had Mr.
Niven so instructed, and the accused, instead
of being convicted of a third offence, as
charged, was put in for two first offences, in
order that the costs might be increased.

We state these facts to show the methods
of these gentlemen. Of course, Mr. Flanagan
couldn’t complain, as he was at the mercy
of the combination, who would not scruple
to withold their ‘‘intervening” forces, if he
did not “pay up and look pleasant.”

Very soon after the foregoing transaction
they proceeded against ald. R. Flanagan—
about the latter part of April—for a third
offence. They had learned thata bottle of
brandy had been obtained from ald. Flaoa-
gan’s clerk some time between the Christmas
holidays aod 12th February last. It was
gotten by one woman for auother, and the
circumstances warranted the belief that asa
party interested in working revenge upon
ald. Flanagan in conunection with the police
magistrate matter was a frequent. visitor at
the house to which the brandy. was takenm,
and was there on that particular occasion,
the channel through which the bottle was
traced to ald. Flanagan’s clerk was no great
mystery. ILwas on this transaction that
Mr. Flanagan was proceeded against.

Almost a8 soon as the information was
Iaid, the woman who had procured the
brandy left town. The young man who was
in the house to which it was taken also got
away, and it was conjectured that whiie the
former did not wish to give evidence of the
circumstances under which she obtained the
liquor as much in the interest of the house
party as of the accused, the latter was ex-
ceedingly fearful lest he might be questioned
under oath a3 to what he knew and how
much he had told to assist the prosecution.
It was under these circumstances that the

The leading idea in connection with this
case is the question as to what has become
of Mesers. Morrison of Newecastle and Kerr
of Chatham; who appear to have the power
with the Scott Act authorities of consider-
ing “palliating circamstances,” and why
they did not intervene to save Ald. Flanagan
from the odium of conviction whon, even
according to Police Magistrate Niven, he
was only technically guilty. It Mr. Flana-
gan, or any other person, sells liquor in
violation of the 1aw, he oughs to be fined or
ivaprisoned as the act provides, but it is &
cruel injustice to convict one in ald. Flana-
gan’s position, especially when the penmalty
is imprisonment, on such testimony as that
which was given in this case.

case was tried and although many wit
were examined, the case being adjourned
from time to time, no witness could be found
who had made any purchase of liquor at the
defendant’s store.  Finally, the case was
dismissed. :
An information was then laid against ald.

Fianagan which coveied the date of 12th

February, which date was included in the

information in the former proceedinge, and

it was kept quiet for soveral weeks, when

proceedings uuder it were pushed forward.

The woman who had procured ‘the brandy

from ald. Flanagan’s clerk, had meantime

returned to Chatham and the Iaspector had

had interviews with the woman who had

furnished the money which the clerk was

paid for it. Theclerk and these two women

were brought forward and gave testimoay.

The purchaser stated that she had bought

the brandy from the clerk,. but believed it
was on a date long prior to that covered by the
information—12th Feby. 8he thought, to
the best of her knowledge and belief that it
was in Decemher or January. The clerk

also admitted the sale, but gave evidence in

respect to the date similar to that of the

purchaser, The other witness, however,

who had posted the inspector with her version
of the whole transaction, swore that it
took place on the 12ch February, und give
reasons in connection with other incidents
in her household, which fixed the date in
her mind,

The police magistrate took some time to
consider as to whether he would put ald.
Flanagan on his defence, and finally did so.
Mr. Flanagan then weunt forward himself
and swore that he had #1ld no liquor within
the three months named in the information,
nor had he any liquor for sale during that
petiod. He had imported two cases of mix-
ed liquors before Christmas, with which to
treat his friends during the holidays and re.
tained part of it in his store until about 11th
January, when he seot all of it tc his house
excepting a bottle and a half, which he had
in his desk. If his clerk had made a sale of
liquor he had done it in violation of his
positive instructions to the contrary. On
Mr. Murray asking whether he could swear
his clerk might not have had liquor belong
ing to him in the store and sold it as alleg-
ed, ald. Flanagan said he,of course, could not
swear as to that. The clerk might have stol-
en a bottle from the cases and concealed it
in a barre] of beans or some similar place,
but he did not believe he had done so, as
he had been with higa three years and he
always found him trustworthy.

R. A. Lawlor, Exq. and Sam. Thomson,
Eeq., Q. C. addressed the court on bebalf
of ald, Flanagan, pointing out the weakness
of the case made out by the prosecation, and
the fact that two witnesses placed the date
of the sale outside of the time included in
the information, while Mr. Flanagan him-
self had proved his entire innocence of any
knowledge of or complicity in the sale. It
was not possible, in any fair view of the
matter, for anyone to believe Mr, Flanagan
had violated the act.

Mr. Robert Murray, counsel for the pro-
secution, however, took quite a different
view and argued strongly for a comviction,

Police Magistrate Niven held that the sule
was proved, and while two witnesses were
merely of opivion that its date was not
within the time specified in the informasion,
snother had positively fixed the date within
that time, Mr. Flanagan must be held re-
sponsible for the act of his clerk, who was
proved to have sold the brandy, although
the clerk may have done so in violation of
his instructions not to sell. He must there-
fore find him guilty and sentence him to
jail for sixty daye.

Ald. Flanagaun said he would go to jail at
once, but the magistrate ssid he was "too
tired, just then, to make out the commit-
meat and Mr. Murray consented for the
