Our Winter-Fish Shipments.

We referred, in February, to the
large shipments of iresh . smelts and
tom-cods in December and January
from the two Chatham stations of the
Canada Eastern Railway, and as the
shipments of those fish are practically
closed for the season, we are now in a
position to give the totals for the
winter. Those since last report were
as follows :—

FOR FEBROARY AND A FEW DAYS IN MARCH.

Smelts from Loggieville Station, 1,321,190 Ibs,
Tom-cods, " " 31,640 «
Smelts from Chatham Station, 193,140 «
Tom-cods, 168,500 «

Total smelts and tom-cods, 1,714.470 «

There were, thus, more than 857 tons
shipped in February and March.. As
we stated in February, there were ship-
ped, in December and ‘January, over
1842 tons, so that the total of these
two kinds of fishes shipped per Canada
Eastern Railway for the winter was no
less than 2,700 tons,

The shipments of the above fish from
Newoastle station for December—the
only month whe. they were shipped
there—ware ‘216,720 Ds. or a little
wore than 108 tons.

An Important Subject.

The election for Mayor and Aldermen
of the Town of Chatham for the ensuing
year is to take place in a few daye. It
goes without saying that the p:ople of the
town are not satisfied with having the
important intecests involved in the hands
of the Council as at present constituted.

Its duties are performed in a very sip
shod manner. Its wembers, while wen
of good personal character, sre lirgely
unacqusinted with the work they under-
took a year ago to do. As aieslt, they
have, at times, becn induced, to practi-
c..lly stand aside and allow others, not in
any sense rep:esentative, but, rather,
interested men, to control things for them.
At their meetings there is a lack of
oontrol—a want of decision and precision
on the part of the Mayor, which has often
led to re-ults not in'the town’s interests.

This year, large uudertakings, involv
ing the expenditare of many thous-
ands of ‘dollars, are to b

will require close serutiny in behalf of the
people. Contiactors from outside, whose
chief 10terest it will be to make the most
money they can out of the work they are
undertaking to do, or the materials they
are to supply for our propised water and
sencrage syatems, will have to be dealt
with. It is important thit the best men
we have—the most experienced in dealing
with such mattcrs or who are ‘aceustomed
to0 affairs in a large way—should be the
Mayor aud Alderwen to represent Chat-
ham in this rel tionship. There nas been,
in the past, too much of a disposition
manifested to easily part with town
moneys. Some of the representatives we
have: had- at the couucil board~ bave
demonstrated 'the fact that “they are
prepared to vote the ratepayers’ money
away more freely and with less scrutiny
as to services performed or value given,
or the mnecessity for the expenditures,
than they would if they were dealing
with their own funds. The fear is that
the same laxity in this regard will be
continusd by the council, nnless more
experiendced men, with a fuller sense of
their r sponsibility, are placed at the
board. Uuless there is, therefore, an
improvement in this regard, there must
inevitably be much money spent in the
large undertakings upon which we ae
eotering, for which the paopls will not
get value. The subject ie one for the
serions consideration of the people
interested, regardless of small prejudices
or personal preferences.

That Caribou Case.

We had hoped that the prosecution
interest in the libe]l case brought by
Dr. Philip Cox against the editor of
the ADvANCE, would have allowed the
matter to drop, with the publication
we gave of the explanation which the
editor agreed %o make, It seems, how-
ever, that they have determined to
pursue Mr. Smith with the vindictive-
ness and falsehood usually manifested
in their local organs—the World and
Commercial, We bave no taste for
discussing these personal matters with
people who appear to have no regard
for the ordinary courtesies of life or
for truth, but, to place the posi-
tion of Mr. Smith definitely before
those of the publie who feel an interest
in the subject, we challenge contradic-
tion from any reputable person or
persons, over his or their own name, of
the facts that

1. The uegotiations for a settlement
“were opened by the prosecution side.

2. The explanation published in the
ADVANCE by Mr. Smith was, word for
word, and without any alteration or
suppression of anything, exactly as
agreed upon.

