Last night the Liberals of St. John 
city and county held their primaries 
as the first step toward the selection 
at Thursday night's convention of o 
candidate for the approaching elec­
tions. Everywhere in both city and 
county the primaries were well at­
tended and enthusiasm was wide­
spread. The Indications point to a 
sweeping Liberal victory in this consti­
tuency.

In the city the majority of the ward 
meetings were concluded early in the 
evening and speeches were few and 
brief.

In the county the meetings were 
more lengthy and addresses were de­
livered at many of them. The Fair- 
ville meeting was particularly well at­
tended and was very enthusiastic.
