" fully he used this key or authofity to
throw open the privileges of the king-
dem is clearly stated in t,ﬂe account of
the preaching done immediately after
the Holy Spirit was peured out.

is an erroneous thought, which many’,

without the slightest authority. The
statement reads explicitly enough,@
“the keys of the kingdomr of heaven.” !

The expression ‘“the kingdom of hea- |
ven” was familiar to the Jews, be-|
cause jur many centuries they had been l
waiting for the fulfillment of God's!
promise that a kingdom of heaven |
should be established in the earth for !
blessing all the families of the earth, :
for the overthrow of evil dnd the lift- |
ing up of the standard of righteousness |
and truth. The Jews understood: that :
this kingdem could not come; could |
not be established, except through
the power of the Messiah, and henoce
their . hopes for their kingdom blend-
ed with their hopes for the Messiah
and their anticipation that they would
be the favored people of earth under
His regime:

Our Lord at His first advent, in all
of His teachings, fostered this idea,
assuring the disciples that as the
Father had appointed the kingdom to
Him, He would share ¥t with His faith-
ful followers, and that the faithful of
His disciples should sit with Him in
His throne “in the regeneration”—in
the times of restitution. . (Acts iil: 19-

"21.) It was this kingdom they were
to hope for at His second advent, and
for it they.were to pray, “Thy king-
dom come, Thy wilk be done on earth
as it is done in heaven.”

THE KINGDOM IN EMBRYO.

Thus seen, the kingdom in reality is
still future, still waited for, still hoped
for and prayed for; but it had an em-
Ybryo beginning directly after the Lord
had paid for the ,world the ransom
price of His life at Calvary. When He
rose from the dead His apostles were
commissioned to proceed with the
work of telling the good tidings that
the world had been redeemed, and in-
viting those who believed to turn from
gin, to become Christ's disciples, and
to lay down their lives in' His servicey
trusting for reward that ‘they should
constitute the kingdom class, the royal
priesthood, under and in conjunction

with their Saviour. ' All' who would |

take these steps of faith and obedience
and consecration were to be recogniz-
ed by the Lord and by each other as
the prospective heirs of the kingdom—
the kingdom. class.

it was understood that all thus join-
ing the kingdom class were probation-
ary members only, and that a full ac-
ceptance to Kingdom honors depended
upon faithfulness. Hence the exhort-
“ows . OF the Scriptures to all of this
roviaped class, called the elect, ig that
' they shall persevere and make their
caliing and election sure by so running
as to obtain the great prize, the great
privilege, the great honor to which
they have been called and accepted in
‘Christ. :

THE FIRST DOOR OPENED.

From the foregoing it will be .seen
that the use of the keys in opening
the doors of the kingdom had nothing
whatever to do with any sectarian
gystem. It was not the Methodist
kingdom, nor the Presbyterian, nor
the Roman Catholic, nor the Lutheran,
nor the Baptist, nor any other earthly
system that Peter was commigsioned
to open. None of these systems were
dreamed of in the days of the apostles.
The keys were to be used in connec-
tion with the Lord’s kingdom—to open
the embryo kingdom to all who are
of the condition of heart above de-
scribed and who had the hearing ear.
Although the kingdom of heaven had
been promised, had been hoped for by
the Jews for centuries, there had been
no opportunity for entering it because
the door was closed, and that door
could not be opened—that is to say,
no kingdom of heaven and no blessings:
of restitution through that kingdom
wvere possible—until first Christ Jesus
our Lord and Head had paid the great
penalty for the sins of the whole
world.

From the time of our Lord’s baptism
and consecration unto death, the work
of redemption having begun, the work
of proclaiming the kingdom was duz,
and hence the message of Jesus and
His apostles was, “The kingdom of
heaven is at hand. Repent and believe
the good tidings.” Our Lord describ-
‘ed the situation, saying, “The law and
the prophets were until John; since
then the kingdom of heaven is preach-
ed and every man presseth into it,” or
properly, everyone should seek to en-
fex 2t . .

But, although our Lord collected &
goodly number of disciples during His
ministry, about 500 of whom were
counted worthy to be witnesses of His,
resurrection, nevertheless none of these
were actually received into the kingdem
relationship, into an adeption of the
Holy Spirit, until after our Lord had
finished His sacrifice, had risen from
the dead, had ascended up on high, had
appeared in the presence of the Father

dispensation.

