1A Postmaster Sears.

Postmaster Edward Sears was the 
next speaker. He delivered an Inspir­
ing appeal to the young men to Join 
the colors, pointing out the greatness 
of the British Empire and the many 
privileges enjoyed by the citizens of 
the Dominion under the protection of 
British institutions. He referred to 
the noble cause for which the Allies 
were fighting at the present time and 
declared that the blood of the Empire 
was never poured out for a more wor­
thy cause than that involved in the 
present gigantic struggle in Europe. 
He predicted the triumph of the Al­
lied forces, but pointed out that more 
men were needed to bring the war to 
an early and happy termination. He 
was amazed at the wonderful gather­
ing of citizens and said that it recalled 
to him a photograph which he had 
seen of a vast crowd in attendance at 
a baseball match in a city in the Unit­
ed States.

“If I were young again I would be 
glad to take advantage of the oppor­
tunity afforded to fight for this great 
Empire to which we owe so much,” de­
clared Postmaster Sears amid great 
applause from the vast audience. It 
was the duty of every medically fit 
young man to respond to the call of 
Empire. The Kilties would undoubt­
edly be one of the finest battalions 
that had been mobilized in Canada 
since the outbreak of this great con­
flict. With euch leaders as Col. Guth­
rie and the other gallant officers who 
had done such glorious deeds at the 
front those enlisting in the 236th Bat­
talion woul<^ have a rare opportunity. 
The call from the boys on the firing 
line waa persistent and urgent and no 
better evidence of appreciation of the 
great work being done by the boys at 
the front could be given than by filling 
up the ranks of the kilties in record
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At eh<rp 7.30 last night the grand torchlight procession, headed by 
the City Cornet band, started on Its march from King Square -tq Fort 
Howe* Boys carrying recruiting slogans and banners bearing Inepirlng 
messages to the eliglblee of the city immediately followed the band, af­
ter them came a khaki column composed of members of the different 
military units stationed in the city. They were followed by several 
automobiles bearing the- speakers and other prominent citizens.

It wae a grand sight, viewing it from Fort Hovw, to »ee the illum­
inating street parade gradually approaching the platform on which the 
speakers appealed to the masses.

At the appointed time the beacon light waa fired with the blazing 
brand. It wae a glorious sight to see that thirty-five foot structure a 
mass of seething flames.

The fiery cross which waa to have arrived during the apeech-mak- 
ing did not arrive In the city until 10.30, Mr. Schofield bringing it 
from Sussex in hie automobile. It should have reached here at the 1st- 
est at 8.30, but owing to a misunderstanding It did not arrive. However, 
another cross was carried to the meeting held In the adjoining county.

It was almost sharp eight o’clock 
when the flames could be seen break­
ing from the top of the beacon. It 
first appeared about the size of an 
electric light. It slowly grew larger 
in» proportion until it reached its 
greatest brilliancy, then the sky was 
reddened by the bright blaze, Fort 
Howe hill was illuminated almost as 
bright as day.

For nearly an hour the mammoth 
bon-fire burned brightly, then as It 
began to burn Itself out and became 
gradually dimmer, the crowds who 
remained in the chilly air watching 
the spectacle wended their way home­
wards. It was a sight well worth 
witnessing and one that will not be 
forgotten for a long time by those 
who saw it.

Some said 
they would go when conscription was 
adopted ; others said they would go to 
the United States to evade,the call of 
duty.

“do their bit” and said that the Kilties 
afforded an excellent opportunity to 
assist the Empire in her 
bat with the enemy.
