At a recent weeting of the Society a
report was presented from a commnittee
on the *impending rinderpest,” in which
it is observed:—* While we esteem the
prompt measures taken by our general
goverinent to prohibit all importation of
live stock to have been most wise and
timely, we have yet to fear that the dis-
ease may be bronght hither by means of
hides, or in the clothes or lugwage of im-
migraats or otherwise; and we reconm-
mend great care in the emplovment of

such immigrants, (especially those who.

have been oceupicd with cattle in foreign
countrie~.) without the previous destrue-
tion of their clothing and other cfivets
which may by any possibility have brought
the secds of the disease.”

There is an able address by Mr. Wil-
lard, on cheese and butter factories. We
can ounly nuke allusion to one point. In
the butter and skim-milk cheese factorics,
the milk is set in pails twenty inches deep.
It appears that the old notion that cream
cannot rise through a depth of mill great-
er than seven inches is now exploded—in
Orange county. The farmers say they
get as much cream by sctting in deep
pails as in shallow pauns, and the cream is
of better quality, beeanse a small surface
heing exposed to the air there is not that
lability for the top of the cream to get
dry. which has a tendency to fleck the
batter and injure it quality. The deep
pail system secures & great saving of Ja-
bour. 'The cream is dipped ofl by a tun-
nel shaped cup having a long upright
handle.

On previous occasions we have called
attention to the subject of butter-making,
and do so again this month by re-printing
in another column 2 portion of Mr. Wil-
lard’s address.  Will not some enterpris-
ing individual take the lead in establishing
a butter and cheese factory in some of
our rich farming districts?  There is no
good reason why Cornwallis butter and
Aunapolis cheese should not be made in
the same factory, since Cheshire cheeses
are now. we are told, made in Scotland.

Onc of the greatest wants of agricul-
tural chemistry at the present time is a
series of analyses of our American grasses.
The New York Society is propusing to
expend about a thousand dollars in having
this wourk done.  We hope it will be car-
ried out, as it will confer u lasting Lenefit
not only upon the farmers of New York

state, hut upon the agriculturists generally
of temperate Ameriea,

Thesun being too
hot for them at that time the flowers arve
necessurily imperfect. We are of opinion
that from the 1st to the 15th of June is
quite early enough to plant. Dahlias,
when planted at this time, flower in Scp-
tember and October, when the rays of the
sun have lost a great deal of their power.
Besides, in the fall there are compara-
tively fow flowers, and it is then that
dahlias are appreciated.  The fall is, un-
doubtedly, the time for the daldia.”
