OUR COSY CORNER.

The Delincalor for July has the following on bonnets:—To possess a
honnet that is st without being too claborate for ordinary uses sh.uid be
the desire of the general woman, Therefore, let hier heware of the dainty
chapean mado of tulle or net, for though tho style is desirable when voe has
two or thiee bonnets, it is not surtable for constant wear. But there are
many other wvaretics from which to clioose.  Among tho 1cfived lovking
phin stiaws are shown shapely capotes, some with bitms and some fitting
closely to the head. They aro to he obtained in rich shades of dark brown,
in brown that hints of gold, in decp and light green, in decp-red, and in
datk-blue, olive and, as a matter of courso, black.

Supposo a black capote to have been selected ; form a narrow brim upon
it with an edge of jet passementetiv, and above this arrange a narrow but
full band of black velver. Just in front place a full knot of black and red
velvet, with a bunch of red berrios coming from its madst, and for the
bridle use two straps of velvet. There is no wore becoming material for ties
than velvet, although no fabric is so certun tuv grow stningy and unudy-
losking. Then, too, very few people beside 2 milliner know just how a
velvet ribbon should be knotted, and the art seems to be difficult to acqnire.

Another gimple bonuet, rather more dressy, however, than the one just
described, is a toque shape of yellowish straw. The edye is finished so that
binding is unnecessary, but just und.r the edge, and showicy benvsih the
points of the straw, is a fold of dark-vlive velvet. About the tront 2nd ex-
tending well to each side is 1 monture of deep pink roses that are siighily
massed just in front.  The straps of viive velvet are fastened under the chin,
You may possibly prefer roses of a paler shade of pink, but be advised and
choose the deeper tint, for beforo Midsummer days sro past it will hkave
faded 1o the desired faint hue.

A moresedale chapean is a cipote of browa Milan, with a puilud binding
of brown velvet; the trimnming, which is pluced iu front, is low and full and
consists of a bunch of berries iu different shades of green, at? cach sido of
which are arranged a few ivy leaves. The ties are of brown grossgizin and
aro Jooped in a formal bow directly under the chin. .

Tho very low bonnet that is wreathed with flowers and buds jwparls a
curious air to ils wearer. As tnecrown is vot seon from the froni, it looks
as if the bonnet consisted only of a wreath and 2 pair of ties ; and when the
lies are omitted, as sometimes happons, the illusion is complete. The stylo
fancied i3 a low and slightly olive shape, and the top is covered with tho
thinnest of foundations, over this tulle or net of the desired shade is diawn
in full but not pufied folds, and tho band, which is of velvet a shade durker,
is hidden under the flowers that enwreath it and are almost as high at the
back as at the front. The long string of tulle is drawn over the fico in veil
faghion and then wrapped round and round the throat, the end being pinned.
Do not allow this end to hang loose, as that would destroy the much desired
Parisinn effect. A bonnet ot this kind to be worn with a scarlet gown has
its crown covored with a scarlet tulle ; the brim is of dark-red velvel and is
encircled with a wroath of poppies. Tho string of red tulle is arianged as
described. Whilo this is a trying combination, it will prove very becoming
to the woman who is certain sho can endure the brilliant coloring.

Smoke-gray tulle, garnished with silver tinsel and silver thistles, makes
a lovely ball gown for a pretty girl, but she must have a good complexion
end high color to become her gown.
