He became a member
of the Toronto Y. M. C. A. early in its
history. and to his liberality the Asso-
ciation was largely indebted for many
comforts in the commodious rooms so
long occupied on King Street (of which
ropersy he was the owner) Our
%ULLE’I‘IN was always welcomed by him,
and its fund was materially aided by
his contributions.
