We beg to remind Aechdeacon Denison that
we simply complained of an omission in the
Protest: we  neither ¢ discouraged” it, nor
encouraged it in fact, we did not. nor can we
now, se¢ our way very clearly in thisx neatter,
The document, it is true, comes before us with
the sanction of some names which we very
highly respect, and it professes to emanate from
** Bishops” as well as Priestz of the Anglican
Church,  Had this not been so, we shonld have
certainly suggestesd that it would be better, in
the first place, for the Clergy of ench Divcese to
provide themselves with the evidence of Bishop
Gobats departure from the Jetter aml spirit of
the comditions upon which the Bishopric was
founded, and then go to their Bishop with that
evidence, and urge upen his Lovdabip the neces-
sity of somie decisive step to put an emd to the
.-\Borpd irregularity, or to protest againat it
Had this evidence been placed elearly aud sue-
cinetly before the Bishops, as we it
might have been, we et bardly suppose that
the majority of our Bishops would have vefus
to stir in the matter.  As it is, unless the Enis-
copnl signatures are tolerably numervus, we
apprehend that the Protest will fail in its object,
cxpeeinlly when we consider the attitnde which
the Eastern Ecclesiastics have bitberto assumed
towards the English Church.,

It ix, we suppose, ton late now to adopt this
course, or, as o preliminary measure, to wmake
an earnest appeal to Bishop Gobat himwelf, set-

Ying furth the facts of the cuse as they appear

in this country, and respectfully requesting un
explanation of them, We should expeet that
several of the Bishops wounld join in this, which
seems hoth reusonable and a respectful pro-
ceeding,

Since writing the shove, we reecived the fal-
lowing docigoents, the first of which rewders it
it ecessury that the sabjeet should cither be
druppand, or be forther investigated and con-
sidered, with a view to swne more practical sud
approved course:—

« Whereas certain Clergyimen have addressed
a Memorial to the Oriental Pateinrchs anid
Syumds, in which the Anglican Bishop in Jeru-
salem is accused of having excceded the praper
abjeets of his Mission, and of intvoducing Schism
into the ern Churches,

s Aud whereas some of the names affixel to
tite snid docament are pumes of persons who
hold official stations in the United Chareh of
England and frelnnd, and it might be supposed
at least in fareign parts, that a cenxure of the
Ri=hop, n¢ having #eted without due authority
from his Church, wonlid ot e mude by persons
who were themselves weting  without  such
authority.

s Therefore we, the Metropolitans of  the
United Church of England and Ireland, decm it
expedient to make this public declaration thnt
the said Memorial does not in any sanner
emanste from the said Chareh, or from persons
authorized by that Church o provounce deci-
sions,

+*We ore induced to take this step. first, in
onder to guurd against the shavgrer which might
arise to vur own Church from the exnmple of
the irrezular and unnuthorized procecdings of
the Memorialista;  and, further, becanse we
sympathize with our bruther, the Auplican
Bishop in Jerusulem, in bis arduais position,
und fee) nssured that his conduet, under the
circumstances in which he is placed, will be
guided by 2ound judgment und discretion.