3. A proposition made by Dr. Cox,
which included an apology frow and
requirement for Mr, Smith to pay his
expenses, was promptly rejected as soon
as submitted to the latter.

4. Tne explanation accepted by the
prosecution was that assented to by
Mr. 83mith before Dr. Cox proposed his
subsequent one which Mr. Smith would
have nothing to do with.

5. The case was made a remanet on
Mr. Currie’s request, acting for Dr.
Cox, Mr. Smith being in Chatham at
the time and not having seen or com
municated with Mr. Currey from the
time he rejected the Cox proposal.

6. Neither before that time nor
since did Mr. Smith pay or promise to
pay any of Dr. Cox's expenses, even to
the value of one cent.

The editor of the World asserted on
Monday that he had authority for what
he published “in black and white,”
from Mr. Currey over that gentleman’s
signuture, We cannos believe that
Mr. Currey wrote anything of the kind
to -the editor of .the World. At all
events, we make the foregoing specific
statements at Mr. Smith’s dictation,
and he awaits to see the name of any

man who will take the responsibility

The funeral of the Jate venerable
Bishop Sweeney of 8:. John took plice
on Fiiday last and #as a most impr.ssive
pageaut. Lt was attended hy representa-
tive men of all clases from all parts of
the province, and thers were general
evidences of profound and since~e regret
over the public loss involved in the
distinguished prelste’s death. All the
sitting ‘and st«n ling room in the spacious
cathedral was filled to its utmost capacity
and there was still a great throng outside
who cculd not gain admittance.

His Lordship issued the following cir-
cular to the Rev. Clergy, Rel gious, and
Faithful Lai'y of the D ocese of Chatham,
DearLY BELOVED BRETHREN :—

Thie foregoing telegram from His Lord-
ship, BishopCasey, aunouncing the demise |
and date of funeral of his predecessor,
Bishop' Sweeney, claiims from us a few
words of serious reflection. Unable from
feeble health to be present in person, our
self, at the obsequies, we requested our
amiable Coadjutor, Bishop Barry, t) go,
and we directed our devoted Priest,
Father Joyner, Rector of our Cathedral
and Chancellor of the Diocese, to attend
the obsequies of the venerable deceased
Prelate, wh» had, in the early years of his
sacerdotal ministry, passed four of them as
Missionary Rector at Chatham, and then
Iater as Bishop of St. Johu, before that
Diocese was divided, governed Chatham
for some months until the installation at
Chatham of the new Bishop, st which
function Bishop Sweeney was the . cele-
brant of the solemn High Mass, while
Archbishop Connolly read the Papal
Briefs autgorising the new arrangements
which had been requnested hy all the Heir:
archy of the Ecclesiastical Province of
Halifax. On such occasions, also, the
various Priests who can make it conveni-
ent to assist, fail not to attend the sacred
Rite, especially in the case of such a Pre-
late, who left after him in every place
where he had ministered, the sweet odor
of an edifying and holy life.