Se powerfully was the key of the
kingdom used by the Lord in the hands
of St. Peter that 3,000 believers were
found and brought in through the doot
thus opened—six times as many as had
accepted our Lord during the three afd
one-half years of His ministry. It was
not that Peter was: thus powerful and
a more ¢loguent preacher than he had
ever been before. It was not that he
was superior to his ‘Master, but that the
time had come for the throwing open
of the door to the Israelites indeed in
whom. there was no guile, and the
Lord’s providence and Holy Spirit dir-
ected and overruled so that this great
work was accomplished—so that those
previously the Lord’s -be granted °to
see their privilege of entering.into the
kingdom class. »

For- three and one-half years after
Pentecost the blessing of the Lord was
upon the Jews according to his pro-
mise, up to the end of their' symbolic
week of favor. That week of years,
seven years, began with Jesus’ baptism
and in the midst of it, as the prophet
had foretold, Messiah was cut off, not
for himself, but for the sins of the
people. The remainihg half of the
week, three and one-half years, mark-
ed special, continued favor upomn
natural Israel for the gathering out of
them of all the Israelites indeed of
whom there was no guile. During this
time God’s favor being still confined to
Israel, the Gentilés had neither part
nor lot in the matter. But at the end
of that seventieth week, namely, three
and a half years after Pentecost, God’s
! favor was due to extend beyond Israel
to all Gentiles who were in a proper
conditon of heart, There, as the
Apostle Paul explains, the middle wall
of partitiong were broken down, and
the Gentiles obtained opportunity to
share in all the blessings of the king-
domi as fully and thoroughly as the
Jews. : R ;

THE GENTILE DOOR OPENED.

At this juncture, at the proper time
for the opening of the door for the Gen-
tiles into the kingdom privileges, it was
proper that the Lord’s grace toward
the Gentiles should be manifested and
that he should use some instrumental-
ity in this manifestation. Angelic be-
ings could have been used, any of the
apostles or amy other of the Iloyal
brethren could have been used of the
Lord, but, in harmony with His pro-
mise that Peter should have the keys
to the kingdem, the Lord used him in
the opening of the door of divine favor
to the Gentiles.

We all remember the narrative—how
Peter, like'the ofher apostles and be-
lievers,” un@erstand that divine favors
were exclusively for the Jews, and ac+
cordingly confined their efforts for
those thres and a half years to the
Jews. (At the same time there were
among the Gentiles, some equally as de-
voted, egualy as sincere, equally as
zealous for the Liord as among the
Jews.. Now, however, the seventy
weeks of favor having  expired, the
Lord would begin to shew His favor to
the Gentiles, to take out of them a peo-

selected for among the Jews.

Accordingly God sent a message to
Cornelius, a Gentile, by an angel, as-
suring him that his alms were appre-
ciated by the Lord and that his pray-
ers were heard and that he should send
for Peter to open the door before him
that he might enter into the kingdom
class. He sent his gervants, Ged in
the meantime preparing Peter to re-
spond, - although the whole proceeding
was contiary to the prejudices of -him-
self and his nation of centuries’ stand-
ing. The message was to send for
Stmon PReter who, when he was come,
should “tell his words;” which should
be to the sewing of himself and his
house. The telling of the words was
the preaching of the gespel, and ex-
plaining to Comeltus of how Jesus the
Son of God had cenre into the world
for our redemption, how He was made
flesh, holy, harmiless, undefile@ and
separate from sinners, how He gave
His human Iife as our ransom price,
how His faithfulness and acceptable-
ness to God were indicated by His re-
surrection, how He had ascended as the
Mediator, how already through faith in
Him many of the Jews had realized
thetr sins forgiven, covered, and had
been received into fellowship with God,
to be prospective heirs of the kingdom.
As Peter explained The situation Cor-
nelius acecepted the theught and be-
lleved, and the tfme having coine for
the acceptance of such as he, St. Peter’s
words were blessed te his heart, ‘and
the Lord poured out His spirit upon
Cornelius, a, Gendile by birth. as He had
previously at Pentecost done upon
those who were Jews by birth. Thus
the second door was opened—the door
to the Gentiles.

THE FIRST DOOR CLOSED.

Then the Holy Spirit was
shed forth upon those whe had received
Jesus, and was to them an evidence of
their acceptance with the Father as
prospective members of the kingdom of
God’'s dear Son, as prospective kings
and priests under our Lord as the great
King and High Priest of our prefessien,
They would still need to be tested, but
the posifioh granted them was sure to
them if they maintained the earnest

ye shall say, Blessed is He that com-
eth in the name of the Lord.” As a

ple for His name, to be one with those

the name of Jehovah,” and ghall re-
«ceive Him as the Apostle Paul dis-
tinctly points out in Romans ii: 25-26.
After the national rejection of Israel
the special individual favor of God
was with that people, as we have just
seen, for three and a Ralf yeafs.