But besides the official relations between
Bishop Sweeney as the former Pastor of
the Diocese of Chatham and its people,
th re ever existed a tie of fraternal and
reverential friendship between the Bshops
of both Dioceses which naturally extended
wmore or less to both Priests, Religious
Sistersand people. One incident at’ the
division of the Diocese of 8t. John, con
tinued its influence for ten yeurs and
tended to cause both Bishops to meet and
confer frequently ; it was the spiritual ad
ministration of Madawaska. Originally,
all that district of Madawaska, which is
in the State of Maine, was considered to
be a part of New Brunswick ; but by the
Ashburton Treaty, in 1842, the dispute
was settled hetween Great Britain and the
United States of America. This settle-
ment of the civil boundary did got, how-
ever, affect the ecclesiastical jurisdiction.
On the American side, it was arg;ued that
"as the phrase : *“State of Maine” was in-
cluded as a part of the Diocese of Port-
land, therefore that section of Madawaska
belonged, n its jurisdiction, othe Am ri
can Bishop. On the other hand, Mgr.
Connolly, Bishop of 8t. John, contended
that the phrase ** State of Maine” meant
uothing more in the latest Roman docu-
ment! erecting the Diocese of Portland
than it did in the earlier document erect-
ing the Diocese of Buston in the first de-
cade of this century ; for never is any
changeof spiritual boundary made without
due notification being sent by the com
petent authority to the parties intereste i;
hence, the Bishop of St. John continued,
like his predecessors, to govern spiritually
both sides of the River, such us had been
done by the Canadian Bishops before the
Ashburton Treaty. But when the Dio-
cese of Chatham was erected, the Ameri
can side of Madawaska was not affect d,
but left as before—a part of the Diocese of
St. John; and again, the state of the mis
sious containing settlers ou both sides of
the river, divided by transverse lines or
boundaries across the river, the settlers or
habitants having claims on the Church and
Church property on either side alternately,
a8 these were originally ordered—on une
side having their church and cemetery in
the State of Maine, while the next
Mission had its spiritua] centre in New
Brunswick ; while the people were all,
on both sides, of the same race or nation
ality and even of the same family,
Acadians or Canadians—this caused the
necessity of both Bishops mutually consult-
ing and thus interchanging visits respect-
ing the administration of Madawaska.
Finally, wten assembled at Rome for the
Vatican Council, at the inatance of the
Cardinal Prefect of Propaganda, the
Bishops of both sides of Madawaska con-
ferred and aocepted the division as it now
is, longitudinally along the river.

This peculiar difficulty of the Mada-
waska, and the fact that at tha' time,
before railroads were built, when there
was uo direct highway from Chatham to
Madawaska, the Chatham Bishop always
found it more convenient and expeditious
to go by muail-stage via Shediac and St.
John to Madawaska ; the visit to St. John
afforded opportunity to consult the seniop
Bishop, to report to himn and roceive his
advice, etc., on these occasions the kind,
fraternal sgirit. and amiable hospitality
of Bishop Sweeney and his Clergy and
Religious Sisters at St. John, ever en-
hanced the es'eem aud affection cherished
for him. While, on the other hand,
during his visits to Madawaska, to that

No. 8—That in the opinion of this com-
mittee Mr. Jobn Reid’s etallion meets their
view as to a peirfect draft horee, and they
wou!d recommend that the government use
all ¢ ble infl ible to have said
stallion kept in the province. |

SATURDAY, 30TH,

The house met at 3 o’clock.

Hon. Mr. Labillois io reply to Mr. John-
son, said that during the last few mouaths
the members for Kent county had been
press ng the department of public works to
erent a sidewalk in connection with the new
bridge at St. Louis. They have been sup-
ported by a petition nuaierously signed by
the inhabitants of 8t. Louis, Kent couaty.
Very careful consideration has been given
this matter. The length of the St. Louis
bridge is 1,000 feet, and when the depart-
ment came to consider the small number
of pedestrians who would use the sidewalk
and the cost of erection and maintenance, it
was decided that it wovld not be in the
public interest to build a sidewaik in connec-
tion with the long bridge.

Mr. Johuoson said he greatly regretted
that the government had arrived ab this
decision, There were few br.dges in the
province that had a larger passenger traffic
than the St. Louis bridge. He hoped the

further consideration.

Hon. Mr. Lab:llois said that the board of
educatiou, in pl cing the school house on the
north side of the rives, bad carried out the
epirit of ‘the act, the location of the school
house having been decided by the ratepayers.
A great many importsnt bridges in the
province were without sidewalis. As to
the coet of. the sidewalk being only $500,
thia did not agree with the estimate of the
board of works,

Mr O'Brien presented the petition of 8.
C. Satherland and 150 others, for the erec-
tion of a bridge across the Main South West
Miramichi. Thie petition, being contrary to
the 1ules of the house, was rejected.