Subsequently, notwithstanding the
breaking down of the middle wall of
partition at the time the door was OD-
ened to the Gentiles, nevertheless Is-
rael stood first in the Lord’s great
plan, as the Apostle Paul points out,
it was wmecessary that the Gospel
should first be preached to you (the
Jews), but also to the Gentiles. The
full'end of favor to the Jew, in every
sense of .the word, was reached in A.
D. 69, when their entire system and
polity were overthrown, not to be re-
stored in any sense or degree until af-
ter Scriptural Israel shall have attain-
ed the kingdom. Then, as the apostle
points out, they. (Israel after the
flesh) shall obtain mercy through'your
favor—through the favor of the Gospel
Church, whi® will ghen be glorified
with the Lord as Spifitual Israel. At
that point, therefore, A. D. 69, the Jew-
ish door of favor closed, and since then
they are privileged to enter the king-
dom of heaven class -only upon the
same terms and conditions as the Gen-
tiles.

OTHER DOORS WILL SOON
CLOSE.

These doors to the kingdom class
were not designed to stahd open for-
ever. One of them, as we have seen,
has already closed; the other will close
as soon as the foreordained number
‘of the elect shall have made their call-
ing and election sure. Thei.fact that
one of these doors has stood open for
18 ‘cepturies should not deceive. one in-
to thinking that it will never close.
Our Lord Himself in one of His par-
ables illustrates this matter,  saying
that when they that were ready went
in to the marriage, the door was shut.
The fulfilment of this will be that
when the last member of -the elect
Church shall have been fully accepted,
graduated, there will be no further op-
portunity for entering into the king-
dom class. 4

‘We are not saying that the door of
mercy will beclosed. God forbid! On
the contrary, as the Scriptures declare,
God's “mercy endureth forever—to a
completeness—until all whom He sees
would profit by His mercy shall have
had the fullest opportunity and until
all others shall have béen destroyéd in
the second death.

It will be a happy day for the world
when the door into this kingdom class
shall close. For centuries the whole
creation has been groaning and travail-
ing in pain together, waiting—waiting
for the consummation of this feature
of the divine plan, waiting for the
gathering of the Lord’s jewels from
every kindred, people, nation and ton-
gue, waiting for the Royal Priesthood
to be completé, waiting for the glories
of the kingdom of heaven then to shine
forth, and its power then to be exer-
cised, for the restraining of evil and
_for the uplifting of all who, under the
light of that glorious day, shall aspire
to. righteousness and harmony with
God. The apostle’s words are, ‘“The
whole creation groaneth and travaileth
in pain together until now, waiting
for the manifestation of the sons of
God.” (Rom, vill., 22, 19.)

MAKING OUR ELECTION SURE.

. The Apostle elsewhere says, “Belov-
ed, now are we the sons of God (but
not glorified), and it doth not yet ap-
pear what we shall be (how glorious,
how powerful); but we Kknow that
when He shall appear we shall be like
Him, for we shall gee Him as He is.”’
The Son of God, our great Redeemer,
finished His work 18 centuries ago, and
in the interim has- been working in
His people to will and to do His good
pleasure, working in them through
the experiences and trials and discip-
lines and oppositions of this present
time to prepare them to be His asso-
ciates and joint-heirs in the great
work of blessing mankind.

Meantime, dear friends, the' thought
that the company of the elect will ssen
be complete and that the door™ into
that honored position will soon be
closed, is a momentous ofie te us. It
should not cause us alarm, but, as the
Apostle expresses the matter, it should
cause us fear. He says, “Let us fear,
lest the promise being left us of en-
tering into His rest, any of us should
seem to come shof§ of it.

THE DAY OF TROUBLE.

True, the Scriptures speak of the
closing of the period in which the door
to the kingdom class shall be shut as
being one of great trouble upon the
world, 6ne of weeping and gnashing
of teeth, one of flery trials. But as
we come to understand more fully the
divine programme we perceive that ev-
en these trials and SOrrows that are
coming upon the world are intended of
the Lord to work out eventually a
blessing. That is to be a time of trou-
ble such as was not since there was
a nation, a time of anarchy and con-
fusion and general distress, - symbolic-
ally pictured in the prophecies under
the figures of fire, cyclones, floods and
storms.