Hoo. Mr. McKeown presented the report
of the municipalities committee, substitutiog
a new bill for Nu. 11, the bill to allow tax-
pavers of St. Joha who have no: piid their
texes to vote st civio elections. This
substitute bill plices the discussion of the
matter in the hands of ail the taxpayers of
8t, John, irrespective of whether their taxes
are paid or not, to be decided by a majority
vote prior to the lst of July mext. It also
makes provision for holding similar plebi-
cites in the other citiee and_towns of the
province on the requisition of 25 per cent. of
the ratepayers.

The house went into committee on the
bill to graut aid to the University of New
Branswick to pay for theéir science building.

Hoo. Mr. Tweedie stated that the sum
required was about $10,000, and it was pro-
posed by the bill to grant the sum of a
thousand dollars & year for 12 years. This
would give the college abont $10.000 and
would not add to the bonded indebtedness
of the province. Oue of the conditious of
the grant was that the senate should make
regulations for free tuition in the university
for two students each year, to be selected for
their aptitude for scientific work. The gov-
ernment was also empowered to attach other
conditions to the bill. While on his fect he
would refer to the bill for the ostablishment
of an sgricultural college for the maintime
provinces. The arrangement which had been
made with the government of Nuva Scotia
and P. E Island was that they shouid
establish an agricultural college. It would
be located in Nova Scotis, aod the province
would pay all capital expenditure required
for Luildings, ete. It was estimated that the
maintenance of the college would cost $10,-
000 a year, and of thissum New Bruneswick
would pay $4,000, with the seuding as
many students to the ocollege as it wished,
who shou!d receive free tuition. Students
would also be given board by woiking on
the farm. The course wou!d be shorter and
less ambitions thao that of the Gaelph Col-
lege, but he believed that it would be equally
efficient.

Mr. H.zsn supported this bill and would
not object to the proposition for the support
of the sgricultural school.

Mr. Copp did uot think that the University
of New Bruoswick bad done as much as it
ought to have done for the money it had re-
ceived; other colleges which received nothing
from the province were just as good as the
Univers ty.

Mr, Flemming combatted this idea and
concurred in the Government's proposition
as contained in the bill. He opposed aiding
an agricaltural school to be established out.

Hoo, Mr. Tweedie ssid that with regard
to what the member for Carleton had said
about the proposed grant to the agricultural
college,that by the three maritime provinces
uniting their «ffirts and resouroes, s better
agricultural college could be maintained,

A great number of bills agreed to duriog
the last few daye were read third time and
passed.

The bill to amend the act to invest the
property of the Madras school in the
Diocesan of Fredericton was considered in
committee of the whole and was supported
by Mr. Copp in & speech of considerable
length.

The sentiment oi the house being against
the bill, progress was reported,

The bill to provide for the establ shment
of district courts was agreed to, the Hn®
Attorpey Geoeral stating that the bill
would be priated in the statutes, but that it
would be brought into force only upun
proclamation of the Lieut. Governor, and
would oot be proolaimed uatil after the uvexs
session of the legislatu e. :

An evening session was held, when the bill
relating to the Victorian O:der of nurses and
the act amending the Geoeral Mining Aot
were agreed to. Hoo. Surveyor General
Dunn explained that the latter bi 1 provided
for a royalty on the coal expected to be
raised in Queens County, on the shale mined
in Albert County aud also ensbled J. (.
Calhoun, who had spent §30,000 in oconnec-
tion with the Biliimore Mining Co. to obtain
a license ou that pioperty.

Rill tu authorise certain of the inhabitants
of Richibucto to aseess themselves for light.
ing purposes, and Mr, Mott’s bill with refer-
enoe to rates and taxes were agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill to
amend the Liquor license Act of 1896. The
bill provides that license commirsioners shall
hold office for a definite vime; does away
with special beer licenses and raises the
license fee for bottlers who represent foreign
breweries to the same price as home brewers,
Mr. McKeown s bill to allow ratepayers to
vote, even thcugh their taxes are not paid,
was considered o committee and debated at
considerable length and upon the suggestion
of the Provincisl Secretary was withdrawn
to be reintroduced next session.

House adjourned at 10 45.