All this is but the plowshare of the
Lord bréaking up the fallow ground of
the world of mankind in general, to
prepare them for the messages of
peace and blessing, and the glorious
opportunities which will immgdla.tely
follow the trouble—when the kingdom
of God’s dear Son shall shine forth as
the sun of righteousness to scatter
the darkness and mists- of ignerance
and prejudice and sin, to enlighten
and to bless, and to refresh the werld
of mankind. Thus rightly viewed in
the light of dlvine promise these trou-
ples are millennial harbingers; in
which, while sympathizing with . the
world and its bitter experiences, we
can, nevertheless, rejoice greatly, pray-
inf, ‘“Thy kingdom come, Thy will be
done on earth as it is done in heaven.”
If, therefore, by God's grace we have
gained access into this kingdom class,
let us hold fast to all the biessings
which we have’ received, let us hear
the word of our Master assuring us
that if faithful He will not blot our
names out of the book of life and will
not apportion oun crowns to others,
(Rev. iii.: 6, 11.)

Mr. Roche, (liberal) Halifax, subse-
quently informed the house that part
of the crew of the vessel had taken
refuge on an American_ man-of-war
and had returned to Halifax. The
serious question then arose as to whe-
ther British subjects were protected as
effectively by the British flag as by
the American flag.

Mr. Emmerson made a reply to a
statement made by Mr. Taylor sev-
eral days ago in regard to freight
rates on the Intercolonial railway. Mr.
Taylor had complained .of the discrim-
ination against Canadian shippers at
various points, had given one or two
specific instances and had wound up
by claiming that the railway commis-
sion should take the matter into con-
sideration. Mr. Emmerson, in his re-

_ply, referred particularly, only to one

or two of Mr. Taylor's complaints, and
left the broad question itself undis-
cussed. He pointed out that a ship-
ment of steel from Nova Scotia to
Brockville, on which Mr. Taylor com-
plained that an excessive charge had
been made when it was forwarded to
Ganoque, had been handled by the In-
tercolonial only as far as Brockville
and that the balance of the haul had
been done by the Grand Trunk. He
also compared thé rates from Trenton,
N. 8., to Brockville, with those . from
Pittsburg, of which Mr. Taylor had al-
so complained, and figured out that al-

'though the rate from Pittsburg was

cheaper in the gross, it was not cheap-
or when. calculated upon the ton-mile
basis. Mr. Emmerson occupied quite
half an hour reading a lot of corres-
pondence in connection with this mat-
ter so as to place it upon Hansard
and give the appearance of having
dealt satisfactorily with Mr. Taylor’'s
complaints, but at the conclusion of
his speech,the speaker gave him a
well merited rebuke by telling him
that he had been out of order in oc-
cupying the attention of the house up-
on such a matter. If he wished to
place himself in order he would have
to make a motion to adjourn.
MR. EMMERSON’S FAILURE.

Mr. Emmerson sought to cover up,
his irregularity by an appeal to privi-
lege, and failing in this, thought he
could put himself in order by “apolo-
gizing” to the house. The speaker in-
sisted, however, and he had to put
himself in order by making a motion
to adjourn, which created much am-
usement among the members.

Mr. Taylor, in reply, showed that Mr.
Emmerson had dealt only with the
particular instances and had not given
any answer to the suggestion that the
gubject should be taken up by the rail-
way commission. He stated also that
the rates upon freight from Brockville
to Fredericton had been fifty-five cents
until the government obtained the Can-
ada Eastern, and since that time it
had been increased to sixty-six cents.

Mr. Emmerson sought tg evade this
point, but being pressed by Mr. Crocket
(cons., York, N. B., admitted that this
was the case, but shid that the ar-
rangement for the increase in freight
rate had been made before the govern-
ment equipped the Canada Eastern.

Crocket of York pulled Emmerson up
sharply as to why Tfreight rates to
Fredericton from the west had in-
creased since the I. C. R. a¢quired the
Canada Eastern, when a promise was
made before the purchase of the Gib-
gon line that government control would
give lower competitive rates and abol-
ish the C. P. R. menopoly. :

Emmerson tried to make it appear
that the Intercolonial was powerless
to do better for Fredericton, as the
Grand Trunk and the C. P. R. dictat-
ed their own terms by a joint agree-
ment, and that it was open to Freder-
icton merchants, if they felt aggrieved,
to appeal to the railway commission.

Stockton drove the matter home
when .he emphasized Emmerson’s ad-
mission that the Intercolonial was

.powerless in the grasp of two great

railways, and that today shippers over
the Canada Batern weére paying higher
rates than aver before.
